If an angel from some distant world, some
star or sun in the vast universe of God,
should visit the earth, what would he behold?
He would behold about 1,400,000,000 of men,
women and children living on the earth, toil-
ing, struggling, deeaying and passing awny.

this, would not the angel from that distant
world ba constrained to inquire, why is this?
Tell me, oh ve dwellers on the earth, why all
this strife and soffering, and decay and death?
Why, especially, do these little onces suffer
such things? If he should ask you,
mwy hearers, that question, what would “you
tell him? Leaving the Bible ont of the case,
how could you answer him?

Popular
clamor, led on by noisy demagogues
in theology, insists that- such a the-
ory excludes from heaven evefi the chil-
dren who cannot believe and be saved,
except it be such as without regeneration
and by virtue merely of the election of God,
are sccepted into the kingdom of heaven.
Hence the silly slanders, to the effect that
Calvinists have written and preached of “in-
fante in hell a span long.” A preaching
which none of the reporters, however, have
ever themselves read or heard, but only have
it in mot cases from some ome who heard
some one else say that he remembered to
have heard his father, or some old man, say
that his grandfather had heard it reported of
wme iroo-sidedl Calvinists that he so wrote
and presched. And yet all this in the face
of the notorious fact that the men who have
written most of consolation fer parents be-
reaved of their children, are those whom the
creeds of the Beformation have taught 1o ex-
peund the Gospel. To whom do English-
speaking mourners go  in  their sor-
Lrow over their dead children?
To the volumes of Swythe, of Charleston; or
of Rice and Prime, of New York; orof Mae-
farlane, or Cumming, or Harris, of London;
or of Russell, or Cuthibert, or John Brown,
or Grosart, of Scotland—UCalvinists, all of
them, of the sturdiest stamp. Or, if we turn
to the great expositors of Scripture, with the
exception of a few divines, who, laying great
stress on the covenant of God in baptism,
hesitate to say that He mnkes no distinction
in this regard between the covenant children
and the u’éildmu of the heathen and infidels,
We find John Calvin himeelf, Pruard, Sith,
Willett, Henry, Scott, and their successors,
all Calvinists, expounding the Scriptures
in this sense. Nor s this a cu-
rions incidental faet merely, for it
can easily be shown that on no other
theory of the gospel than this of the
reformed creeds can any argument be found-
ed to demonstrate, logically, the slvation of
the dead children. All other views of the
matter can offer nothing better than the opin-
ions of wise and 1 men. Such opinions
may satisfy the curious, the speculating, or
the thoughtless; butin the dark hour of sor-
row, “Rachel, weeping for her children refus-
€8 10 be comforted with mere opinions.  Faith
muat point to a Divioe rock on which the
feet may be planted as the winds of the tem-
pest beat over the soul. The Calvinisticcreed
of the Reformation, on this subject, reasons
with the old epitaph on the gravestone over
the three dead children:—
“'Say, are they lost or saved
If death’s la{ sin, they sinned, for they e here;
Il beaven's by works, in heaven they can’t appear;
Ah! reason, how depraved!
Revere the sacred page, the knot's untied;
They ded, for Adam sinned—they live {or Jesus
died. ™
Secondly, L will now give you =ome of the
Scriptural reasons why we believe all the
dead children are saved, beathen as well as
Christian, First of all we ask your attention
to the fifth chapter of Romans, from which
our text is tnken, where the Apostle gives us
that wonderful parallel between Adam and
Christ. Heeays Adam was a figure or type
of Christ. Through Adam came gin and
death, through Christ came remimion and
life. “But not as the offense, so also is the
free gift, for H through the offense of one
many may be dead, much mare the grace of
God, and the gift by grace, which is by oue
man, Jesus Chrisl{lmthl:h-uu&«l unto many.
Far if by one man's offense death reigned by
one, much more they which receive abun-
dance ol grace, and of the gift of righteous-
ness, shall reign in life by one Jesus Christ.
Morcover, the law entered that the offense
might abonnd. But where =in abound-
ed, yrace did muoeh more abound,
That as sin hath reigned unto death,
even 50 might grate reign through righteous-
ness unto eternal life through Jesus Christ
our Lord.” These are glmfoun and blessed
statementa of truth.  Bat if none were saved
but the adult believers in the gospel, it would
noi be true that where sin n‘{:um:dul grace
did much more abound. But when we take
in the dead children the statement is literally
true. “More than one-third of the race die
under two and more than one-hali of the
rice under five years of age” hus more
than one-balf the human family are re-
deemed by Christ in their iniancy, and if we
add to these the millions of adults that have
believed, we are prepared for the statemont
that where sin abounded grace did much
wore sbound. Again: It = said that the
redeemed shall consist of those
who have been gathered out of every king-
dom, and tribe and tongue under heaven.
But there have been many tribes and na-
tions that have never heard the gospel;
therefore, those that are redecmed from such
tribes and vations can only be their dead
« thildren. Amnocther thing that makes us be-
* lieve in the salvation of deag children is that
1 the Scriptures teach that the judgment will be
sccording to the deeds done in the body;
that “what & man soweth that shall he also
reap.” Thix, of course;, could have no ap-
plication to infants dving in infuwey. John
declares in the Apocaly pse, that in the vision
of the great day he saw the dead, small and
great, stand before God: and that he saw
alsn, corresponding to this faet, the books
opened out of which the dead Were judged
according to what was written in the books.
And another book was opened, the book
of life, which can be understood in no
other way w0 clearly, saya Dr. Rab-
inson, a8 in the supposition of three
clagses  at the Judgment—believers
and unbelievers, who were judged by their
works, out of the two books, and the little
ones who had done no works, were recorded
in 8 third book, especiully appropriate to
such—the book of life, Butthe most precious
and the most satisfactors passage of all is
that so often quoted, where the pious mothers
brought their children to Christ for his bless-
ing, and his disciples, thinkiog it an unwar-
ranted intrusion upon the Master’s time and
attention, rebuked these mothers. But Christ,
turning to his disciples with somewhat of dis-
plensure, rebuked them nsnd said: “Boffer
little children to come unto me, and forbid
them not, for of such is the kinﬁdrnm of
heaven,” A plain declaration that the king-
dom of glory will be largely composed'of those
redeemed in infancy. In view of such teach-
ing, how comforting the words of David,
who =aid of his dead child, “T shall £0 W
him, but he shall wbot return to me;” or
of the poor Shunawite mother who left her
dead child and hasiened to the prophet of
God. When he raw her coming in such haste
he went ont to meet her, and said: “1s it well
with thee? s it well with thy husband? s
it well with the child®™ And she said: “It is
well.,” Lo conclusion, msv hearers, if children
do not possess a really corrupt nature, so that
Ih(’? need to be rediemed il’\' the blood of
Christ—if there is nothing in their nature
but a simple tendency or bias to sin—then
there was no need of exhausting the treasury
of heaven to redecm man, God need not
have given His onlv-begotien aod well-
beloved Son to scorn, contumely and death.,
All that it would have been necessary for
Him to do would have been to summon each
infant to heaven as soon s it was born  On
the supposition that the ruce is not a fallen
race—that there is nothing bot an un-
fortunate but  innocemt  bina 1o «in,
the cross of Christ is the most stu-
pendous fmrce in the whole universe
of God. But such is not the teaching of
Scripture, Its |~luin decluration is that “we
are by nature children of wrath,” “dead in
trespasses and in sins” and that there is no
way out of this death except through Chirist,
who is “the way, the truth and the life:" no
way lo eseape this wrath except through
Christ, becanse “there is no other name, un-
der heaven, given among men whereby we
must be saved.” Some <eem (o b tronbled
sbout the little ones.  Let me #ay to them, if
| there be such present, be not troubled about
the little ones, Jesus will take care of them,
Bat be concerned about yourselyes, and your
living children, lest win showld reign in them
unto death, instead of grace, which
unte eternal life lltrnligh
ltﬂril.
