BMajor Sater
estimates that the cont of extensive and per-
manent improvements, which will give lwelie
foet of water at lowest stages and insure st; -
bility of the banks, wonld cost not to exee. d
£10,000 per mile, if appropriations were made
all at one time; or a0 they conld be used s»
fast as necessary, To improve the Missourl
from Council Bluffs to its mouth, making it
navigable for the largesi boats at all seasons
of tne year, would cost, I.luh'fun-. about $A-
000,000, To build and equip a Government
railroad from Cotineil Blufls to the Atlantic
seaboard would cost 50,000 per niile, or
$75,000,000 in the aggregate. Such a rail-
rondd, without a multitnde of radiating
branches, would strike the Missouri River
States at only one point, while the river bor-
ders one entire side of them, The difference
in improving the Missouri, ns against the
construction of a Government railroad, must
be apparent at a glanee to the obtuse.

HOW BOILERS MAY EXPLODE.
Noew York Herald.

The success which attended the reeent
Western experiments in boller explosions,
mention of which was duly made in the
Heruld, entitles the experimenter’s theory to
respectiul consideration, 1t is claimed that
the explogion alluded to, which attained re-
sults that Government officials had vainly
labored after for vears, was dne to super-
heated water, and Mr, D. T. L'\n-«m whao
condocted the cxperiment to its successful
terminntion, believes that many other explo-
sions are due to the same cause. The theory
is that when overheated water iz relieved for
an instant from the pressure of steam upon
its surface it bursts into steam and cxertz an
irresistible pressure upon all portions of the
boiler shell. It is a well-known fact that
water is seldom seen in the vicinily
of an explosion, and this is supposed
to indicate that there was none in
the boiler; but although the same
lack of water was noticeable after the West-
ern explosion, the boiler was known to be
three-quarters full # moment or two before
it burst; so the theory of sudden dissipation
into stenm scemed to be confirmed.  Success
is a powerful argument, but aside from the
particular success alluded to the explanation
15 logical enough to demand consideration,
and to warn engineers against “firing”
hastily and fiercely that the ports cannot
carry off steam as rapidly as it is generated,
Safety valves are supposed to relieve boilers
of superllusus steam, but they have failed
too often to e trusted uoles they are
witlched as closely as suny other portion of
the machinery, as they seldom are.
