SIXSTROKH.

Tbe Cause and Remedies Rules for the
Manaruient of a Patient,

"Sunstrokes" are sudden attacks occurring
in hot weather, and attended with symptoms
of exhaustion, often of unconsciousness, la
bored breathing, occasionally with convul
sions, and, in many cases, speedy death. Ex
posure to the rays ot the) sun is not necessary
to produce these attacks, as many occur dur
ing the night or in close rooms. Hard work.
loss ol rest, drunkenness, or dissipation or
overeating increases the liability to attacks
ol sunstrokes.

RULES FOR MANAGEMENT.

1. Carry the patient carefully, but
promptly, to the nearest shade.

2. Secure for him as much circulation of
wholesome air as may be possibly obtained.

J. it the skin is hot, sponge with cold
water or ice.

4. If the head is very hot and the arte
ries of the neck pulsate violently, apply ice

5. Give two teaspoonfuls of good brandy
or whisky every ten to hlteen minutes. 1 he
addition of two to three drops of laudanum
to each dose of the stimulant prevents vomit
ing or purging, which is name to occur ami
otten to prove lata I.

6. Don't give large draughts of cold water
or any otoer fluid, even if the patient is able
to swallow thm.

7. Don't allow the patient to be removed
or raised Worn a recumbent position until
sufficiently recovered to render it safe to do
so. 1 bis seldom occurs for hours, and often
not tor days, alter the attack.

S. Snd at once for not for half a
dozen. Otherwise valuable time may be lost
by differences in opinion as to whether the
case is one ot congestion or exhaustion.

It is always safer for pre-
fcribers, and generally safer for doctors, to
pursue methods of treatment calculated to
relieve more or less profound exhaustion of
vital powers.

TIIE COMETS

tbe Korthwest nnd Northeast
fteea from M empbls Jf Danffr.

Two fiery comets now blaze in the north
ern sky, one at '.I o clock in the evening in
the northwest, about ten degrees above the
horizon. Like all comets, it consists ot three
parts, and in this instance all three parts are
visible to the naked eye the nucleus, the
coma or envelope, and "the tail. This comet
seems to be pitching alter tne sun, approacn- -

ing its perihelion. Its tall spreads out ian-lik- e

and heavy some five degrees, pointing
toward the North star. 'Iso notice of it seems
to have yet been taken by the astronomers
North at the different observatories. The
other comet, much larger, brighter, and of
greater length and width oi caudal npjiena- -
age, has been and is undergoing ciose anu
extensive examination from astronomical
observatories. It is in the northeast, and is
visible from 3 o'clock in the morning until
daylight, some thirty degress above the hori-
zon, its tail pointing toward the zenith. This
new comet is located in constellation
Auriga, about eight degress from" a.

It has a bright center and
fuse-lik- e tail about fifteen degrees
long. It is not improbable that it may be
the much-expect- coiuet of 1812, which
should appear not far from that iocality.
This is the first cemet found since May 1st.
Director Swift, of Warner's Observatory,
savs the nucleus of the new comet grows
smaller and brighter, indicating its progress
toward the sun. The stars showed unutmmeu
through the substance of the tail, and activ-
ity is apparent in the head. No apprehen
sion need be had over the unusual appear-
ance of comets during the present year, as
they do not possess the power to work injury
upon the earth or any other planet.
