THE GRAND INQUEST

O the Coanty of Shelby for the Term of
the Criminal Conrt Now Pending
Before Judge Horrigan,

Make an Elaborate and Interesting Re-
pori—A Fitting Close to Their
Arduons Duty.

At the Criminal Court yesterday, the
Girund Jury presented the following elaborate
report to Judge Horrigan before being dis-
charged for the term. The report will be read
with interest, it being the results of thorough
examination into the institutions and affairs
of the county of Shelby:

REPORT OF GRAND JURY.
Hon. L. B. Horrlgan, Judge of the Crimionl Court,

Bhelby County

Diease Stp—The undersigned, grand jurors
for the present term of vour honorable court,
ht-% leave W report:

Taving been duly impaneled and sworn,
May 16th, to inquire, nccording to law, into
all matters affecting the well-being of citizens
of Shelby county, as well a2z Lhe interests of
the State represented in said counnty, we have
discharged the duties imposed upon us to the
best of our knowledge and ability.

THE PMOWERS OF MAGISTRATES,

One of the deficiencies in the present sys-
tem of dispensing juatice to which our at-
tention has been most frequently ealled dur-
ing our nnmerous sittings is the large num-
ber of trial cases sont before your honorable
court, through the grand jury, by Magis-
trates  before whom such cases are first
brought. We regard it ns a marked defect
in onr laws that Magistrales are not given
final jurisdiction in all minor offenses, es-

weinlly misdemeanors and petit larcenies.
Nere this the case, we believe that not -ml_\'
wotild these offenses be materially lessened,
but n vast amount of expense be saved to
the county and State, It s indeed a #ad
commentary on our criminal jurisprodence
that an expenditure of sixty to ninety dol-
lars should be involved in the punishment of
an offender who may have stolen one dollar's
worth of property, or for the commission of
some other petty mirdemeanor that a sen-
sible Magistrate is thoroughly eompetent to
ptinish by fine or imprisonment, or both. It
seetus clear to us that sound public puli.:v
demands an incresse of magisterial juris-

ol
diction, to the end that justice may be meted
out more speedily (o minor offenders, and at
the snme time with less expense to the trx-
payers,

A WHIFFMNG-POST RECOMMENDED.

We nlso recomimand 1o onr legislntors the
enactment of 3 law esteblishing a hh:!rpflll.{-
post in every town, city and civil district of
the State, at which oflenders below grand lae-
veny shall be duly punished after trial and
sentence by magistrate or city recorder. The
salutary résults accomplished in other cities
and States where this species of punishment
is in vogne 14, in our judgment, sufficient
warrant for its introduction here. A greal
reduction in the volume of erime and the gay-
ing of thousands of dollars annally lo our
tax-payers would, in our opinion, be the
ceriain result of the establishment of whip-
ping-posts in Memphis and Shelby county,
anil we desire to urge upon our legislators,
as well as wembers of the county courl, an
carnest consideration of this subject. The in-

We have visited and earciully inspected
the Shelby county Poor House and Asylum
for the Josans, We found the inmates well
carwl , eluthed 2ad properiy fed, and
seeming to be quite contented with the man-

COUNTY JAIL,

We gave this jinstitution a thorough and
exhaustive examination, and found every-
thing in excellent order, the prisoners all in
good condition, well pnwi:le-l with good and
wholesome food ; the cells all had a fresh and
cleanly appearance; the larder was well snp-
slied with good and whoelesome meat; the
Litclmn wae, to all appenrances, furnished
with all necessary utensils for the cooking of
meals, as required under the statute; the
boller and engine-room were found in good
working order, and evervthing looked neat
and well preserved; the engioeer, J. J, Con-
ley, has demonstrated that he is the right
man in the right place, while the jailer, John
Leslie, has shown by the condition of the
cuirine that he, too, deserves favorable men-
tion. The only compluints we heard came
from those whoe are lfn: custodiane of that
favorite resort, that the pumber of inmates
are (o0 few, and they, under the skillful man-
agement and a firm determination to  =up-
1[-;1--1 all manper of erime by our warthy
Judge and the ever watchiul Attorney-Gen-
eral, are doily growing less, While this is
a source through which the Sheriff’ de-
rivexs much  of his revenue for the
support of his office, amd from which
many of his predecessors  have de-
rived the prineipal part of the revenues
which enabled them to amass suflicient
wherewith to meet all their necessary ex-
penses, besides securing an independence for
future wanta. This conrse is gratifving o
the citizens of Shelby county, and nove ap-
preciates it more than our present very effi-
cient Sheriff, P. R. Athy. While this is
cause for much congratulation, is «it vot of
equal importance that we should not require,
wuch less expect, that so worthy an officer
should be expected to dischurge the respon-
sible duties of that position at a sacrifice,
financially, to himsell and those of his effi-
cient deputies? We think not, apd earnestly
appeal to the County Court,. and would re-
commend that they furnish and supply his
office with all necessary books, stationery,
ele,, required in his official eapacity, as we
understand s now and always has been done
with all other connty officers: ( his only being
the exception). There are now only twenty-
three prisoners confined, of which Tipton
county furnishes one, Fayette, three; United
States, two; leaving but seventeen from Shel-
by county, thus proving that the laws are
prowmptly enforced, and that equal and ex-
act justice is sure to be meted out to all vio-
lators of the same.

STATIONHOUSE.

This favorite resort af  the Taxing-District
authorities has been visited and inspected by
the Grand Jurors in 2 body, and while we
all concede that those in charge have done
all in their power to render the institution
hobitnbie for the uofortunate eriminals
who are compelled to dwell there, aid  while
we hnd no means of judging anything with
regard to the provisions they are fornished,
either of kind or quality, the arrangements
for their preparation, while not sunch as it
should be, comports favorably with the sleep-
ing apartments, offices, and, in fact, the en-
tire structure.  Evervthing, however, looked
clean and in a very good sanitary condition.
While there is no blame or fanlt to be at-
tnched to nny of the officers or attaches of
the institution, we do think, as o matter of
eceonomy, propricty and self-preservation, be-
gides common courtesy and respect to the
citizens, especially those who are compelled
(o puass Il'[ir! repass 00 50 favorable n street,
that ns the éntire strueture almost unin-
habitable, the stationhouse be removed
16 some other locality, one not quite so pub-
lic a8 the preseut, and to that end we should
recommend that the old eriminal conrtroom
in the cou house be seenred for Recorder's
Court, as we have cvery reason to believe
that the Taxing-District authorities can se-
cure that, and that they conld make suitable
arrangements with the Sheriff to keep and
board all prisomers at as low a som,
and perhaps less. than they are now paying,
We are nlso of the opinion that suflicient
office-room could be obtained to -ul\p]_!,' all
the wants of the Taxing-Ddstrict anthorities,
By this means they could save much in remt,
uel, guasds and stationhouse-keepers, who
could then be added to the now insuficient
pelice foree, thus strengthening that arm to
some extent,
