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REVIVING HOPES

Brings Comparative Happiness to
Occupant of the White Ilonse,

Thongh as Yet

The Danger is not Passed and,
Course, There is Stilt Consider-

able Anxiety.

Washington, July 5. There is compara-
tive happiness at the White House and in
the city. The steady improvement of the
President siuce last night has naturally in-

creased the hopes, but of course there is great
anxiety yet- - While he is doing well the fact
that the danger is not yet passed is realized.
The doctors say there has lieen an improve-
ment every hour, very little improvement,
and very slow, but it is perceptible.

The Western Associated Press Agmt left
the White House at 10 o'clock and
everything was more quiet than since the
President was shot. The memliers of the
Cabiuet went home to get a much-neede- d

rest, being aasurrd that no change for the
worse is apprehended Secretary
Blaine went home first. The crowd that has
been at the White House gates continually
since Saturday disappeared

The surgeons decided not to issue any
more bulletins until but to let the
President sleep undisturbed, for he seems in-

clined to sleep a good deal.
The mind of the President is clear and

bright. He has slept since last evening fully
seven houis, without the use of opiates. His
s eep has been calm and natural, and has
benefited him greatly.

In reply to a question as to the source from
which danger was feared, the doctor replied
that it would be difficult an.-- improper to
state. There might be pus in the cavity of
the wound; there might be secondary hem
orrhage, which, however, he did not serious
ly apprehend, or a variety ot other causes to
make the symptoms unfavorable. At this
time, however, he felt, under all the circum
stances, strongly hopeful of his recovery;
more hopeful than at any time yet.

The President's improved condition was
best shown at 7 o'clock by the condition of
his pulse. It had been dropped to 104, a
difference of six beats for the better since 1
o'clock.'

Secretary Blaine, who left the White
House about 7 o'clock, spoke most en
couragingly of the President s condition and
improvement since tins morning, and said
his stoinac'ii retains everything that is given
him.

There is no intention to probe for the bul
let until the President recovers considerable
strength. The President is kept restiug on
his side most of the time, though his posi-
tion is shifted frequently. Pillows are placed
under him and arranged so as to give the
greatest ease. He m very feeble, of course.
When be wants Ins position changed he
makes known his wishes and he is shifted.
great care being taken not to shock him by
moving.

Garfield and family took din
ner together for the first time since the Presi-
dent was shot. In their great anxiety hith-
erto there has been no regular meals. The
members of the family would drop into the
din'mg-roo- one or two at a time and take
some food, but y things looked so much
brighter the family all dined together.

Interest in the 1 resident s condition all
over the countrv is evidenced not only bv
telegrams, but by much unpublished advice
that comes by mail and telegraph from every
section. Physicians throughout the country
write and telegraph about similar wounds
that have ome under their treatment, and
advise how the President should be dealt

th. Then there in much advice from sol
diers of the late war who have
seen all kinds of gun shot wounds and
know bow they were treated. They describe
particular cases that came under their
observation, and tell in what manner they
were treated to recovery; and lurther, there
are people who are neither physicians nor
have been soldiers, Lut who have remedies
for everything. This is the class that pours
in the most abundant advice, and say that it
the, President life is to be saved it is only
by adopting the method which they lecom
mend.

THE TALB0TT BOYS

Confess to Having .Murdered Their
Father, but if They Tell the Trulh,

' He Deserved It.

To Save Their Mother's Life the Fatal
Shot was Fired The Dying Man's

Last Words.

St. Loitis, July 5. The Republican
itlarysvilie I.Mo.) siiecial savs: Charles t
and Albert P. laluottthe two young men
sentenced to be hanged at this place on the
4 ill of June for the murder of their father,
lr. I. 11. lalbott, but who were respited by
Governor Crittenden until July 22d, made a
confession After recounting the cir-

cumstances of rr. Talbott's return
home from the fair at Marys-vin- e

and the subsequent visiting of
a patient on the night of the 18th of last
September, Charles, the youngest of the boys,
makes the following statement: I and Henry
Wyatt, the hired man, had retired to bed in
an upstairs room, shortly after we beard
mother crying for help, and we ran down and
eutered the room where they were. The sight
that 1 then beheld appalled me. Mother was
lying on the Uoor in front of the bed, and
father was kicking her. When Wvatt and I
entered the room father called for his re
volver. which was lving on the
bureau near ' by, but I grabbed
the sbotcua and shot him
in the back. Just after firing the shot my
brother, Albert, came in from the barn and
he assisted father to bed. lr. Talbott then
called us to the bed and told us the shot was
fatal, and that he must soon die; that he
wanted to torsive and be lorgiven. lie
briefly recounted the family troubles, and
told us that we must deny all. He wanted
the public to think that the National banks
and public corporations had hired an assassin
to kill him because of his denunciation of
them in some of his speeches. He urged us
to obey his instructions, and keep suspicion
on ot the family, this course we have pur
sued until death stared us in the face. He
nrged us to deny all, and stand upon our
denial, assuring us that it would carry us
through, and that, iu erder to wake
our defense sure, Re would make
his will, aud make us equal distribute
of his property, and make mother the exet
utrix of his will, rather was at times very
cruel to mother and to us children. He was
a man of desperate temper, with whom no
one could reason. I have withheld this state
ment, willing to undergo any punishment
rather than expose the faults of my father,
or let the world know that 1 killed
him to protect my mother. Suspicion soon
centered upon the family, and we were ar
rested upon the oath ot J. . .Brighton.
Much has been said, and the censure of the
public was terrible. Mitchell and Brighton
have falsified from the beginning. If 1 go to
my grave at the hands of the executioner, 1

shall die declaring th at both ol them coni
mitted penury. Mr. Wyatt is weak-minde-

and not responsible."
Albert the brother of Charles, corroborates

the above, and adds that after he had helped
place his father on the bed, the latter told
him to take the gun, run out doors and shoot
at anr one he could see about the place, ami
to slirt auy way. This the boy did. He
