A FAILURE.

The Republican Comference at Albany
Falled to Bhow s Majority.

Arpaxy, July 6.—A conference of Repub-
lican members of the Legislature was held
this evening in the Assembly Chamber. The
subject of the conference was the vacancies
in the United States Senate cansed by the
resignations of Conkling and Platt. The
l";lll or the conference contained the follow-
ing:

“We, the nndersigned Republicans, mem-
bers of the Legislature, do hereby agree that
when sixty-five or wore Republican mem-
bers of the Legislature have signed this
paper, we will attend a conference of such
signers, together with all other Repub-
lican wmwembers whe may join us, and
at  such conference proceed to  vote
vica voce for ecandidates to fill said
vacancies; and when two candidates shall
have each received fifty-four votes cast in
said conference (sixty-five or more voting),
we shall make said candidates so receiving
such a number of votes our candidates at
the pext and each succeeding meeting of
the joint assembly, until the said candidates
shall be elected; provided ome candidate
shall be from each of the prin-
cipal divisions of the Republican party.”

T'he call of the roll ahowed that there was
not the required number of members of the
Legislature present. Mr. Hamilton said, in
view of the fact that there were not sixty
members present, as provided for under the
terms of the call, he offered the following:

Wuzenreas, The vacancies in the represen-
tation of this State in the United States Sen-
ate, which, in view of the attempted murder
of the Presildent and the consequences which
may arise therefrom, render it the impers-
tive duty of the present Legislature to fill
the vacancy by the election of two Republi-
can Senators, and the people demand that
we shall  not adlouru nntil we
have  performed this  duty; and,
whereas, wuch differences of opinion
have existed among the Republican mem-
bers of the Legislature as have prevented an
election after Eﬂ.‘ weeks voting; and wherens,
we desire to discharge our duty, promote
harmony and subserve the best interesis of
the country, State and party; therefore,

Rewived, That we cordially invite all the
Republican members of the Legislature to
meet and participate with us in conference,
in order that an understanding honorable to
the party may be reached concerning the
candidates to be presented and supported in
the joint convention.

ved, That with the view of having all

the Republican members of the Legislature

resent for the purpose aforesaid, this con-

erence do adjourn to meet in the Assembly

Chamber Thursday, July 7th, at § p.m., and

that this preamble and resolutions be read in
the joint convention on Thuraday.
