WHIFPING CONVICTS,

Justices Williams and Alexander, of the
commitiee on rules and regulutions for the
government of the County Workhouse, made
areport as follows: “Any mutinous or dis-
orderly conduet or breach of discipline, and
apy neglect or refusal on the part of any
convict to earry out the Inwinl orders and di-
rections of the lessecs, superintendent or
guards, shall subject him to punishment.
