DISTRIBUTING ASSETS

Of Ibe Old City of Memphis Anions;
Creditor Pro Rata.

In the case of the State of Tennessee vs.

William E. Butler et al., a decree was en-

tered at the Chancery Court yeaterday on the
report of Minor Meriwether as Receiver and
Back-ta- x Collector, which was filed on the
11th instant, and showing the amount of
money in his hands ready for distribution.
The decree orders that the balance on hand
belongs to the Frank mandamus fund he paid
out to J. F. Frank on the surrender by him
of the proper amount of bonds or coupons,
for the payment of which the tax was ordered
levied. It was further ordered that the fund
derived from the tax levied to pay the sum
due T. E. Brown, being a net balance of
$3,779 10, be paid said T. E. Brown, and the
Court being of opinion that the fund derived
from the tax levied for the payment of cer-

tain creditors of the city of Memphis under
writs of mandamus, known as the Bundry
mandamus tax, ought to be distributed among
parties entitled thereto, the net balance of
said fund in the hands of saidJReceiver being
$38,810 34, and the aggregate amount of the
debt levied by the said tax being $307,79655,
and that 12i per cent, of the amount of said
debts is $36,956 65, leaving a surplus of the
fund on hand, ready for distribution, of
$1853 69. It is, therefore, ordered that 1 2
per cent, of his debt, as fixed, be paid to each
creditor by the Receiver, and that the bal-

ance of the said fund as above, $1878, be
retained by the Receiver until further orders
of distribution are made. It is further ordered
that the money now in the hands of the Re-

ceiver, derived from taxes and all taxes
which he shall hereafter collect, shall not be
paid into the hands of the Treasurer of State,
but shall beheld by said ReceiTerjsubject to
the order of the court. It is further ordered
that the money derived from rents of prop-
erty of the city, and that- - so received here-
after, shall be applied by said Receiver to
payment of reasonable repairs on that portion
oi exenange duiiuiuk ueiuugiug w iuc vibj.

The jury returned a verdict of
death from sunstroke.

NASH, THE "KID,"

Who was Arreated In Memphis, At-

tempted to Escape In Isaonri.

Not long since a young man, William
Nash, alias "The Kid," was arrested in this
city, while en route northward from Florida,
on the charge of murdering a man in Mis-

souri last vear. Nash was indicted at the
last term of the Circuit Court in Dunklin

FALSE ALARM.

Ofllrlal Statement of Board of Health
aa to Steamer Wood.

Last Sunday the steamer John A. Woods
landed near the mouth of Wolf river and put
off the remains of the second engineer, Thos.
Kunkle, who had died on the way up ol re-

mittent fever. His remains were shipped to
Pittsburg by rail on Sunday night Three
other men who were suffering from swamp
fever were put ashore, and they left by rail
for their respective homes on Sunday night.
This event caused some talk and commotion
in the upper portion of the city and various
people oecame alarmed. The steamboat
stopid at the Vicksburg quarantine station
and was allowed to proceed on her trip. She
also stopped at theMemphis station, at the
foot of President's Island, and the surgeon in
charge finding all right allowed her to pro-
ceed ou her voyage. The following official
communication will set at rest any alarm
which may have been created:

Ml phis, July 11, 1S81.

OFFICIAL.
The towboat John A. Woods, which ar-

rived at this port last evening, had four men
onjtmard sick with intermittent fever and one
convalescing from the same. One man died
on Saturday night. This man, Thomas Kun-
kle, had been sick between five and six weeks.
The history Of the case and examination of
the body point to remittent fever, without
proper treatment and care, as the cause of
death. There is absolutely nothing in the
case of this boat to warrant any suspicion of
contagious disease. If there had been any
doubt of the nature of the sickness on board
she would not have been allowed to pass the
station at Presidents Island. Her sanitary
history is known and a matter of record dur-
ing the entire trip. Notwithstanding our'
confidence in the vigil ance and competency
of the Inspectors below Vicksburg and at
Presidents Island, the undersigned verified
the certificate of inspection and its indorse-
ments by personally boarding and examin-
ing this boat and her people aa well as the
dead body, after she was moored to the coal
fleet above the city. Any statements or rep-
resentations conflicting with the above are
false, and their circulation is mischievous
if not malicious. ' o.

THE EXTREME HEAT

Prevailing; at the Xorth and West
Snnstrokea Painfully Prevalent.

Cincinnati, July 11. The hot weather
continues. Ihe signal Service record showed
the temperature to be two degrees higher at
9:30 o'clock than at the same time yesterday.
1 hermometers on the streets show 100 to
102 at 1 p.m. Twelve cases of sunstroke
were reported at noon. Light clouds are
appearing.

Columbus, July 11. The heat was intense
here Ihe mortality among aged
persons and infants is very large. Tlieqe
were several cases of sunstroke in the city,
one of which terminated fatally. There was
one latal case oi sunstroke in Newark and
two- - or three severe cases reported. The
weatner has Had a telling enect trpon busi-
ness.

Partial Suspension or Work at Cin-
cinnati.

Cincinnati, July 11. While the maxi-
mum point indicated by the thermometer to
day was 102.5, 'one degree less than Sunday,
the accumulated heat of the two previous to
to-d- and the consequent debilitation, has
made more numerous cases of sunstroke.
Over thirty cases have beeu reported, and
nearly two-thir- are fatal. Work was sus-
pended on the Government buildings and on
many private buildings. The thermometer
was vz at 10 o clock with very lit
tie indication of cooler weather.

Slightly Cooler in St. Louis.
St. Louis, July 11. The heat has not been

quite so intense y as it was yesterday,
but the thermometer shows only two or three
degrees lower temperature. The clouds
temper the fierce rays of the sun, however,
and there is a marked absence of the scorch-
ing sensation which prevailed yesterday. A
brisk shower fell about noon, and there was
considerable thunder. This cooled the at-
mosphere somewhat, but it afforded only a
temporary relief. About a dozen sunstrokes
occurred this morning, five of which were
fatal, and several were reported late last
night not previously mentioned.

According to the re-
ports made by the Signal Observer,
this has been the hottest dav in St Louis of
which any record exists. At 6 o'clock a.m

97; minimum, 79; maximum, 104. The
latter between 3 and 4 o'clock. Prof. Krib-be- n,

of Washington University, gives the
readings of a thermometer absolutely shield-
ed from reflected and radiated heat at 102.3,
and says that with the exception of
July 2i, 1860, when the mercury rose to
103, 5, at 2:30 p.m., this has been
the hottest day in thirty-si- x

years. The entire week has leen extremely
warm, and great discomfort has been expe-
rienced by everybody, while those living in
tenement-house- s and much exposed or spe-
cially confined buildings have suffered very
great distress. Business has also been con-
siderably interfered with. On Friday and
Saturday it was difficult to get laborers to
work on the levee, and the loading and dis-
charging of the cargoes of steamers was
much delayed. Teamsters were also obliged
to suspend work during the most of the after-
noon, and a great part of the hauling in the
business part of the city was done after sun-
down. Scores of horses have died from the
heat. Thirty-eigh- t cases of prostration by
heat have been reported since Friday, twenty-thre- e
