Story of Vinceiizo Rebello, Arrested in

New Orleans as Exposoto, the
Italian Brigand.

A Candid Recital from the
Prisoner of Leading Incidents

of His Life.

New York, July 14. Vincenzo Rebello,
arrested in New Orleans aud brought here
by private detectives, who allege that Rebel-
lo is the notorious Italian bandit Ksfioseto,
told his story to a reporter Kebello
said: "1 was born in M.issena, Sicily, in
1343. My parents own a small farm ou the
outskirts of the city. There I worked as a
farmer. I first heard of America
from letters of those who had gone there.
They often sent home money and presents.
This first suggested to my mind the idea of
emigration. I left Italy in 1870 and came
to New Orleans, where I went into the fruit
commission business in a small way. I used
to- - sell fruit to steamships, most . of
whic- h- I ; bought from . luggers along
the coast. I never owned a boat, though

took short trips in
search of a good stock. I tried to do right
by everybody, and among ray countrymen
had a good many friends. - That was my po-
sition, when one morning as I was standing
by my stand near Jackson Square, I was sud-
denly seized from behind by three men. I
was bound and burned into a carriage wait-
ing around the corner. My fruit and stand
were as 1 left them, and none ot my friends
heard of my capture. All day long I was
driven around, aud was not even t iken (e- -
fore the authorities. 1 had some money and
purses with me. These I was deprived of,
and I have not received them back again. I
knew no more until I was taken on board
the vessel. I never heard of the man I am
taken for, and I know there
are dozens of people in New Orleans who
could identify me beyond question. The
keeper of Ludlow street jail, in which Reb
ello is confined, says: "This is a case of mis
taken identity. 1 don't believe this man has
brains enough to plot or courage to execute
the crimes with which this Italian bandit is
charged. He is one of the most inoH'ensive
and timidly nervous men in jail at the pres
ent moment.
