Condition of the Wound.

When msked what he thought had
taken place in the interior of the body atthe
puint pierced by the bLullet, Dr. Reyburn
said: “We eannot tell with certainty,  The
wonnd may perhaps have henled already e
hind the bullet, causing it to be there im-
prisoned.  All we know ix that the loeal in-
Hammation which was apparent in the bepa-
tic region a week ago has almost entirely
disappearad, smd this is a [avorable indica-
tion. Furthermore, there must have been a
large effudion of blead in the interior of the
Luud_v after the bull entered, and this has all
bheen reabsorbed.  These facts, together with
the steady decline in the intensity of the fe-
ver, go to show that nature is carrying on
ber work of readjustment and repair in the
interior of the body as successfully a= in the
more superficial parts of the wound which
are acccesible lo oheervation.,

At une o'clock and five minntes
Sherift Waters, accompanied by his brother,
Dr. L. A, Waters, went to the jail and soon
reappeared, Brown walking with the Sherifl
and Meyers with the Doctor. The enlprits
ascended the gallows with a fizm step, and
when asked by the Sherifi' if they bhad any-
thing to say, Meyera said “Ne,” but Brown
stepped forward, and addressing the great

crowd presenl; smid: “Gentlemen — 1
hope to make my home in hesven,
by the grace of God. There i a fine

erowd here to-day, and I hape to meet you
all in heaven.” The black caps were then
put on, the ropex adjusted around their
necks, the trap sprung, and the doomed wen
dropped. Meyers's rope was o long, and
his feet Wouched the ground, but several of
the goards rushed (o the open trap,drew him
up o few inches and made the rope fast,
After hanging twenly minules the bodies
were eut down,  Fully 5000 people from all
parts of the snrrounding conntry were pres-
ent, and perfect quiet was preserved during
the execntion. Both of the wen asked
the Sheriff to hang them early in
the morning, giving as a reason therefor that
they olderved that several men were vending
lemonade and other refreshments nenr the
juil, and they did not wish speculation lo be
wade of their misfortune. They were highly
indignant at what they called “the barbecue
business. Brown and Meyers belonged o a
i:u'i' of five men, who, early lust
oy, .attempted to kill William
l{h{)l, bat in dning S0 shot
and wounded a man named Coleman and
killed an infant in Coleman’s arms. In an
attempt to arrest the gang for this act they
shot and killed Charles Laforge, one of the
Sherifl™s  posse.  They were then huanted
through New Madrid and Wayne counties,
several hundred ecitizens joining in the
chase, during which Sherifft Davis, of
Wayne county, and County Collector Hatton
were das usly wounded., A day or two
afterward James Hamilton, another of the
band,was killed and Meyers severely wounded
and captured by a party of citizens under
Captain Leeper, and the next day lrown was
arrested.

Van Buren special
count of the hanging so-day of Willis Reeves,
colored, for the murder of a negro boy on the
streets of Van Buren a few months ago: “The
town was crowded with a wvast throng of
spectators, made up of men, women and
children. At B o’clock the procession started
to the gallows, erected upon a high hill near
the cemetery. The doomed negro was about
twenly vears of ¢, clumsy, muscular, of a
dark wn  coler, a a  ma-
lignant countenance.

He waid on the gallows that
he was no religious negro, but was not afraid
to die. Before the hanging he sang a song,
which was not as usual & hymn, but about
his girl. The preliminaries being over, the
Sherifl advanced and tied a rope arcund his
body and arms, This sroused him like a
tiger. “In his desperation he burst the knot,
and a vigorous struggle began, and men were
bumped around in wild disorder, The
Sheriff dropped through the trap upon
the eve of jumping from the gal-
lows, The eriminal was caught just in time
to keep him from ~ plunging upon
the resisting bayonets of the gunrds beneath.
He was secured and the noose placed aronnd
his neck, the trigger was  touched and down
lie dropped, but not to his dooi.. By horri-
ble carelessness the rope was too long. The
toex of the uniortunste man struck the
ground and he rebounded to dangle until
drawn up again through the trap, The noose
waus released, and reeling, trembling, bruised
and weak he gasped his reproaches for the
cruclty that was perpetrated upon him.
