The men
boarded the train, which leaves this city at
6:30 p.m., at Cameron. At Winslow, where
the train atopied, they stood up in the aisle
of the car with drawn revolvers. One of the
bandits, a man with heavy black whiskers,
advanced with a revolver in each hand to-

ward Wm. Westfall, the conductor, and or
dered him to hold up his hands. The con-

ductor was sluw in complying with the de
mand and was shot through the heart by the
desperado, t hie of the other men then shot
John MeCulloiigh, a stonecutter, of
Avilton Junction, Iowa, who turned
outward on his seat, through the
head. The men then went through
the train to the express car, and overpow
ered the United States Express messenger,
Charles Murray, of this city, who was intim
idated into oiiening the sate, lrom which
$5000 was taken. The desperadoes then
went to the engine and told the engineer to
start his train. This he could not do on ac-
count of the automatic brake, and he was at
once ii Utilized as a target by the robbers.
The engineer put out the lights in the cab
and crawled along the foot-boar- d to the pi-

lot, extinguished the headlight, and lay down
ou the pilot. The rohliers mode no search
for him, hut departed. jSo attempt waH
made to rob the passengers. The populace
about Winslow rose up m mouse, and
armed men are now industriously seeking
the desjierado'

Additional Particulars.
St. Louis. Julv 16. A siicial to the Din- -

patch from Kansas City gives a few additional
particulars o! the train roouery near wins-
low last nielli: Two of the robbers got on
the front end of the baggage-ea- r next to the
engine, three more in the smoker and two on
the platlorm between the Daggoge-ca- r ana the
smoker. There were seveu in all. Con
ductor Westfall had passed nearly through
the smoking-ca- r when he was shot, one ball
passing clear through his body. He staggered
out on the platform of the car and fell off
into a ditch. 1 nomas jvicciennan, or JUcuul- -
lough, the Btonecutter who was shot through
the head, also fell off the cor and was found
by the side ot the dead conductor. When
the robbers entered the express-ca- r Charles
Murray, the messenger, was looking over
some ot his papers, aud Frank Stamper, the
baggageman, was silting on a chair near uie
open door. I kith men were immediately
covered with four revolvers, and when Mur
ray objected to bauditig over the keys
of the safe he was knocked down. It is
thought that about $15,000 was in the safe,
but the exact amount is not known, the
I Tnitedl States Express company handle all
express matter on the Rock Island road, and
the train went out last mgnt wiin wnat came
in from the Atchison short run, and also
from Kansas City and points east as far as
Harlem. After rilling the safe the robbers
jumped from the train and escaped. The
tram went on to the next siae-lrac- wnere it
waited for the west bound passenger train,
which took Westfall's body to Cameron. The
sheriff was notified of the robbery as soon as
possible, and he immediately started in pur-
suit with a posse of about sixty men, but at
this writing nothing has been received that
he has overtaken the robbers, ureat excite-
ment prevails in the neighborhood aBd the
wnoie community is iiiiicu sKimteu over uie
event. J. K. J rat, Express agent at Kan-
sas City, said this morning that not much
money went lrom Kansas ny, but the im-
pression seems to lie that the robbers secured
several thousand dollars.

Still Anolber Account.
Ciiicaoo, July 16. President Riddle, of

the Rock Island railroad, has received the
following dispatch from Davenport, Iowa,
about the train robbery: "After the train
had left Winslow Station, it was boarded by
twelve armed men. One party ot the rob'
bers took control of the engine while another
gang went into the smoking-3a- r and coin- -

Jiletely overwhelmed the passengers and
Westfall met them at the front

end of the train, when one (if the robbers
tired a shot which wounded him iu the arm.
He immediately ran to the rear of the car,
followed bv two of the men. Two shots were
tired at him in quick succession, and he drop
ped dead on the rear platform. Several of
the desperadoes entered the baggage-ca- r hold
ing revolvers al the head ot tue express
agent, Murray, and commanded him to open
the safe, which Murray did, and the robbers
obtained between SJ000 and S3000. The
train ran along ahead about three miles under
direction of the gnug, when it slowed up ami
they departed. The leport as to shooting of.
passengers is not coniirmeu, anu is not creuiieu
at headquarters. The Superintendent of the
Kock road has oflered a reward of

for the apprehension of the robbers."
The generally accepted theory out on the
road is that the robliers were professionals.
Oue of the tallest was seen in Cameron all
day yesterday, and could be identified by
several people. The uicu who have beeu
searching for the robbers y found where
they had their horses tied in the woods, and
say that in their hurry to gel away they did
not untie them, but cut the nailers ami leu
them hanging to the tree.

The men sent to the
express car succeeded in knocking the mes
senger down ana securing me Keys; wiin
these they opened tbe sale and secured an tne
monev and valuables wnicn it coniaineu
The messenger was knocked down 1m- -
caune there was not enough money in
the safe to satisfy the robbers. Iliey
threatened to kill him, but soared
his life when he told them that
there was no money in his possession. Be-

THE VATICAN.
Rome, July 16. Cardinal Jacobin!, Papal

how deeply pained he was at the insult
offered the body of Pope Pius IX; that
henceforth lie must consider himself more
than ever a prisoner in the Vatican, and as
prevented from attending religious services
in any of the Basilicas of Rome. At the
same time, Cardinal Jacobiniread a draft of
a circular to the Papal nuncios abroad, with
instructions to leave a copy in the hands of
the respective Ministers of Foreign Affairs.
A correspondent says that the part of the
Pope's messige relating to religious services
in the JJasilicas connrnis wnat nas been con-
fidently asserted in high clerical circles
that had the removal ot the body of Pope
Pius IX b?en ellected peaceably, the Pope
would have found an early occasion for
passing the doors of the Vatican.

Six men have been fined and Imprisoned
for disturbing the funeral procession of Pope
Pius IX on Tliurs lay last. T here was great
disorder at the trial of the prisoners, and the
court was cleared twice. 1 he sentences were
received with a storm of shouts and hisses.

We grant that
free trade has done much to benefit the coun
try, but doubt whether it has not been pressed
too far; whether it has not become impera-
tive that some sort of retaliatory duties shall
be made in order to show that the advantages
we otter to foreign mates should be met by
equivalent concessions on their part."

lheUtmessavs the ngures most promi
nently relied ou in the (Juarterlu Review arti
cle are altogether erroneous. The Reriew, it
says, overstates the excess of imiiorts by

63,000,000, and it points out the luilacy re-

garding the excess of imiiorts as a sign of
weakness, r.ven with an excess ot imports
amounting to 124,000,000, England is doing
no more than getting an income on her in
vestment. When the excess diminishes it is
a eign that she is again investing more largely
abroad.

The EamomiM this week says: "The un
liquidated balance due the United States is
nearly sixteen and one-ha- lf millions greater
than a year ago, or, rather, the apparent bal-

ance, as there are no means of knowing to
what extent the payment may have been
made in securities. To all appearance, how
ever, the power of the United States to take
gold lrom Europe is much greater than it
was a year ago. The need for gold, however,
now that the currency is firmly established
on a gold basis, is lees, and it appears prob
able that the payment tor a large portion ol
her trade must be taken in goods.
