The steam whaler Dora, recently arrived
at San Francisco from Sitka. reimrU sneak
ing the whaler Atlanta, of New Bedford, off
tne Aleutian islands six months out and all
well.

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Inspection Service at the Yicksbnrg
Quarantine Station Suspended by tlie

National Board of Health.

Increased Vigilance Demanded of the
Officer in Charge of the Memphis

Station What Yickslinrg Says.

Vicksburg Commercial, 2id. "

Thc inspection station just below this city
has been suspended by order of the National
llosrd of Health. The very inefficient and
unsatisfactory manner in which it baa been
of late conducted the Commercial has had oc-

casion, from time to time, to point out and
condemn, in the hope of obtaining, if possi-
ble, a more effective service, and especially
at a time so critical and fraught with such
great danger1 not only to Vicksbnrg but to
the whole Mississippi Valley. The object of
the establishment of the National Board of
Health was to avoid a conflict of State action
and to bring about a unity of purpose in the
matter of quarantine esecially. All con-

siderations of State rights were sunk in the
laramotint object of preserving the public
iealth To keep contagious and death-dealin- g

diseases out of the whole country was
the question, and the Nation-
al Quarantine service was empowered to
institute measures and means to that
end. A rigid quarantine was promised as
the means, and acquiesced in by all the cities
and sections likely to be effected in their
trade relations by such a policy, even to a
willingness to abide an absolute suspension
of all intercourse for the time being, if se-

curity and protection could be thus attained.
It was a universal feeling that the great
cities of the Mississippi Valley, with their
millions of lives, could not be subjected and
exposed to the ravages of yellow-feve- r or any
other fatal disease of foreign origin for the
sake of the insignificant banana trade of New
Orleans, or any other seaport city. To
abandon this great valley, teeming with
wealth and increasing population u- moo
thefurther encroachment of epidemic

was the question. A strict, inviolable
quarantine was supposed to be the only
method, and consequently the National
Quarantine Bureau was fully em-

powered by Congress to establish
and maintain inspection stations
at all points where it was deemed the public
safety demanded their establishment. Since
it is now believed by the most eminent phy-
sicians in New Orleans and throughout the
country that yellow-fev- er has become indi-
genous to that city and likelv to occur at any
time in the heated season, tlie establishment
of quarantine stations all along the river at
this time of the year is of absolute necessity.
The one at this point is probably of greater
importance than almost any other, from the
fact that infected persons boarding steamers
at New Orleans would have clearly defined
symptoms of the contagion by the time the
boat reached this point. Here especially,
then, tlie very strictest examination should
lie made of all boats passing up the river.
To this end the Commercial has pointed out
the vital importance of effective and compe-
tent service here; that this point wag of too
much imjiortance to be placed in the hands
of either an inexjierieuced or incompetent
man. That such has been the case we have
the authority of our local board for saying.
But now at a time most critical, when dan-
ger to the whole may be immi-
nent, this important station has been sus-

pended by the order of Dr. Keilley, of the
National" Quarantine service. If the fever
should again get a footing here or in Mem-

phis, nothing bhort of the fiat oX the Al-

mighty could prevent its spread again
throiiol ' j. And in view of the
extraordinary heat at present prevailing in
St. Louis, Cincinnati, Louisville, and other
western cities, they especially would be liable
to all the horrors of the death and suffering
that inevitably follow iu its train. The ac-
tion of Dr. Keilly is an outrage, unwar-
ranted and arbitrary in the extreme. If his
action is only in obedience to the orders of
the National Board of Health, then that
IhsIv has assumed functions not contemplated
by the law of Congress creating it. It is but
reasonable to suppose, however, tiiat if Dr.
Beilly has received such an order it is of his
own inspiration, and was issued at his sug-
gestion for the gratification of a 'etty per-
sonal spile he has conceived against Yieks-bur- g,

because his late appointee at this
place has lieen deemed unlit by oiir local
physicians properly and satisfactorily to fill
the very important and responsible position
assigned him. It is impossible to escape
such a conviction with the present lights be-

fore us, and if such is the case, the only
proper course the National Board can pur-
sue is to remove Dr. l!ci I ly, rescind the order
of suspension, and at once place a thoroughly
competent and qualified man in charge.
