The relative situations of the
two are gravely modified, and the
guarantees of the State are gone, for the in
stitution has lost it permanency. An acci
dent, a quarrel, a whim, an adulterous pas
sion may dissolve the relation altogether
uurupung iamny ties, promoting bad blood
and leaving a stigma on innocent children.
.How is all this wrong to be righted? for
that it must be righted every good man and
every true woman feels. To bring about
uniformity in the divorce laws some of those
who have treated on the subject prope.e
a conference of the Governors of States, where
a uniform system shall be agreed upon
which each Governor shall lay before his
Legislature. This is the most obvious, and
perhaps the only way in which the question
can be met, and yet how impossible of ac-

complishment does such a scheme appear.
A recent speaker upon this subject remarked
that "it it very difficult to drive much wisdom
into the head of the average legislator;" what
must we do, then, with a number of bodies
composed of many legislators, a great portion
of whom are far below the average. The
difficulty is increased by the fact that in
every State there are packs of ravening
wolves who feast and fatten on divorce cases

lawyers who degrade the bar and disgrace
manhood. Despairing of a remedy in this
direction, some of those who wish to clear the
country of a stain that is blackening its fair
fame, propose an amendment to the Consti
tution, thus putting the whole matter into
the hands of the National Government, as
follows: "Article 16. Congress shall have
power to regulate the institution of mar-
riage and prescribe the conditions of divorce
throughout the tinted States." The diffi-

culties that lie in this way of proceeding are
obvious and great; but, "where there is a will
there U a way," and when the moral and con-
scientious portion of citiiens will that this
shameful state of things shall cease, it will
lo so. In the meantime it is suggested
that associations should be formed to hring
this question prominently forward for settle-
ment; to arouse the people to the formidable
nature of the evil, and to organize effort for
its eradication. This evil, like so many
other, is the effect of a low tone of public
morals, and that can be raised higher only
by the influence of religious sect ism, with
all its spasmodic effects, is powerless for the
Kreat work of the moral regeneration of
vitiated society.

The shorter staple American

varieties are stronger than the long staple,

and sea island is the weakest of all. lne
Indian cotton is wider in the fiber than the

American; this gives strength, but is less fa-

vorable for spinning, as it does not take the

twist as readily as American of the same

length, but it is' better adapted for mixing

with wool. In luster and color the American
article has the advantage, but in some re-

spects Indiau cottoa compares more favora

bly than is generally supposed. Its princi-

pal inferiority lies in being more leafy, and

it is worse ginned and prepared fur

market. The American plant has larger
bolls, opens more readily, and is easier to
gather, in a cleanly condition. The capsules

of the American cotton are five lobed; the In
dian is only three lobed, often fails to opt n,

and then has to be separated after picking,

lhe Indian plant has smaller and more fria
ble leaves, which causes inferiority in the
grade of cotton by mixing with it. 1 he man

agers of the New York Cotton Exchange
have recently adopted a new rule which ren-

ders a good deal of cotton deliverable that
has hitherto been liable to rejection; more

care of planters with the gin-tag- s will facili

tate arrangements for cotton delivery that
will be for their benefit as well as that of the

They will induce emigrants to settle along
their roads, inaugurate the opening ot mines,
establish factories and furnaces. 1 he Ixiuis
ville and Nashville company has added thou
sands of dollars annually to its freights by
the building of furnaces along its lines, and
the Richmond and Danville company has
brought hundredsof immigrants into Georgia
and the Carolina by its efhcient immigra
tion bureau. New properities will be opened
and new opportunities onered by new lines,
So much then briefly for the tremendous
investments in railroad properties, and
the results that must come through them.

ENTERPRISES OP ANOTHER CHARACTER.

It must not be considered that this is the
onlv channel through which Eastern aud
foreign capital is pouring in the South, and
seeking Southern investment, on the con
trary, there are other enterprises of another
character that attract capital in large enough
amounts to deserve special mention, and that
ndicates smaller investments ot great aggre

gate, though little separate importance, ror
convenience sake these may be divided into
the following:

First Cotton manufacturing investment.
In the past twelve months $1,000,000 of
Eastern subscribers in two cotton factories at
Augusta the Enterprise and the Sibley
with $1,500,000 capital respectively of
which but one-thir- d was taken South. A
new mill, the King, with $1,000,000, of
which $250,000 is taken at Augusta, has
been organized, and the $750,000 is being
raised rapidly in New York. At Atlant a
cotton-mil- l is being built by two firms one
of Cincinnati and one of Atlanta which
tuke the entire stock. It is a'most impossi
ble to find any city in the South
in which there is not a new factory building
or organizing, the usual plan being that to
( ,il subscriptions are made tor one-thir- d ot
ihe capital and the balance easily raised at
the North. Without exception the factories
are prosperous, and where one is built it is
an argument for others.

Second lhe general enterprises oi devel
opment. Mr. John IL Inman, of Iniuan, Swan
& Co., of New York, went to Nashville last
week to see whether or not it would be sate
to buy two hundred thousand dollars worth
of bonds about to be put upon the market by
the Sewanee Iron Furnace company. After
investigating the property he bought out the
company organized by telegraph, and headed

000, and it will cost $1,000,000 to develop as
the company proposes, ihe capital subscribed
is 3.000,000. This is a sample ot the op-

Krtunities offered, and there are a hundred
like it awaiting capital for investment. Mr.
J. C. Warner has just sold for $255,000 cash
a half interest in Rising lawn furnace,
which cost him two years ago $05,000, which
amount he has more than drawn out in divi
dends since he invested it. The Bethlehem
Steel AVorks company, of Pennsylvania, is

lO Invest ?rOO,000 nt J2irminhAau,
Alabama, and the Tylers, of New York, have
put over $1,000,000 at Anniston, Alabama,
their latest investment being a cotton mill
built entirely with their own capital. These
are but examples picked at random to show
the drift of capital. The building cf the
Georgia Pacific will open up the most impor-
tant coal and iron beds extant, variety and
richness considered, that can be found on the
American continent, and will inaugurate an
era of development in the branches of indus-
try dependent on these minerals the like of
which has not been seen in the South.

Third. Capital for farmers. There is but
one thing that has stood between the South-
ern farmer and unexampled prosperity, and
that is the lack of capital with which to op-
erate. Taking nold of the farms at the close
of the war, stripped and devastated, impov-
erished and without labor and implements,
forced to build and buy everything, they
have felt the need of credit. After the dis-

asters of the plantation era succeeding the
war, it has been impossible to use rural
lands as a basis of credit. The only credit
the Southern farmer has had with which to
buy fertilizers, supplies, etc., has been the
right to run an account vith a commission
merchant to whom he would mortgage the
land or crops. He could get no money ad-

vances, but simply supplies sold at time
prices. Capital to lend on farm lands is
just beginning to come South. A firm rep-
resenting $3,000,000, most of which fur-

nished by the Corbin Banking company, of
Xew York, and the Anglo-America- n

Mortgage company, limited, ot London, has
opened an office in Atlanta and advertises
that it will lend money on farms at seven
per cent, per annum. The demand for money
is pressing, and as much as $100,000 has
been loaned in a month. This firm, which
formerly operated in the West, will be fol-

lowed by others. In New Orleans an Eng-
lish company with unlimited capital loaned
$t00,000 at a low rate of interest on Missis-
sippi cotton lands last year. A Boston com-
pany, to operate in the same field, is being
organized now, with Mr. F. C. Morehead,
President of the Mississippi Valley Planters
Association, as manager. There is no doubt
that millions of dollars of Northern capital
will b,e loaned in the next year on Southern
farms, and the relief will lie great and im-
mediate.

It will be seen from the above that capital
is coming into the South in as large sums
and ns rapidly as it can be invested. This is
all the South has needed, and the progress of
this section in the next few year- - v. ill he an
astonishment to those who have li t studied
the subject close. To show to what extent
there has been suspicion of everything South-
ern and how high the margin of profit is,
General ligan, of Richmond, says that three
years ago lie exhausted every effort to get
capitalists ir New York to invest $500,000 in
bonds of a Virginia railroad that could be
bought at $15 and have sold at $150.

Dr. Turner tind His Statements Regard- -

lute YcHw-Feve- r.

Little Rock Gazette.
The members of the National Board of

Health do not apprehend a visit from yel
low-fev- this year. Tiie only tropical point
where the disease is active is Havana, where
the deaths reach thirtT or forty each week,
This proves that the fever is not epidemic,
but at the same time iirnishes evidence ot
ihe activity of the much discussed aad little
understood eerm. Of the fever in JIuvan
Dr Turner, .Stcretarr of the Board of Health,
say6:

The yellow-feve- r is very bad in Havana. I await
the teleirrams each day wiih a eood deal of anx
iety. 1 thouirht last year we were all right, as we .
passed theuihot July, bnton tiieiith the dispatch
cuiue aunouueing its appearance. '

A man in Pr. Turner's position ought to
know that the weekly mortality in Havana
is not exoacaive for midsummer, and that
July 9th is not late for its aptiearance in
Cuba. The fever often rages in Havana
much earlier than that date. It has pre-
vailed in New Orleans as early as June. In
1873 the first case was discovered in that city
July 4th. It was carried then on thetowboat
J5ee to Memphis, where, as investigation af-

terward proved, there were deaths from yello-

w-fever the last twelve days in August,
though its presence was not officially known
and announced until September 13th. In
1S78 the first death announced in Memphis
from yellow-feve- r occurred on August 13th,
though several deaths a few days before were
afterward declared to have been from that
disease. Then began the epidemic, which
spared no portion of the city or suburbs.
The first death from yellow-feve- r

in 1S71) occurred on the 9th of July.
Tiie forerunners of a yellow-fev- er epi-
demic are malarial diseases of unusually ma-
lignant types. These prevail to a great ex-
tent in epidemic years, and their successful
treatment is quite difficult. Happily both
Xew Orleans aud Memphis are moie than
iimally free from this class of diseae,only the
oidinary summer ailments prevailing. The
fact appears in the weekly mortuary reports,
and it presents a much more hopeful out-
look than Dr. Turner's dates. The latter are
utterly without siguificance, and reveal an
inexcusable ignorance of the period included
in the danger line.
