The telegrams yesterday showed no essen-
tial change in the markets, but buxiness was
generally quiet ; with some weakness and
dullness, but without changed figures. In
our market there was tbe usuil search for
nice white cottons without their discovery,
and only a light business was done at former
quotations. The New York Bulletin reported :
"In futures there has been a pretty good
business doing, with quite a little excitement
on the market and ,the turn decidedly up-
ward, August again taking the lead in the
advancing tendency andhowing the greatest
animation. ' Liverpool was closed .
owing to the bank holiday, but as it has been
on the upward turn of late, there - seemed to
be an impression that it was well to keep
matters buoyant here as a discount to a fur-
ther advance abroad upon the resumption of
business next week, and as New
Orleons shows even higher figures
than onr own- - speculators on the
'bull' side had assistance from the mar-
kets to which they have of late looked for
inspiration. Alere bidding prices up, how-iVe- r,

was not the sole stimulus, as a goodly
percentage ol the shorts developed evident
alarm, and covering has been free fur next
month, and extended to a considerable de
gree into the later options. It is said that
the firmness has proven greater than antici-
pated on some of the fall and early winter
options, and led a few of the trade to cover
somewhat precipitately in order to tree them-
selves, from growing complications. Alto
gether, matters arc feverish and perplexing,
with advantages, however, retained by opera
tors lor a rise. .
