THERE'S MUSIC IN THE AIR.

By the light ot the magic lantern the
paintings of beauntiful cities are suddenly
dimolved into crumbling walls, roofless raf-
ters and dismantled towers, In the panorama
ma of Southern life we have before us this
dissolving view; but the scene is changed.
For the past sixteen years the Southern peo-
ple have gazed upon desolated homes, charred
chimners, decaying towne, and all the indi-
cations of poverty and indolence. But all
of a sndden this gloomy picture has been
dimolved into a benutiful landscape. in
wmen @ wighty and iocomparable re
sources of the Sonth nre painted in the most
gaudy colors, Lessthsn a vear ago the
South wns represented ns the abode of cut-
throats, assnssins and murderers: but the
ncene has been changing. The following
article from the Philadelphin Enquirer may
be taken as a sample of the general tone of
Northern sentiment:

The South is reaping an excepliooally
large share of the benefits conferred upon the
entire Union by the revival of prosperity.
Mauny of the barriers which formeriy existed
to the development of her resources have
been removed, and her agricultoral, mining,
munufacturing, comumercial and railway in-
lerests are now in a much more prosperous
and hopeful condition than st sny former
wriod. Great advance steps have been made
during the last few years in connection with
all matters affecting her industrinl and finan-
vial weliare, and oumerous detsils relating
to this subject, which are described in the
columps of our Southern colemporaries orin
letters from Southern cities that are pub-
lished in Northern jmtrnnln, are well ealeu-
Inted to excite surprise and satisfaction, It
i= evident that on the ruins of the blighted
old slave system a pew South is now risiog
which® evary year becomes ussimilated, w0 a
greater and greater degree, with the sections
which were lormerly more progressive. The
most solid portion of the }uuml-li-un ol the
mdvanee movement that has wssumed such
encouraging proportions s based on
the extrsordinary productivencas ol
Bouthern  agricalture, which fnirly com-
menoed  after the freedmen and  their
[ormer masters finally devised methods for
conductibg their aflairs on o free laber ayg-
wm. The modern crops of cormn and ontton
wWira never l:iln:llni in the best of the pro-
slavery years. Many of the sugar plamia-
tions have also been very profitable nuder
new methods of management. After the
ingenuity of the workmen of the Sowh was
incited by the hope of reward, various arls
and industries which had formerly been neg-
leoted received an inereased degrea of st-
tention, und additional vigor was infused
into all the established pursuite. Next in
order cume a demand for improved railway
facilities, The disjointed old lines were cog-
bined into extensive and cffective systems
analogous in character to those which have
quickened social and commercial intercoumse

whole country, even ourselves, The North-
ern people are convinced ss to our future,
and Northern capital is rapidly unlocking
onr rich resources, The Augusta Comatifu-
tionatiat truthfully say=: “What the South
had to endure for fifteen years after the war
would bankrupt even the masculine English
tongue to sdequately portray. What the
South has dooe, despite this awfal environ-
ment, to right hersell and get upon her feet
again, can only be described ss phenomenal,
The work of the past has been aterrible or-
deal, but it has not been in vain. The ma-
jority of our people have demonstrated their
capacity to conquer the most adverse for-
tune, and they have also proved themselves
worthy of inheriting s land that is just be-
ginning to be appreciated abroad = it
should be.';

SUNDAY RAILROAD TRAINS.

The recent discussion between the ArPPEAL
and a Mississippi correspondent, in regard to
Sunday railroad trains will give some im-
portance o s few late decisions on this
question. The New York Tribune says that
vy case in the Criminal Court of Indianapo-
lis presented the question under the Biate
law forbidding the pruccutionon Sunday of
common labor or usual vocations, excepl
works of charity or necessity. The agent
eogaged in selling tickets for excursion traios
run on Sunday was prosecuted, the argument
being that such sales were n continusnce of
the usual vocation and were not a work of
pecessity. Now there was, in 1879, a decis-
jon of the State Supreme Court which at-
tracted some sattention at the time, ruling
that the clerk of a hotel who supplied guests
wich cigars from the hotel cigar stand was
not gnilty of Sabbath-breaking. The Su-
preme Court said that ‘ necessity ' in the Sun-
day laws is not used in an sbsolute sense, but
velatively to the pursuits, manuers and cus-
toms of the people. Such enterprises
2s miling whips, ruoning steamboats
and railroad trains, carrying the mails,
operating telegraph lines, keep-
ing up waterworks and gasworks,
are not prohibited on Sunday, nor are large
manufactories, glass furnaces, oil wells and
other establishments depending upon ma-
chinerv or processes which cannot be stopped
without wsericus inconvenience or loss, re-
quired to suspend operations. To keep n
hotel in operation on Sunday is not unlawful,
and if it may be kept open it may be con-
ducted substantially in the same way as on
a week day. As n consequence, a hotel
which keeps a cigar stand as & part of its
establishment, for supplying cigars to its
boarders and guests on week days, may sup-
ply the same want in the same general way
on Sunday without breaking the law, on the
same principle that it may furnish meals.
The Judge of the Criminal Court, in de-
ciding the excursion train question, seemss
from the brief report given in the Indianap-
olis News, to have forborne expressing an in-
dependent opinion, and to have ruled the
case inobedience to the hotel cage. He said
that as railroad companies are not forbidden
in Indiana to carry on their general business
on Sunday, and as excursion traios on that
within the sound discretion of
the !directors, are not unlawiul,J it cannot
be an offense for an individusl employe
to eell tickets, An excursion ticket
may not be an absolute necessity of life,
bat that is not the point. Selling ex-
cursion tickets is & necessary adjunct to the
business of rununing the train, and if the bus-
iness as a whole is lawful the necessary inci-
dent is not criminal. The other decision,
rendered in Lovisville, presented the ques
tion under Federal law. The trains sought
to be stopped by the suit were through trains
carrying the United Btates mails, and the
Judge held that it is beyond the power of a
State Legislature to pass laws interfering
with railrosd communication among the
States, or with the carriage of the mails
The power to regulate commerce among the
States—and railrond communication is a
branch of commerce-—and the power to di-

awaln.

" THE COTTON CROP.

What an Intelligent Correspondent of
Bradstreet’s Has to Say of the
Prospecis in the Belt.

The Yield will Probably Equal, But is
Not Likely to Exceed, That of
Last Season.

Bradsireet’s has an article understood to be
from the pen of A, B. Shepperson, Esq., an
able and acute stastitician, from which we

lean the followingjgathered up to July 20th,
rom 700 reports from the cotton districts:
The weather has been fine but too dry for the
uiplands where the plant is, in consequence,
small and unpromising, especially in South
Carolina and Texns; in the river bottoms the
plant i« in fine condition, The reports indi-
cate atotal for the United States of 21 bet-
ter per cent, than lnst year, 22 an equal per
cent,, amd 47 a worse per celt.; these figures
nre based on the average planted; on bottom
lands the yield will probably be better than
the figures indicate. The crop generally is
now in a eritical condition, and the plant
needs quiet, slow raine. With favorable
weather hereafter the crop will probably
equal that of last year, but no sufficient rea-
#on now exists for expecting a larger crop.
North Caroline and Virginda report favorably
at 53 points, and too dry at 34, The weather
has been more favorable than lnst year at
at 26 points, less so at 38, at the rest equally
good. The plant healthy, irniting and bloom-
ing well according to 71 rr)lmrls, 14 report

or; » small plant and shedding on the up-
ands from dry weather.

A CLOUD-BURST
Which Totally Wreeked Two or Three
Mining Towns,

Ciicaco, August .- A Central City spe-

woon, At 2:30 a heavy storm-clo ap-
peared, accompanied by almost incessant
thunder and lightning. Abgut 4 o'clock the
citizens were startled by a most unearthly
roar to the westward, and almaost ‘!h-!,ltll[‘\‘ a
volume of water between four and five feet
in depl!l came rushing down Nevada and
Eureka streets, taking evervthing by sor-
prise. Hl':n'}' quartz teams standing in the
atreeta were overturned and carried down
strenm like feathers, Rocks weighing 500 or
600 pounds were rolled along the streeta like
pebbles.  Animals and evervthing in the
track of the flood were swept away. Inan
ineredibly short time the stredts were cleared
of I.-.:ln]r_ every ln-\]_\' secking shelter -illflhg
the flood. Large mnsses of debris were car-
ried through the streets at a rate of
q-w\l of abont fifteen miles per hour, The
whole length of the gulches from Nevadaville
on one side to the head of Eureka on the
other, presents to-night the most desolate
LN imngiu.‘sf-]e. The 'n-adla_r.l Are on-
tirely destroved, in many places the ruts
being five and wix feet deep, and extending
for hundreds of yards. The entire length,

AZTECS AND PUEBLOS.

The Bedouins of Ameriea — Bome of
Their Feculiarities.

New York Tribuna,

The Puebio, or town-building, Indians
were the skirmish line of the Aztec nation
when the Mexican empire was in the hight
of its greatness. The Aztecs were restleas,
aggressive, greedy of power, and insatiate in
their lust for domimion, To rove and to
conquer was the national pastime. The
green banner of Anshuac floated defiantly in
the tropic airs of the remotest provinces on
the liurf of Mexico, and dsuntless warriors
upheld their colors in pristine splendor along
the extreme coasts of Honduyras and Nicars-
gua. They formed the unshackled, sovereign
pation, possessing the highest civilization in
North America, speaking s language by far
the most finished and elegant of the native
tongues, =aid to be of exceeding richness.
The Pueblos, whom we believe to be a rough
offshoot of that stock, degraded descendants
of haughty princes, are yet a self-sustaining
people, indepeendent of the Government, the
only aborigines among us not & curse to the
soil. In some old time whereof history is
silent and about which there are no tradi-
tions, nor even the airy hand of a misty
legend to beckon us back and point the way,
the half-civilized tribes of Mexico must have
sought fresh fields for conquest and occupa-
tion., They probsbly marched in detached
clans, speaking differentdialects, but more or
less united under one central government,
and with the arts and meaos of instruction
brought from Anahuac they set forth to col-
onize outlying countries to the north. A
glance at the map shows one route by which
they could advance. West of the Sierra
Madre and up the Gila and ita tributaries
toward the great canon of the Colorado col-
onies were planted along the river banks, and
possibly the great emigrant fraternized with
the native. Captain Fernando Alarcon dis-
covered the Rio Colorado in 1540, and
passed various tribes without being able to
eommunicate with them, exeept by signs, un-
til he reached a people who understood the
language of an Indian whom he had brought
from Mexico. From this tribe he learned
of a similar people far to the eastward,
who lived in great houses built of
stone, From Mexico the Bouthernerabrought
the art of building with adobe, and with
stopes laid in mud mortar, which alone dis-
tinguishes them from the tribes dwelling in
wigwams, shifting tents and lodges of buffalo
skins and bonghs. There was a system of
communication between their fortified 1owns,
worn footpaths betraying s constant coming
and going, and deep’ trails furrowed by the
tread of busy feet through centuries, The
ancient builders invariably chose command-
ing positions overlooking their cultivated
fields for their pueblos, and sdded story after
story to the houses, usually terraced from
without, where a few defenders could defy
almost aoy number of assailanta with savage
arme, Apaches were treated as barbarian
hordes. '}'lufm is no mention of these Be-
donins until a century siter Coronado’s day,
from which fact we may infer that they were
kept at bay.

He bad in his
fanatical frency worked himself up to s pitch
where he felt it his duty to remove the Fn-i—
dent in order to make room for one who, in
his opinion, would be more just to all parties,
He thought that when the change was made
the people would come to look at the matter
in the same light, and that he would be re-
garded as a public benefuctor. The officials
at the jail state thut Guiteau is a very tracta-

not founded on fact. His diet has been the
subject of considerable newspaper comment.
When bhe was first taken to the jail he suf-
fered a little with a derangement of the
bowels, and at the = ion of the jail
physician, Dr. Young, E was given tea
instend [@iof  coffee.  Coffee  sweetened
with molssses is served to the priseners as &
rule, the molasses being administared us a
laxative, na the prisoners get little exercise.
In Guitesu’s case coffes was omitted from
the bill of fare for & while, but now he fre-
quently asks for coffee and geta it. He
evinces considerable interest in his diet, but
pot more than is customary with prisoner,
and he does not complain. bresd is
served to the prisoners for breakfast, and
corn bresd for dinner. When corn bread does
not agree wish a prisoner he is given wheat
bread altogether. For the same resson that
tes was served instead of coffee, Guitean was
put on the “white-bread” list. He seems to
relish milk and often saks for it. He takea
a special gastronomic delight in meat; beal
seama at Ereunl. to be one of the main ob-
jects of his life. He shows little concern
ust mow about anythiog except his meat,

s has lost no since hia confinement,
and, if anything, is in better condition
than when he was takem l.o‘llil. He is now,
spparently, in excellent health, eats heartil
and sleeps soundly. He ia more com
now, ami less nerveus, than when first taken
to jail, HMe has settled down, the officials
say, to await philosophically for the resuls,
At no time since his confinement, it is stated
by hin sttendants, has he shown sny mani-
festation of sorrow or remorse. He shown
some anxiety about the President’scondition,
and hopes that he will recover. The pros
pect of being punished for murder does not
now Segm An le one, aa Guitean evi-
dently feels satisfied that the pennlo would
not now justily his act. He never hails pris-
oners passing his cell to inquire for newa
about the President, as he in so separaied
from the other prisoners that none of them
pass his cell. Prisoners that eome to his cell
oceasionally to clean up are closely watched
by the guards, Guitesu, in {nct, seoms
to show mno desire 0 communicate
with the prisoners, He considers himself
above them and does nol care for any saso-
ciation with them. He does not regard him-
self as belonging to the criminal classs. The
portrait of President Garfield, and other pie-
tures wiich decked the wall of Guitesn's cell,
having been left there by a former prisoner
of otic tastes, have been removed from
the wall. They were taken down about two
weeks ago, when a new cost of whitewash
was put on the wall. The prisoner reads bis
Bible almost constantly, 1'he Wanden saked
him yesterday if he found m!lhin new in
the Bible, and he replied: “I & many
things that I like to read.” He has been re-

rted ss being engaged in writing materinl

or his autobiograpby, and these reports
arose out of the fact that he was occupied for
some time in writing points about himself
where he was born, places where he b
lived, who his relatives were, etc,
for the beoefit of the suthorities. He is
furnished with paper and pen and ink when
he wanta to write. He undertook at first to
use his time in revising his work called
“Truth,"” a sort of commentary on the Bi-
ble, The greatest part of the only edition of
thia work ever published wag destroved by
fire at the place where they were printed in
Bostoo. Giuitesu’s li lsbor in jail
seema to have been confi to writing & new
prefsce for his work, He then gave up the
task of revision. Since the first week of hia
confinement be has ot made much sllusion
to the motives of his crime. Then, before
the excitement passed away he frequently
proclasimed himeelf 28 & ﬁul-m of the
Stalwarts,” and announced that be had been
inspired to commit the crime. He is
not now communicstive, one reason
being that he has wpo one o
communicate with, The guards st the jail
do not care toconverse with him, and the
soldiers are not permitted to do so. There
are three reliels at the jail, and consequently
only three guards come in contact with the
prisoner. emnoldier who does guard dut
near the cell is relieved every six hours. It
isdoubtful now whether Guiteau wonld talk
to any one about his crime. The District-At-
torney and his stenographer used to visit him
frequently., During the last week Colonel
Corkhill has not been there at all. Guitean
has not exvressed any desire to see him or any
one else. When he wanta to talk abont any-
thing connected with hin jail life, oron
any other subject, he wanta to have Warden-
General Crocker to come to him, He is snid
to be respectful in his language to all per-

published. “I have never knmown him to
make use of a profave word,” said Warden
Crocker, “He is not that kind of a man.”
