SWITZERLAND.

If the drought com-
tinues a week or two longer, it will go far to
neutralize the effect of the excellent grain
orops, and Ehe viotage, which bids fair, w0
be one of tlie most abundant on record.

CENTRAL AMERICA,

POSTING PARLIAMENT

As to Just How the Infernal Machines
are Constrocted—Diabolical En-
gines of Destruaction.

Nitro-Lignine Used for the Charges, In-
stead of Dynamite—Details of
the Mechanism.

Parllamentary Beport, London Telegraph.
Lord Sandon—I beg to ask the Secretary
of State for the Home Department a ques-
tion of which I have given %lun private no-
tice, with regard to the necuracy of the re-
ports which appear in to-day’s newspapers as
to the discovery at Liverpool of a consider-
able number of infernnl machines. I have
to nsk whether it is true that ten or twelve
machines, londed with dynamite, have been
seized on board two passenger veasels quite
lately; that these terrible machines were
supposed to have been put on board in
America; and also I should be glad if the
right honorsble gentleman conld say whether
the reports in the newspapers are supposed
to be true which conuects these machines
with the Feninn conspiracy ?
tﬁir‘t\t'dl-_lu;unrt— ilu: accounts which have
appe in the.morning newspapers regard-
ing the explosive machines &eifm’nnl. Ifircr-
pool are substantially correct. The Govern-
ment has not hitherto been desiroua of giv-
ing publicity to this malter; in the first
place, knowledge of the facts might
rove an obstacle to the detection of the of-
enders; and, secondly, from & natural desire
not to create alarm.  But secrels have ceased
to exist in these days, and as the circum-
stances of thecase are generally known, it is
right that the faets should be authorita-
tively stated. More than three weeks ago
the Government received information of
the consignment to Liverpool, as being then
on their way from America, a number
of infernil machines, concealed in
barrels of cement. I aceordingly commu-
nicated at once with the Commissioners
of Customs, and a confidential nt of the
customs and a Metropolitan police officer
wera dispatched instantly from London to
Liverpool to await the arrival of the vesel
which had been designated in the informa-
tion I had received. These officers reached
Liverpool only a few hours before the arrival
of the first of the vessels. The cargoes were
acoording s2arched, in euncert with the local
police and the Customs authorities, nnd in
the first vessel six of these machines were
discovered in & barrel said to contain cement.
Four more were found at a later peried in
the second vessel, concealed in the game
manner. The machines conmist of metal
boxes divided into two compartments, the
upper portion containing a six-hours’
clockwork movements so arranged to ignite
the detonator to be subsequently inserted, and
which would communicate with the lower
compartments, which contained eleven car-
tridges, esch ch with three ouuces of
nitro-lignine, which resembles, but which
proved not to be, dynamite. It ia, however,
of the nature of gun-cotton. I had the mate-
rial carefully examined and experimented
upon ot Woolwich. The ten boxeseéach con-
tained a charge of over two pounds of thi=
explosive materinl,  One of the barrelsof co-
ment contained in all nearly a stone weight
of thisnitro lignine compoond. 1t is impos-
sible to estimiate the fatal effects of even an
accidental concussion of such material. 1
need not say that Her Majesty’s Government
have employed and iz employing every
resource at their disposal to detect the
consignees in Eogland snd the consignors in
America of these machines. The actual his-
tory of the sending of these machines is un-
der investigation in America, nnd still re-
mains to be ascertai The noble Lord
will not expect me now to go into any detnils
—[cheers]—but in answer to the question 1
hope to say that upon the (ace of them, and
according to the original information I have
received, they uppear to be the precise and
literal fulfillment of the project openly avow-
ed and declared in the Irish Fenian press of
Awerica. Week by week, for the last uniue
months, open thrests and public invitations
to general outrage and personal assussinstion
have been circulated in those newspapers and
subscriptions for this purpose and the mak-
ing of such machines have been openly
collected in the United States and actually
expended for this purpose. More than one
sttempl of the kind has been made in Eng-
Iand by miscrennts hired and dispatched
from America for this purpose, and their
work haa been publiely claimed by their
instigators as the reward for past and & mo-
tive for fresh subseriptions, I thought it my
duty at an early period of this season, on
the debate of the arms bill, to call the atten-
tion of this House to these publications, their
avowed object, and necessary result.  Some
foolish :m.{ inconsiderate people, to use n
mild term, made light of lfm.-u ntrocions
teachings, and disparaged all attempts to
restrain _ #nd - punish those incitements to
erime. Bot IT.r Majesty’s Government have
not regarded them as thiogs to be laughed
at or negleoted. They knew the gravity
of the case, und wlao the frujts of the mis-
chievous fallacies of their lpuloiinu. lo my
opinion the privelpal origin of these attempis
is to be found in the pssassination press.
[Hear, hear.] These poisonous seed sown
broadeast, finls a congenial so0il in evil
minds, snd bears a fatal fruit. We have
shown in the prosecution of the Freiheit that
the law of Eogland is capable and ready to
deal with such criminals, not less in the in-
terest of aur own peaple than in !T“ of for-
eign Statex. Inmy opinivn, it is the duty of
every civilized Government to co-operate in
watting down, with a sirong hand, these .-
taricus enterprises.
