If a little ngbt should occur
out at Oatmoor, for instance, an indignant
citizen would inquire, where are the police?

, ..a. Tni T.m.Uville nH Cin
cinnati the social sin goes hand in hand with
crime. The woman wno tails oy me way
side in either of there three cities is nofr
only lost to all virtue, but Bhe has lost all
her womanly instincts; phe is ready for any
crime as a general thing, and the man who
associates with her is not only apt 10 lose
caste in society, but his very life is in danger
and his rocket is absolutely rifled. It is
often said that if once a woman slips, she is
lost forever. o womanly feelings are even
her'a. none of the hiirher aspirations or the
culture ever fall to her; she is in short a de
graded, helpless, boneless thing; someining
for scorn to snake its nnger at ana piety to
pass by with an unfeeling severity.

Chief Davis, of Memphis, has found the
focial sin constantly brought to his attention.
How should ho deal wisely with it? How
should he handle it so that it would not en
list the sympathy of the public? If one
should persecute a snake, the latter would
eventually get the sympathy of every one, and
prostitution is a sortol snake winning arouna
the virtue and strength of a community. An
Appeal reporter Interviewed the Chuf on
this delicate subject, and found that the satis-
factory condition of affairs is in a large
measure due to the efficiency of the police
force in this citv.

"What is the policy here toward those
who engage in this profession?" asked the
scribe.

"A lone as it is conducted quietly the law
takes no cognizance of iL If any one goes
to one of the houses and creates any disturb-
ance the police will go after him and arrest
him."

"How does the law against street-walke- rs

work?"
"First rate; they make now comparatively

little noise on the street. Some time ago
some ot them were wen at nigiit riumg
through the streeU; they actually paaed
here flaunting themselves before me. A
prompt arrest put a stop to their capers."

"As a class are tlicy disorderly r
"No, sir; they know that if they misbe-

have themselves it will act against them, and
such a thing as their stealing from anybody
U very rare. It used to be that robbing was
very frequent, and those whose pockets were
'rained let the whole thing blow over, be-

cause tliey did not wish any notoriety. The
police were instructed to put a stop to it
anyhow, and they did so. There are very
few complaints now of anything of the kind."

"What is the character of the women
in this bad business, not considering,

of course, their calling?"
"Many of them are not devoid of honor

nnd the 6ner qualities.

The reporter learned lroni some memoers
the force that they had watched some ofI yellow-fev- er cases with great assiduity,

The heroism they dis
played during the plague was due to some-
thing more than a belief in fatalism. They
must have had some personal attachment
for those whom they nursed, or some ot the
milk of human kindness which is found
elsewhere.

"You have several colored men on the
force?" suggested the Appeal reporter to
the Chief.

"Yes, sir."
"Do thev do trood work ?"

. "First class; they were put on during the
epidemic because the white material was
insufficient to draw from. We, of course, feel
bound by honor to retain them as long as
they do their duty.

"In what, line of duty do they distinguish
themselves?"

"In catching colored felons. About three-four- tl

b of the crime is committed by negroes,
and the colored officers are very alert in ar
resting them."

"How do their race feel toward them ahaot
it?"

"They are cordially hated by their own
ncoDle. but thev don't seem to mind it."

There are eight of these officers altogether,
all doing good service. The' citizens may
well take pride in the police force here when
commanded by such men aa Chief Davis and
Captains O'Haver and Ilackc tL

Summer Trip to Sew Orleans Lake

Pontchartrain Its Health and

Pleasure Resorts.

Yoyage Across the Lake to the Rivers

and Bayous Where Alligators Bathe

Bonnet Carre Crevasse.

From an Appeal Correspondent
To seek and find a cooler clime than that

of Memphis firther south during the sultry
months ot J uly and August is somewnai 01 a
paradox, yet the summer visitor to New Or-

leans and the Gulf coast is compelled to ex
claim "Eureka!" as he reads each morning
the weather bulletins from Northern watering-p-

laces, both inland and along the Atlan-
tic coast. How manv a swelterine Memphian
fled Northward to hunt cooler breezes, and
how many were disappointed? To gosouth-war- d

was regarded as a wild-eoos- e chase by
many who knew not the effect of the Gulf of
Mexico upon the climate 01 mat region.
Years aeo Mississinni Citv. Pass Christian,
Biloxi and other charming seaside places
along the Mississippi Sound between New
Orleans and Mobile were yearly frequented
by people from Tennessee, North Mississippi
and North Alabama during the hot summer
months, and more lovely spots do not exist
along our lengthy coast line from Canada to
Mexico than those southern bays and sandy
beaches. Three weeks sojourn among these
resorts during the last days of July and the
first days ot August convinced me that Mem-phia-

have made and are making many
blunders when they sought and seek health
and recreation near Northern lakes, fashion-
able inland springs, mountain hights or At-
lantic coast watering places, where the glar-
ing sun pours down his torrid rays with as
much vigor as he doea on and around the
ISluil Uity in days.

LAKE PONTCHARTRAIN.

Leaving Memphis np among the nineties,
arrived at New Orleans where the eighties

prevailed at midday ana where, as the sun
sank in the west, pleasant winds came fresh
either from the lake or the gulf to fan and
cool the heated brows of the dwellers in the
beautiful Crescent City. Lake Pontchartrain
is one of the ere at lungs of New Orleans,
furnishing the body with pare air and devel
oping health. Curving around the city from
the Kurolettes to Mancnac lass, in is peiucia
and rippling body of water, some thirty miles
in lenetn and twenty-on- e miles in width, pre
sents a most charming appearance by day or
nignt, wnne tne cresceni-anape- a .Mississippi
rolls around the city on the other side. The
lake end resorts are everything to New Or
leans people. They furnish thousands of
citizens health and pleasure. "Have yon
been ont to the West End and Spanish Fort?"
was almost the first question asked me by
Captain George F. Rootes, an old-tim- e Mem
phian, who now manages the extensive coal
bi siness of Brown & Jones. My negative
answer brought forth an urgent request not

lone fureeo the pleasure of such a visit.
'antain Rootes makes his office on the corner

of St, Charles and Gi avier streets, the head'
quarters of visiting Memplnans, of whom he
takes fatherly care. Selecting Sunday after
noon for a trip to the lake, 1 eutered the train
on Canal street, near the Clay statute, ana
was soon whirling out westward, the motive
power being a dummy engine.

THE WEST END.

Trains leave every hour up to noon, every
half hour tp to o o clock in the alternoon,
anil everv titles u minutes from 5 to 11
nicht. The small charge of fifteen cents for
the round trip to the West tnri, a distance ol
some six miles, is all that is demanded, the
cars hear yu out the length of Canal street
to Metairie itidge.wnere many ot tne neauti-f- ul

cemeterieB are located. As you curve
around the silent cities of the dead yon see
the counties while tombs, the Confederate
Monument, the Stonewall Jackson Monu
ment, and other ever to be remembered
attractions. 1 lie road turns out along the
canal or basin, through the dense swamps.
and at last the lake appears in view and
you are at the West End. To the stranger it
is a vision of enchantment, and tne eye
grows not weary in looking upon it. Pont
chartrain, with its sparkling waters,
stretches northwest and southward as lar as
the sight can reach, and where the white-capp-

billows apparently kissed the blue
skv ere thev rolled onward and broke npon
the sandy shore at my feet. The musical
noise of the breaking waves, the long lines
of billows, the slightly salty smell of the
water, the cooling breezd tilled the senses
with inexpressible delight. The beau-
tiful lake was dotted with white
sails yachts, lumber schooners, char-
coal vWels, fishing smacks and luggers
that with bended sheets moved toward every
point of the compass. It was to the inland
dweller from Memphis a charming mirage,
a new sensation worth anything or every-
thing. Far away across the lake the dark
smoke of the Mandeville steamer could be
seen as she returned to the West End with
excursionists. Such was Lake Pontchartrain
that soft summer afternoon as it impressed
an unimpressible Memphian. The West
End, as it is called, is avery charming place.
An immense platform built on piles extends
far over the waters, and thereon are erected
elegant pavilions which are used as restaur-
ants and saloons. These pavilions are ar-

tistically decorated and surmounted by
flags and streamers. On the broad
platform were several hundred tables, and at
these were seated a large number of people,
who drank their beer or puffed away at a
cigar or cigarette. At least five thousand
men, women and children were present that
afternoon, and all seemed bent npon securing
pleasure. Extending to the left for half a
mile along the levee that runs
along the lake shore is a prettily laid ont
garden filled with flowers, plants, shrub-
bery, statuary, fountains and minature ponds
of water containing gold fish. Walks and
drives cover these grounds and run in all
directions. It was a pleasant sight to a
Memphian to look upon the thousands of
people of all classes who were seeking in
this beautiful locality health and pleasure,
far away from the great city, its noise and
heat. There the German drank his lager,
the Frenchman his wine, and the representa-
tives of other nationalities sought and found
whatever beverages suited their fastidious
tastes. The workingman and family were
there. You could see them seated in little
alcoves above the waters of the lake, enjoy-
ing a little picnic festival as they investi-
gated the contents of capacious baskets
which they had brought from their homes
with a view to spending the day on the lake
shore. Farther oat on the lake are the ele-

gant pavilion of the New Orleans Yacht
and Boat Clubs, and the bathinghouses for
the people. Yon could see hundreds of men,
women and children disporting in the bil-

lows of the lake, their screams and laughter
echoing back on the shore. After dark the
scene changed. The trains continued to
empty their hundreds of passengers; scorces
of public and private carriages filled with
people arrived by way of the Bhell road ; the
electric lights sparkled everywhere over the
grouuds; a fine band of music discoursed
airs from favorite operas, and so it went on
until later hours came and the pleasure-seeker- s

returned to the city. After all this
I sighed as I remembered Memphis possested
no charming place of resort for the amuse-me- ut

of her overheated and weary people.
SPANISH FORT.

A mile or more away down the lake shore
could be seen another place, known us the
Spanish Fort, which is reached quickly by the
Erlanger Syndicate Railroad trains.that start
regularly from the corner of Canal and Basin
streets. Spanish Fort is quite as popular
with the people as is the West End. It has
similar attractions, pavilions, restaurants,
saloons, gardens, walks aud drives, and with
every facility for bathing, boating and yatch-in- g.

It has also the "Zoo-Zoo- " Garden, or
menagerie, containing a number of aniruais
and a reservoir containing a number of alli-
gators of bo h large and small proportions.
At uih'.s couccru, fireworks and other at-
tractions are presented, beneath the rays of
the electric lights. It is safe to estimate that
at least ten thousand people visit tiitse two
places of resort nightly. The effect cf such
excursions upon the health of the city must
be marked indeed, and must be beneficial to
the working classes, who have within their
reach, at the expenditure of a very small
amount of money a place where health and
pleasure can be found. If they have not in
the city a pure soil they certainly have at the
lake shore pure air,

OLD LAKE END,

the old place of resort in years gone by, down
on the lake at Milnebnrg, and at the end cf
the Pontchartrain Railroad, is not much fre-

quented at present by pleasure-seeker- s, its
more attractive and pretentious rivals the
West End and Spanish Fort securing the
lion's share of public patronage. The Pont-
chartrain road is now owned by the Nashville
Railroad Syndicate. The lake at this point
possesses far more natural attractions than it
docs elsewhere, and nothing seems needed but
to improve the locality in the same manner
as has been done at the West End and Span-
ish Fort. There are several hotels or r- -
rant here where fin tlnoen can be secured
SS 6i yore. From here steamers leave for
ManJeville, LewUburg and Covington across
the lake, and for the watering places along
the Mississippi souniL

OVER THE LAKE.
To see the other shore of the big lake was

my desire, so selecting a bright morning I

went down the. Ponchartrain Railroad and
took passage on the steamer New Camelia,
which makes trips over and back on alternate

ays. It was excursion dav round-tri- o

tickets one dollar and quite a crowd ap-
peared on board. As the Camelia moved
from the pier the steamer Hermoine also
(teamed away, carrying excursionists down
the lake, out the Bigolettes and to Bay St.
Louis, Pass Christian, Mississippi City and
Biloxi, on Mississippi sound. The New
Camilia took a direct course across the lake,
and was soon rolling slightly among the
heavier swells. The boat was quite large and
roomy, with ample accommodations for pas-
sengers. Among the indispensables on board
were a restaurant, dining-roo- and a well
stocked bar. - The scene from the upper deck
was very fine. Milnebutg, Spanish Fort and
West End soon commenced fading from view,
and when about mid-lak- e the shore lines
were just perceptible on either side. A few
miles lurther the shore ot departure was lost
sight ot and the JMandeville shore be
came more distinct. In a little over
two hours the wharf at Mandeville was
reached, and many passengers disembarked,
The place is ef some importance as a bath
ing resort. Many New Orleans residents own
elegant residences therein, and spend the
summer months there with their families. It
is a pretty place, embowered in shade trees,
the pine tree predominating. Out from the
beach are numbers ot bathing-pier-s and
houses, and out on the lake were numerous
yachts and rowboats filled with pleasure-seeker- s.

The shore-lin- e was soon hauled in,
and the Camelia sped np the lake to Lewis- -
burg, where other passengers went ashore,
Then the boat headed for the lighthonse at
the mouth of the Chefuncta river, some fifteen
miles away, teaching the point, the Ca-
melia steamed carefullv and slowlv over the
bar by the white lighthouse and into the
river, where alligators are said to dwetl in
numbers and in peace. Yon could see them
swimming by the tall reeds close to the shores
aI Inn ,nH nnntih mwit . t.

steamer approached they sank beneath the
water without leaving a ripple on the sur-
face. The Chefuncta river is lined with
heavy pine and oak trees: the banks are
composed of red soil suitable for brick-ma- k

ing, which was evidenced by the appearance
of many old brick-yard- s. It is a pretty river,
fnll of short bends and pleasing landscapes.
Twenty miles from its mouth is the town of
Madisonville, a place of rome importance.
During the summer quite a large number of
New Orleans people reside there, it being re
garded as a cool place and healthy locality.
Ten miles further the Camelia reached
Old Landing, two miles from Covington, and
tne point ot destination, where the boat re-
mained a few hours and then returned to
New Orleans, picking up the excursionists at
different points along the route. Having
some relatives at Covington I disembarked at
Old Landing and took passage in a covered
spring wagon. Covington haa about eight
hundred inhabitants, is in the midst ot a pine
region, and is regarded as a very healthy
place. 1 was informed that no case of yel
low-fev- had ever appeared in or near the
town. There are numerous mineral springs
near the town sulphur and iron and these
are pronounced as quite efficacious in curii--
weak lungs and stomachs. The Abita
Springs, a few miles from town, are frequent-
ed by numbers of invalids from New Or
leans, and so important are they regarded,
that a railroad is projected to the
Springs from M:indeville. Covingto
and vicinity cone, in a number of
boardinghouses, all filled with families from
New Orleans and other portions of Louisiana.
As a health resort, it being a pine woods re-
gion, it is modi favorably known. Having
no chronic affection of the lunrrs, stomach or
nervous system, three davs sojourn sufficed
me for a visit, so I returned as I came on
board the Camelia, which safely sped her
way o'er the lake through a chopping sea
that had been tumbled up by a stiff north
wind.

BONNET CARRE CREVASSE.

From conversation with residents along
tne lake snores and with residents of rvcw
Orleans, I learned that the famous Cow
donian Bonnet Carre crevasse is regarded
a well defined nuisance that must be abated.
This growing lielief I Bee has instigated the
New Orleans journals to crv out for a remedy
by filling up the crevasse at the Mississippi
river and reclaiming the now overflowed
lands and ruined plantations. It may be
very pleasing for Memphians and others liv
ing np the river to advocate the opening of
the crevasse in larger and grander propor
tions, but the people residing in and around
New Orleans desire no such an enterprise to
be successful. The effects already produced
have been summed up as follows: The de-
struction of many valuable plantations and
the threatened destruction of many others;. . ..1 a : r tiuc u.wuwmg ui a vast amount 01 omer
lands which need rtclaimmg, not submersion;

by the deposit swept in by the river through
ihe rrevasfe, and the consequent shallowing
of the beautiful lake, thereby rendering it
unfit for commerce; and last, hut not
least, the destruction of the croaker and other
fisheries. Formerly the finest sea fih were
caught in the lake near New Orleans, but
now these fish are gone into the Mississippi
Sound and the Gulf. No croakers, potnpano,
eheephead, mackerel or soft-shel- l crabs can
now be found, the result of the injection of
so much fresh and muddy water into the
lake from the Mississippi river. The destruc-
tion of these industries is regarded as a very
great calamity, and it is now tolerably cer-
tain that the days of Bonnet Carre crevasse
are numbered. The above were a few of the
potent reasons and results given me by the
New Orleans people, and converted me into
saying "dam the crevasse." This communi-
cation being already spun ont to too great
length, I will reserve for a second epistle
something abont New Orleans and the

residing therein, the watering- -
places along the Mississippi Bound, and that
Eden of Grand Isle, which
faces the Gulf of Mexico and backs itself on
the renowned and historic Barataria Bay.
