On Our Southwestern Border — Five
Americans Killed by Mexicans—
Retaliatory Measures.

|

Aunother Engagement Reported—Inter-
view with Gen. Domingnez—
Outlaws” Work.

TospsToxNE, August 18.—A dispatch from
Epitaph contains the following particulars of
border troubles: A party cousisting of Wm.
Long, Dick Gray, Jumes Crane, Chas. Soow,
Thomwas D, Clinton, William Berers and
Hariy Eenshaw, camped lasi Friday night
on Guadaloupe canon, about 110 miles east
from Tombstone, and very near to the Mexi-
can line. Early Baturday morming T.he(pnrly
were attacked by Mexicans, and Long, Grar,
Crane and Snow were killed, Burers escaped

Dr. Boynton, who remained in Sceretary
Brown's room a short time this evening, was

a=ked how he aecounted for the inflammation |

of the parotid gland. He said: *I think
it is septucimia; it is certainly not pymmia.”
During the course of further conversation the
Doctor explained his version of septucimia,
which was, in substance, that it was caused
in this case by the condition of the Presi-
dent’s blood. According 1o his theory the
samo aflection is liable to opeor in o case of
diphtheria, typhoid or searlet fevers, and, in
fact, in sny disesse which renders the blood
nnhealthy.

The Doctor was asked if he apprehended
any serious results from the new complica-
tion.

“Oh, no,” he said, “it has spent ita fury
and I thipk it will stop now. The Doctor
did not atwribute the inflammation to the
coudition of the wound, inasmuch as the
porotid gland is not an ordinary but a
recreting gland. 1t is true, however, that the
distharge from the wound might influence
irritation to a certain extent, According to
the theories advanced by the attending sur-
geons, nod other prominent wembers of the
medical profession, however, the case may be
summed up with the statement that the par-
otid gland secretes the saliva, and that
when no nourishment is taken in the natural
way for a time there is o demand made upon
thesaliva,and it therefore naturally seeretesit-
gelf in thefparotid gland, and after remaining
tuo long causes inflammation. According to
this theory it is fnir to sssume that the zceda
of complication were sown during the time
the patient was unable-to take nourishment
in the natural way, and now that he hag been
able to retain what he hsas swallowed the
suliva is drawn upon again, snd the irritation
will probably be decreased. Of course there
are different views on the subject, but this
theory, compared with a number advanced,
appesars to be the one most generally accepted
by those who bave watched the case closely.

THAT TROUBLESOME SWELLING.

The fenture of the President's case which
hus concentrated all attention to-day has
been the swelling of the parotid glund. Thix
was universally considered ns something very
serions, and outside physicians, by which is
meant those not in the case, put that construc-
tion upen it. Their decision that it was de-
veloped of blood poisoning caused the nban-
donment of hope ontside of the White Honse,
But the vreality is very diffirent;
thers  in  evidently more hopeiolnes
in the White House than at any time since
the President wasshot. The contrast between
the feeling on the street and at the house was
marked to night. The decision was cansed
by the physicians of the eity, who have, with
but few exceptions, publicly asserted, and
persisted in the assertion, that the swelling of
the parotid gland pointed to early death from
blood poison, Everyone of the President’s
surgeons most positively sssert that there is
no paemia; that there are no signs of it that
the swelling of the gland is not liable to
canse any alarm, and that the President is
steadily improving.

AT MIUSIGHT.

No noticeable change has occurred in the
President’s condition sinee 11 pan. Heis
redting quietly now. Dr. Bliss and the wewm-
bers of the President's houschold have re
tired for the night.

There are 2000 regulators besides the militia
on the line, aud supply camps are to be
established at once. Brvery precaution will
be takén to protect both our own ecitizens
and such Americans as are engaged in legiti-
inaie industry within oor lioes

Repo-ter.—Are you in Arizona on official
business?

General—I am; and part of my business
wak the purchase of supplies for new forts.
I purchased some 8t Bishee and Charleston,
and will send more from Tocson. I want to
talk with the representative wmen of your
cities, and also to have an interview with
vour Gevernor and commending Geueral
L leave to-night for Tucson, and will ge from
there to Prescott as soon as possible,

Reporter—What will you propose to our
chief official?

General—I hope to effect an arrangement
by which the most thorough harmony and
efficient co-operation may exist between the
American aud Mexican troops operating on
the border. We can only drive oot these
thieves and murderers by united action. We
are not only willing, but very anxious that
such united action should exist.

Caplain Hewgate Appears to Answer
the Charge of Embezzlement of Gov-
erament Fands,

White-Thander and Other Indian Chiefs
Give an Exhibition of Their Or-
atorieil Powers,

WasmiseTon, August 18.—The Postmas-
ter-General has issued an order calling the
attention of Postmasters o the neglect of
effectually cancelling stamps upon mail
matter,

A Dizplay of Indian Eloguence.

The conference which opened yesterday
between the Omaha, Wirnebago, Sioux and
Ponea chiefs and Secretary Kirkwood was
continued to-day. The ead aimed at by the
Secretary was to purchase from one of the
severnl tribes representsd in the comference
land on which to locate about one hundred
and seventy-five Ponca Indians who yet re-
main on the o'd Ponea reeerve, The Omaha
and Winnebago delegates refused to dispose
of any part of their reservations, assigoing as
a reason for the refusal that their tribes
were increasing in numbers and they needed
the whole of their reservations for their
children. The Sioux delegates consented not
only to part with the land the Poncas
needed—about twenty-five thousand ncres—
but offered to give the lands to the Poncas,
White-Thunder, the siccessor of Spotied-
Tail, who spoke for the Sioux dele
gation, was quite drawatie in his delivery.
He spoke with forcible gestures and with
apparent eloguence when he said the Sioux
wolttld let the Poncas bave the land. When
Secretary Kirkwood irquired whether they
expected the Government to give anything
to the Bioux for the permission given the
Poncas to live on their lands, White-Thunder
drew himezell up proucdly and said: “No, my
friend, that is not what I want. You told
me yesterday that I ought to have pity upon
these poor Poncas, If | have pity upon them
I am not going to take their money. We
give them the lands they need.”

MHowgate's Hunmilintion.

Captain H. W. Howgate nl;;reaﬂ:{l before
United States Commissioner Bunday to-day
to answer the charges preferred by General
Haren, Chiei Signal Officer of the United
States, of embezzlement of $40,308 while act-
ing us Disbursing Officer of the Signal Ser-
viee. The sccused was supparted by two at-
teadants snd looked pale and enfeebled from
severe illness. He was represented by coun-
sel, Judges Wilson and Cappy.

Judge Wilson stated that as the Captain's
health is seriously impaired, and == he un-
derstood from the Government's sttorney
that they are not quite ready W proceed with
the ease, he would ask the Court to waive an
examination at present and fix ressonable
bail. He sssured the Court that his client
would shortly be ready to meet the charges.

Mr. Cuok, for the Government, stated that
the amount charged in the affidavit as hav-
ing been embezzied was over furty thousand
dollars, but that in the opinion of the officers
of the Government conducting the examina-
tion of his accounis, this sum will be consid-
erabiy increased, certainly to fifty thousand,
aud in all probability o a much greater fiz-
ure, perhaps as much as eighty thousand
dollars. He acceded to the request of oppos-
ing counal for an adjournment, but thought
that tsking iato copsideration the large
amcant of the alleged embezalemens, and the
high position of the officer making the
charges (Ueneral Hazen), which was a gusr-
antee of their truthinlness, bail should not be
fixed in a li %2 sum than ffty thousand dul-
lara.

Judge Cuppr claimed that this enormous
bail was a virtual refosal of the privilege,
and inasmuoch ag no preliminary examination
had been had to sustain the charges in the
slighteat degree, the bail was excessive, He
thought that $5000 or $10,000 was a suifi-
cient bond, There waz no doubt entertained
among the Captain’s counsel and friends of
his vindieation.

Judge Wilson followed, referring to the
good standing of the accused in the commu-
nity; to his bad health, and pointed out that
he had voluntarily returned to refute the
charges. The fact that an affidavit had been
preferred by General Hazen shonld have no
more significance to the Court than of oue
sworn to by an inferior officer of the Govern-
ment, aod the statememt of Cook that the
alleged embezzlement wonld exceed the orig-
inal amount charged in the affidavit could
certainly not be legally entertsined as a rea-
son for Inereased bail. i

Colonel Cook said the Government was sub-
stantially, if not actually, ready to proceed;
in fact, would be at this time to-morrow ready
and present the evidence.

Judge Banday declared that it was his in-
tention to deal with this person (Howgate) as
if he were an ordinary citizen. He read a

ADMITTED AT LAST.

Warden Crocker Finally Finds, upon
Investigation, that Guitean Did
Have a Knife.

The Prisoner’s Autobiography—Nature
of Some of the Communications that
are Sent to Him.

WasnmeToN, August 18, — Warden
Crocker, of the jail, now admitsthat Guitean
did have a kunife, and nsed it in his asault
upon Guard MeGiil yesterday. er
:?. be had not thoroughly investigated the

air when he denied it, but the belief is

that his denial was intended to suppress the
truth, because it was a refleation npon the
manner in which Guitean is guarded to let
him get a knife, The implement used by
Guitean turns out, as has been stated, to be s
ek ? but i d of having been made
from a shoe shank it was mere ¥y a piece of
corset steel about four inches long and three-
quarters of an inch wide, with & handle
made of paper wrapped with a common
string. It has one edge quite sharp; in fact
it was, says McGill, as sharp as a razor,
as it cut entirely through his cost and vest,
and nearly reached his skin. The Warden
thinks that the weapon got into Guiteau's
cell from another cell. About the first of
each month the prison beds are taken out
and steamed, and Crocker thinks that in re-
turning them, the cot from some other cell in
which the knife was concealed was put into
Guiteau’s cell instend Tj ¢ oot he formerly
had, but this hardly loo ;?uumgb e, a8 in
washing and stesming cots it would appear
that anything concealed about them must
have been discovered. The accepted theory
is that Bediord, a colored man who was hung
for the murder of Heith, left the knife in the
cell and Guitesn found it.
General Crocker isof the opinion that
Guiteau’s restlsssness the night before the
attack was occasioned by the conviction that
the Presideot was de Even before the
appearance of additional soldiers at the jail
Guitean manifested the most intense unessi-
ness, and when the roldiers moved he would
go every five or ten minutes to his window
and look out at their movements. MeGill,
who has been seen but little by Guitesu, io
making his rounds startled the wretch, and
he, thinkiog an attack was to be made upon
him by a mob, resolved to fight. It is McGill's
eustom at night to go through all corridors
of the jail and see that the prisoners are not
engaged in mischief, This he did early yes-
terday morning, and finding Guiteau sitting
on the side of his bed, and thinking some-
thing was wreog in bi» wovements epoke
sharply to him, and asked him what he was
doing. This arcused the prisoner, and jump-
ing to his feet he rushed spasmodically at
the jailer. When questioned as to why he
attacked the guard, Guitean said he had no
business in his cell st that hour of the morn-
ing, and he only intended to put him out.

Guiteau is even more fond of writing now
than he was when first put in jail. He fre-
quently ssks the Warden for pen and paper,
and whiles away time writing letters. These
letters are all taken in charge by the War-
den, and for the most part treat of assassin-
ation. In pearly every ome of them he says
he believed when he :gr)l the President that
he was simply carrying out God’s will. The
tone of some of the letters wonld indicate
that he thought the President was dead.
Guitean is still engaged in writing up
life, which he gays will make a book of about
300 pages, and the episode of yesterday morn-
ing reems not to have interfered greatly with
his work. In the pages he wrote yesterday,
and which were handed to the officers, he
speaks of “the late President Garfield,” and
writes of Mr. Arthur a8 the President of the
United States. This impression he has
doubtless getten from the guards having be.n
doubled and the general aspect of affaiis
about the jail.

Numerous lettersand postal cands continue
to come to Guitean, most of thews sbusing
him and predicting that he will be huog.
One postal card, postmarked Springfield,
Ohio, rends as follows:

“Charles G. Guitesu:
