A BOMB SHELL,

Thrown by the Attoraej-Geiier- al Into
the Camp of toe Memphis Water

Company Yesterday Afternoon.

The Governor's Consent Wanted to File
a Bill Against the Company to

Perfect Its Charter. '

The Memphis Water Company, Judging
from expressions on all sides, does not seem,
to satisfy the public The merchants com-
plain that there is not enoGgh water to run
the elevators ,and there are complaints from
many persons that they have no water to
flush their sewers. There are some objec-
tions also to the quality of water furnished.
Yesterday afternoon an Appeal reporter
dropped in upon Attorney-Gener- Turner,
who was busily at work upon a letter to the
Governor. - The reporter was allowed to
make liberal extracts from the letter, which
will be likely to act as a bombshell in the
Waterworks camp. In his: letter the Attorney-G-

eneral made the following statements:
"The Memphis Water Company is, and

has been, an eyesore to the people of Mem-
phis. Twelve months ago I indicted the
company as a nuisance, when the President
and his attorney came into court and pro-
tested that the prosecution of the case would
cripple their efforts to correct the evil of
which the people complained, to-w- A want
of a sufficient supply of water. They as-

sured the court that within six months they
would have erected at their works ample
machinery to furnish water to consumers in
abundant supply. Indulgence was given to
them. Six monthselapsed, and theirsupply of
water was somewhat increased, but remained
totally inadequate to the demand. Twelve
months have now gone by, and the supply of
water is, if anything, less than it has ever
been since the present company has had
charge of the works. The people are, as I
conceive, justly indignant, and feel outraged
at the conduct of the Water Company. By
the law of the Taxing-Distri- the citizens
are compelled under heavy penalties to make
sewer connections with the Water-work- s. If
the sewer becomes foul, even though it be by
reason of the failure of the company to fur-
nish water as by contract, the citizen is at
once arrested and taken before the Taxing-Distri- ct

Court and fined for dereliction of
duty. I have heard of no instance in which
the Water Company has been fined for fail-
ure to furnish water according to contract,
their failure being the cause of the foul sew-

erage. Something should be done at once
for the relief of the people. The Memphis
Water Company, as it is now organized, has
been in constant violation of its charter for
over twelve months, and they seem utterly
indifferent to the cries and complaints of the
people. Unless this company is endowed with
peculiar special privileges, among which
is an authorization to violate law ad
libilum,9omc kind of proceeding Bhould be in-

stituted, calculated to force them to a proper
discharge of their duty, or their franchise
should be taken away from them pro bono

riblieo. My understanding of the law is that
as Attorney-Genera- l, institute pro-

ceedings looking to a forfeiture of their char-
ter, without the consent of your Excellency
or the Attorney-Gener- for the State. I
have the honor, therefore, to respectfully re-
quest the official consent of your Excellency
to the filing of a bill for the purpose of hav-
ing forfeited the charter of the Memphis
Water Company. An indignant people de-

mand it and it will be but justice to do it. If
any statement contained in this letter be de-

nied by the Water Company, I am ready to
prove it. I regret being compelled to write
this letter, but in the faithful discharge of
my duty I find it impossible not to do so.

"I propose to file a bill in chancery setting
forth wherein the company violated their
charter, and add a prayer for the forfeiture
of the same."

"When could it be tried?"
"According to the law, this kind of a case

can be forced to a speedy determination."
"What will we do for water in the mean-

time?" ,

"As we do now do without."
"Whence do you think our future supply

of water will come?"
"Well, if we can get the evil we now com-

plain of eradicated, it is possible that some
better managing company will nndertake the
enterprise of furnishing water to the people
of Memphis. The present company, in the
collection of their bills, manifest an energy
and an alertness worthy the emulation of the
most adroit of modern Shylocks. When the
people do not pay them their pound of flesh
they threaten to turn off what they have
failed to turn on the water."

"Has the present company obtained its
new machinery?"

"I understand they have received several
car-load-s of machinery within the last sev-

eral weeks, and this is the machinery they
told us over a year ago they would have
erected in less than six months; and remark-
able as it may seem to you. the company has
wholly failed to provide a heuse in which to
erect it." ...

"What has the Water Company been doing
all this time?"

"God knows, and He won't telL The last
I heard from them they were trying to fix the
President's salary at double what it had been
before."

"What do you think of the quality of the
water furnished?" -

"I have never seen it in sufficient quanti-
ties to judge it by bulk. I have used some
of it for. drinking purposes in my residence,
filtering it before use, and I regard it as ex-

cellent water thus doctored. Its not the
quality, but the quantity that the people de-

mand."

A STRIKE.

One Hundred and Kineteea Men Quit
Work on an Elevator at the Foot

of Washington Street.

A 5ew Foreman and a Refusal to Specify

Their Wages the Reason for
, Their Action.

Yesterday morning at 9 o'clock a heavy
strike occurred ,'at the foot of Washington
street, where Messrs. Neely & Co. are erecting
a magnificent elevator. The contract for do-
ing the work was given some time since to
Andrew Watkins, who employed as his fore-

man a Nashville man named Piper. The
latter employed most of the men, a large
number of whom were from Nashville. They
were partly colored and partly white, and
numbered 119. They have been working in
the biasing hot sun for over a month, being
compelled, however, at times to cease work
during the day, owing to the intensely hot
weather. They have so far only been work-
ing en the granary, and they had about two
or three months more of hard work before
them. The elevator is to be a very complete
affair, extending all the way from Poplar to
Washington street. Ihe ownera have been
rushing it that it might be completed at as
early a aate as possible.

CHANGE OF FOREMAN. '

Yesterday morning when the hands came
to work they found that their old foreman,
Piper, had been dropped, and that F. M.
Reynolds had been put in his place. Piper
told the men of nis discharge, and said: lou
men can do what you please, work or quit."
One of the men informed an Appeal repor-
ter that he did nothing to influence them to
quit work, but contented himself with telling
them that they had a new boss and Baying to
them what is reported above. The men seem
to be very much attached to him, and they
presented a petition to Mr. Neely asking his
reinstHtement. Mr. Neely could do nothing
in the matter. He has let his work out to
Watkins, who can employ anybody he
pleases, providing only the work is done.
Seeing the futility of their efforts in this di-
rection the men then went to Mr. Reynolds
and asked him what wages they were to have.
Thev had been getting $1 25, $1 50 and $1 75
for common labor. The carpenters had been
receiving three and lour dollars. Ihe men
claim that Mr. Reynolds would

GIVE THEM BO SATISFACTION.

He is reported to have said: "You men go
to work, and I will do what is right by
you."

"Of course," said a clored carpenter to
the Appeal reporter, "we were not going to
work on any such uncertain pay as that.
The men had been working like dogs during
the hot weather, and they didn t propose to
be docked."

"Are you going back to work?" asked the
scribe.

"No, air; I can get another job, and I'm
nnina in .n.t n it OTcrlit '

"Will the others give in?"
"No, sir; I think there are very few of

them that will work unless they know what
they will get. borne of them will not work
again anynow."

"How long will it take to finish the ele
vator?"

"Three months."
an offer to work at noon.

The new foreman confronted the strikers
and told them that any of them who would
work could meet him at 12 o'clock and begin
again. The strike of so many laborers pro-
duced some excitement in town and trouble
was anticipated. Captain Hackett, Sergeant
Scott and several officers went to the scene of
the strike at noon to prevent, if necessary,
any disturbance. It was thought that if some
of the men went to work the others would
try to bulldoxe them. Quite a number of the
strikers rerifained about the elevator and
some thought there was mischief intended,
and that some concerted action had been
agreed upon. A good many of them had
dispersed.

At 12 o'clock most of them were present
to see who had weakened. They appeared
to have no plan of action, and with one ex
ception there was no disturbance. Eight of
tbe men quietly resumed work without any
interference being made. Tbe police re
mained on the scene until half-pa- st 2 o'clock,
wnen tbe prospect ot a row bad laded away,

A LONE DISTURBING ELEMENT.
As already said, there wag only one dis

turbing element and that was furnished by
G. W. Williams, colored, who eat a heavier
supply of aqua fortis aboard than was con-
ducive to a just physical and mental equi
poise, ana wno was trying to incite bis lei
lows to something like open rebellion. If
his efforts had remained unchecked, ill re
sults might have followed, but he was speed-
ily hauled in by Sergeant Scott and Officer
CuIIen and placed in the stationhouse. The
new foreman thinks most of the men will fall
into line in the morning, when thev see the
absurdity of their present course. The
men, however, say nay, and claim that the
eight men who went to work to-d- are all
wno are willing to do so.

Outside of the 119 who were under Piper,
there are about fifty men who are engaged
in other kiDds of work and who did not join
the strike. It will be rather awkward for
the contractor if he does not soon get the
labor necessary to complete tbe work.
