this, and in regard to some of the more bur-

densome work the change may be made. Yet
on the maintenance of the present system,
wasteful though, it may be, the existence of
family relation in its perfection, is depend'
ent. It may be just as comfortable, so far a
exemption from cold is concerned, to have
one's house heated 'rom fires built a square
or two away, but what becomes of the glow
ing fireside, the inspirerof so much cheer?
The dinner prepared to suit a hundred tastes
is not the repast in which thoughtful atten-

tion is paid to the likes and dislikes of each
member of a little circle. We do not believe
that all the homea of our ' nation are pre-

pared to give place to a gigantic system of
boarding-houses- ."

FBOeEEM OF MOIOPOLT.
History shows us that one of the abnaea of

all times, under which the people groaned
and the people starved, were the monopolies
which monarcha granted to their favorites,
or sold when in want of money. Singular it
is to see a free people like the Americans
establishing monopolies without stint, and
without thoughts of the future. Our whole
protection system is the creation and main-

tenance of a system of monopolies; salt mo-

nopoly, lucifer match monopoly, Bessemer-ste- el

monopoly, paper-makin- g monopoly,
finishing off with ship-buildi- monopoly
that has almost cleared the ocean of Ameri-

can bottoms. Then we have tyrannical rail-

road monopolies, and now the Western
Union company has become a vast monopo-
ly. It has just added the Northwestern to
its other accumulations, and will soon make
charges and rules, and restrictions that all
the people of the United States must submit
to and obey. This state of things cannot go
on always.

Barney Lillard, of Oakley, Arkansas

In all
the southern half of Arkansas and North
Louisiana no rain has fallen to do any good
for seventy-fiv- e days, and I know of six
counties lying contiguous that will not make
more than one-four- th of a crop, and from
what I can hear the balance, of the State
not much better. I saw this week bells of

cotton not aa large as a pigeon's egg that had
opened, and all upland cotton will le
opened by September 1st. Texas can't make
one half the cotton that was made last year.
The fact of cotton opening so early is a sure
sign of a bad crop. I never hear of any
shortage in cotton until the crop is sold and
out of the planter's hand, and it is singularly
etrange that the planters do not have crop
reports of their own."

A TIMELY DISCOVERY.
The four-mil- e liquor law is now one of the

There is a "univer
sity" on Greasy Creek, and the thirsty citi-

zens of that vicinity were in despair. What
with the four-mil- e arrangement regarding

Now, Atlanta is a small city ol 37,000 inhab-
itants, with very limited hotel accommoda
tions. W ill the crowds that go there be com-
fortably housed and fed? This is a question
of vital importance. Hi nee on the lomfort
and enjoyment of the visitors will depend
in no small measore the success of the
exposition. If strangers are made
uncomtortaole ana wretched there througn
lack of hotel accommodations, and moreover
become the prey oi restaurant sharks, they
will come away disgusted with the whole
thing. This would hardly tend to promote
the cood feeling; between .northerner and
Southerner which is looked forward to as one
of the good results of the Exposition. The
managers oi the enterprise cannot give too
much attention to this matter. It is their
business to see that ample arrangements for
accommodating the multitudes that will be
in attendance are made in season and to take
every precaution to protect them against ex
horbitant prices and other impositions.

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GEN. LESLIE COMBS.

The Leading" Points In the Lire ana

Character of One of Kentucky's
Distinguished Sons.

Three Score Tears Spent la the Service

f His SUte and Country His
Private Life.

Cor. Cincinnati Enquirer.
Lxximotoh, Et., August 22, 1881.

One of the oldest citizens of Kentucky, and
among the most prominent, General Leslie

oinlM, died at his home in tbiscity
lia was a lengthy and, in some respects, re

markable career. Hardly an event of much
niporlance occurred between the years 1812

and 1 8(1(1 with which he was not to some ex
tent identified, and from the close of the sec-

ond war with England until the breaking out
of the war of Secession, he was actively en-

gaged in all sorts of plans for advancing the
political and commercial interests of his
country. For sixty years he held a high
place in the regard of his lellow-citize- oi
Kentucky, and his death, therefore, will be
learned with regret, although in the nature
of things it could not have been unexpected.

General Leslie Lmbs was the son oi lap--

tain Benjamin Combs and his wife, Sarah
Richardson, and was born in Clark county,
near Boonesboro, November 2tf, 1793, so
that at the time of his death he was in his
eighty-eight- h year. His father was a Vir-
ginian, and had been a captain in the war of
the Revolution. He waa present at York-tow- n

at the surrender of Cornwallis, a hun-
dred years ago. Benjamin Combs was also a
great hunter, and was celebrated in his con-
flicts with the Indians of the Northwest. He
nettled in what is now Clark county, Ken
tucky, in 1S72. He is buried near Boones-bor- oj

and upon his tombstone is this inscrip-
tion: "Revolutionary Officer and Hunter, of
Kentucky."

Leslie Combs s mother waa born near An
napolis, Maryland. With such ancestry it
was no wonder that Leslie Combs early dis
played a spirit of adventure and a taste for
arms. He received a good education under
Rev. John Leslie, a distinguished Presby-
terian minister and teacher in the early days
of Kentucky. After that he had served a while
n the omce ot b. 11. oodson. Clerk of the

Courts of Jewamine county. While in this
situation the war broke outj and in 1812
Leslie Combs) then in his nineteenth year,
entered the army as a cadet under General
Winchester, m the rirst Regiment of Ken
tucky Volunteers. He was selected to be the
bearer ol dispatches lrom that othcer to
General Harrison, which duty he performed
under great hardships, having to pass through
a country infested by Indiana, then in league
with the British Government, under the com
mand of what is traditionally believed to be
the ablest . Indian general America
has. ever seen, Tacnmseh. After that,
in 1813, Leslie Combs was made
captain of scouts. He became familiarly
known as the boy captain, and with bis com
mand was attached to the army ot General
Green Clay, ordered to the relief of Fort
Meigs. It was highly necessary that General
Harrison, who was holding the beleagun-- d

lort, should be apprised of. General Clay's
approach. Captain Combs volunteered to

the hazardous duty, and picking a
tw men, known to him lor their bravery and

prudence, he started on bis Dilation. lis k&i
not underrated the danger, and' after much
privation and numerous skirmishes with the
red --skins he reached the tort nearly ex
hauflted and with only two of the men wuh
whom he started out. Subsequently he took
part in the bloody battle which ended in the
defeat of Colonel Dudly off Fort Meigs, May
6, 1813. In this engagement he was twice
wonmied and taken prisoner. J.ike his
unlucky fellow-prisoner- he was com
pelled to run ths gauntlet between
two Ions rows of Indian?, who buf
feted theui with clubs, the poor prisoner
ncing lortunato who cfciped with his J lie.
Captain Combs, being nimble on foot and
quick of eye, succeeded in evading the blows
aimed at him, and winning the admiration
of his captors. Afterward the Indiana held

sort ol consultation of war, and then
danced the war-danc- e. This was followed
by the d murder of the
prisoners. An Indian would walk np to a
prisoner and shoot him dead, after which the
red devils would dance, and then repeat the
murderous paatime. Captain Combs was
awaiting his time to come like the rest, when
Tecumseh appeared upon the scene. Learn
ing what was going on, be made a speech to
the Indians. General Combs described him
as a man of imposing presence, having feat-
ures whose regularity resembled the Cau-
casian face more than the Indian. His voice
was singularly rich and sonorous, and his
gestures graceful. His words had a good ef-

fect, and the slaughter of prisoners was
stopped at once. Afterward Captain Combs
was, with other prisoners, conveyed bare- -
looted to the lake, where he was put on
board a British transport ship, and detained
until exchanged.

After the war Captain Combs returned to
his home loaded with honors, his name hav-
ing been honorably mentioned in the dis-
patches of General Harrison. He studied
law and began to practice in ISIS in Lex
ington, iayette county, where he resided
until his death. He took an active part in

olitica aa a Whig, and was elected to the
egislature in 1827. He was several time

and was Speaker of the House in
1846. He served his last term in that bodv
from 1857 to 1859. In 1851 he ran for Con
gress against John C. Breckinridge and was
defeated alter an exciting contest, hen
the war of Hecesrion broke ont he took sides
with the Union party and rendered efficient
asistanoe in keeping Kentucky in the Lnion.
In 1S60 he was elected Clerk of tbe Court of
Appeals, and held it nntil 1866, when he de
clines a ratti lor ana ne was suc-
ceeded by non. Alrin Duvol. In 1836 he
raised a regiment for the Southwestern fron
tier at the time of tbe Texas Revolution.
Lie afterward served with distinction in tbe
Mexican war, a one of the veterans of
which he was receiving a pension at the time
of bis death. As has been said, he was an
ardent Whig and a great admirer and friend
of Mr. Clay, whom he twice supported for
tiie Presidency. He went as a Cisy dele-ga- le

to the Harrisburg convention," which
nominated General Harrison, the hero of
Tippecanoe,in whose support Captain Combi
canvassed many Ktatee dressed in hunting
shirt and sash like those worn by General
Harrison in the war.

The citizens of Newcastle county, Dela
ware, prevented Leslie Combs with a hand
some silver service in testimony of his
in this cinTM. The inscription read : "To
General Leslie Combs, of Kentucky, from
number of his Whig friendx in Newcastle
county, Delaware, and in testimony of their
regard for him as a patriot and soldier in the
Northwestern campaign of 1812-1- 3, while
yet a youth, and aa the able and eloquent
vindicator of hi old General, the hero of
Tippecanoe, in the political campaign of
1810." In IS 1 1 he w&s concpicuou.i once
more in his support of Henry CI ay for the
Presideucv, and received from the Whip of
New York a similar testimonial of their
esteem appropriately inscribed. For sixty
years Ucncral Combs practiced law, in
which profession ha was regarded as one of
the brilliaut intellect of tLc State. He
married in 1319 to MI Margaret Trotter, t
layette county, by wuom be had eleven
children. After the death of his wile he waa
married again in 1843 to Mis Mary Eliza
Browuell, daughter of Kinhop Browuell, of
Connecticut, by whom he bad three children.
Few of this large family are now living.

Geueral Comb was largely with
the railroad enterprises of Kentucky, and
particu'arly with the Kentucky Central, then
Coviogtou aud Lexincton, of which I e was
once President, and with the Lexington and
Danville. It was he who erected the great
towers that Hurinount the rocWy clitfsi.n either
side of the Kentucky river at High Bridge,
on the Cincinnati Southern. The great piers
are ol masive masonry, a:i-- j were designed to
support a suspension bridge. Tbe track of
the Cincinnati Southern now runs through
the arch at the base of each tower. An in
scription on ono tower informs the traveler to
whose public spirit the great structure isdue.
Tbey will continue to stand as an enduring
monument in memory of the eminent soldier
and citizen.

In his declining years he had much litiga
tiou with the Kentucky Central on account
ot losses sutlered at their hand. lie was
man of unblemished reputation for honesty.
and at the time of his death, in greatly re
duced circumstances, he owed no man
cent. It was his pride in his advanced age
to meet regularly with the surviving veterans
of the war of 1812, and sometimes made
lengthy trips to gratify his desire to shake
hands with his old comrades. His ability as
a public speaker, his wit and the fire min
gled with some irascibility and anecdotine
tendency, made him always a welcome guest
and entertaining talker, hie reported the
absentees at the roll-cal- l, stating where and
when they died and the battle. For the last
year he has been mostly confined to his
room, where he saw his visitors. About
year ago he told the .writer that he wished
to publish a complete autobio
graphy, and wished the writer's as-

sistanoe to act as amanuensis, lie ap-
peared afterward to have given up tbe
project, at least he did nothing toward mak
ing the booK. bile he continued to walk
the streets, his tall, lank form, always, in
winter and summer, thinly olad (for he
despised overcoats), was aa object of remark.

Latterly he supported his tottering footsteps
with a long cane. When he first began to use
the cane, about three years ago, he remarked,
laughingly, that he believed he was getting
old, for be ..felt something wrong about his
knees. He was the conspicuous fignre at the
recent Centennial celebration of the first set-
tlement of Lexington, at which he made a
public speech, in which he promised to be
present at the 'next Centennial. . His death
removes, indeed, a landmark from our midst,
and one whose place cannot be filled.

Continued Solidity of Business Manifest

New York, August 24. The rpretsays:
The early strength and advance in the stock
market y was based on a feeling that
prices had reached the bottom, although there
might be a temporary decline in case of the
demise of the President. Ths basis of this
feeling, which ha undoubtedly led to con-
siderable purchases of stocks for long ac-
count within the past two days, is a growing
belie! nrst, that tbe necessary disbursements
for the five per cent and the influx of gold
from Europe tend to keep money easy; aud,
second, that tbe railroad war i
liable to be settled at any moment when it
suits the interests of certain railway mag
nates. As against these "bull" theories the
"bears" contend that the Treasury disburse-
ment are likely to be slow, and that money
will continue to work; that the railroad w ir
is no nearer a settlement than ever; that the
crops of the country are short, and they are
not slow to take advantage ol any little inci
dent to check the upward course of prices by
making a drive against the market, as was
the case soon after mid-da- y y, when
money rose to 1 1-- per cent, per diem, and
there was a temporary reaction from the best
quotations of the morning.

The Week's Exchanges.

No small share of the large exchanges last
week was due to speculative operations.
Putting New York aside, we find dealings in
grain caused unusual transactions at Mil-
waukee, where the gain, in comparison with
the corresponding week last year, was 10.C
per cent., and at Chicago, U Louis, Cincin-
nati and Kansas City undoubtedly exchanges
were swelled by the same cause. Though
sales of stocks here amounted to 10,030.914
shares, and exchange's less than double, the
market value of shares sold was So9i,lo,000.

Ihe town of Birmingham has a
population of about 1500, and is peculiarly
under tbe patronage of the Louisville and
Nashville Railroad. The next point ia Tus
caloosa, Alabama, which is of le commer-
cial importance than Birmingham. The line
terminates at Meridian, Mwisdippi, where it
competes with the Selma, Rome and Dallou
and the Mobile and Ohio."

ON THE SANTA FE TRAIL

Ancient and Modern Traffic Across the
Plains Bnllwhackers Who Were

and Trains that Are.

From the --Dssoari Elver to Santa Fe
In the Olden Days A Picture

Worth Studying.

It is not necessary for a man to be very
venerable to remember all about it. It was
less than twenty years ago. Some of the
older residents of Westport, Lexington or
Platte City, in Missouri, will tell you that
they were here when those somewhat decayed
towns were very lively because of their traffic
across the desert, and when there was plenty
of money, a big crowd, and considerably ac-

companying deviltry. Twenty-tw- o years
ago, my own first glimpse of Kansas City
showed me a steamboat landing, with three
or four warehouses, a tavern, and a deep cut
through a yailow hill to get away from the
I lace bv. Uu the blun above there were sev
eral "groceries" the merchantable stock
therein consisting of sundry barrels of what
was then known as "jig-water- and some
unctious piles of thick bacon. Some of
these, to say the truth, are there yet;
the same, or worse. This was all
by and for what waa called the
Santa Fe trade. It was even before Califor
nia came forward prominently, or the sublime
sentiment of "Pike.'e Peak or Bust" had been
enunciated. All Kansas was almost as un-
inhabited a Llano is now, and the
bunalocs came and drank out of tbe Mi- -

soun. ironi among the cotton woods that
fringed the mouth of the Kaw aroso innumer
able columns of thin blue smoke. Bt side the
yellow roads, and dotting the hill were the
lozenge-shape- d village formed by wagons
drawn into hollow squares. AH day the sharp
detonations of the bull-whi- fell upon the
ear, as constant as picket firing. Gsunt,

long-horne- d bullocks wan-
dered everywhere, sometimes worn out and
stupid, often sullen and combative. The
usual one long street ot the village which
formed the depot of 'a great trade
was lined snJ crowded with gigantic wagon
and Ion teams from end to
end. There were few women in those days,
and tbe male passenger was obliged to pick
his devious way among horns, noses, yokes,
hubs and big chains, no such wagons as
those were ever utd before, or will he made
again. It was nino or ten feet from the floor
of tbe box to lha top of the canvas. About
sixtv hundred weight were considered a fair
load for a team of twelve oxen, for a jour
ney of loCO miles over plains, sand, etoneg,
ravin?, rivcra everything. Humanity took
strange forms in thoe days. The "bull-whacke-

a everybody called him and he
chlled biinrcif, was not like the miner, ranch-ms- n

or frontier jman of these times. lie was
himself a He could bring
out the capacities ot a string of oxen as no
other man who ever lived could. He ac-

quired (kill like unto that of a Japanese
juggler in the use of the mon-
strous whip that trailed behind him in
the grass some fourteen feet, and could
be heard singing through the air and
going oft in a aeries of sharp explosions in a

of a second thereafter. There was
to him no joy in life like lying under a
wagon with his chin upon his crossed arms.
He was the original great unwashed, as
matter of fact and habit, and to know him
was to understand how greatly ordinary life
is burdened bv useless ceremonies and super
fluities. The plain between the Missouri
and the New Mexican mountains a very
long reach of country were very much live-
lier then than tbey are What has
relapsed into primeval desolation now twin-
kled with camp-fire- s twenty years ago, and
there were echoes of barbaric song and mer
riment where now perhaps domestic cattle
range, but where for years no man has slept
or sung. There were millions in it, too.
A loaded tram represented $100,000 or $200,
000. There was a great deal of it, also. An
attenuated string of white specks that in the
intense sunshine trailed itself over hill and
dale along the verge of the horizon were sel-

dom out of sight. One would scarce think
it could occur to these creeping caravans to
rnn races with each other, but tbey some-
times grotesquely did so, and staked con
siderable sums of money upon the result.
Like sailors, these freighters were reticent
people, and New Mexico, the queerest coun
try that was ever under the American nag,
remained a terra mcogntta. 1 he old ones in
those Missouri towns never found out any
thing about it. It was, nntil eight or ten
years ago, as far off as China. The

voyager seems seldom to have de
serted and stayed there, and only rarely could
a "greaser" be found stranded among the
Missouri cotton woods. Irathc and inter
course came and went thus from time imme-
morial to about 1802. Then two or three
impecunious individuals in a Kansas village
and one especially, dreamed the. idea ot
railroad upon the Santa Fe trail. It was an
idea that ought then' to have sent the
author of it to a lunatic asylum,
there had been any, and ought now
to pertietuattt him in bronze. I knew
him. He had a pleasant and- - insinuating
manner, and as far back as 1860 the awful
year that none of the few who were here
then will ever forget he used sometimes to
speak of the scheme he had. As he blandly
expatiated nobody believed in it, and as I
pas him in the street now I say to mvself,
"I wonder if Ae believed in it?-- ' Yet I know
ha hammered that idea until it finally took
shape. It is an immense sffair very little
like a dream now the furthest-reachin- g line
of ties and rail so far ever laid by a single
corporation, ror the first time we have go
our hands upon the real treasures of th
Empire of the Incas, the vsst region of
mountains and loneliness, of coal, gold, cop-
per and aiiver, of tropical luxuriance and
Arc'ic barrenness, whose Spanish inhabitants
lived very much as tbey are living now belere
this Republic was born.
