THE DOUGLAS MOSl'MENT.

Description af the Work and Mow It
Was Executed Its Completion.

Chicago Times, August 21st

After years of careful study, painstaking
labor and persistent effort, the Douglas mon-

ument is at last complete On Thusday at
noon the fourth and last was placed
on the south front of the pedestal, thus com-

pleting the series of bronse bag reliefs sym-

bolical
in

of American progress, the subjects of
which in their order are: Aboriginal In-

dian
of

scenes, pioneer log-cab- scene, com-

merce and enterprise, represented br rail-

roads, vessels, merchandise and warehouses
and telegraph lines, and legislation, the tab-
let put in position on Thursday last The
bas-reli- ef representing legislation is a very
elaborate and handsome one, and embraces
eighteen figures. Like the other bronses of
the series, it is an oblong plate eight feet by
three feet in its dimensions, and commands
more attention from the fact that the figures
represented in the group are good portraits
of some of the most celebrated men in his-

tory. The scene represents a public hall of
Doric architecture. John C. Calhoun occu-

pies the chair", and, Henry Clay is in the act
of speaking to those around him. Douglas '

is leaning against a pillar intent upon Clay s
speech ; near him sits Daniel Webster, and
the central groan is completed by Abraham
Lincoln and John Quincy Adams. The
side group includes W. II. Seward, Thomas
II. Benton, Cfoveroor Cullom and the late
Joseph E. Smith, a prominent Democratic
member of the Illinois Legislature, to whose
instrumentality the passage of the State ap-

propriation for the completion of the monu-
ment was largely due. Thus appropriately
crowning that beautiful spot on the lake
shore which he loved so well, a site selected
by himself for a home destined never to be
built, the'im posing monument to the memory
of Douglas rears its lofty column and em-

phasizes the renown of the illustrious dead.
Beneath the proud statue and polished shaft
is the massive tomb within which rests the
ashes of Illinois' illustrious son; and around
the noble and artistic tribute to his memory
smile lovely gardens whose wealth of foliage
and fragrant blossom adorn and grace the
tomb instead of the ' homestead ot the cele-
brated statesman. The corner-ston- e of the
monument was laid on the 13th of June,
1866, President Andrew Johnson, Secretary
Seward and a Inrge number of public men of
the State and nation assisting at the cere-
mony. The entire cost of the monument and
grounds, completed as they are at present, is
$97,000. The colossal statue of Douglas sur
mounting tne top ot the column, looking
eastward over the lake, is nine feet nine
inches high, and represents him standing in
repose with a scroll in his left hand pressed

gainst tne nip ana the right hand thrust un
der the lapel of hia tightly-buttone- under
coat, lhe fonr pedestals at the base are
occupied by heroic size statues representing
Illinois, History, Justice 'and Eloquence in

tting attitudes. All these statues are dif
ferently, composed and robed in harmonious
and classical garments. The four
n the paneUot the main baseol superstruc

ture represent the advance of civilization in
America All the. statues includiug the
large Douglas figure, were first modeled in
clav by Mr. Leonard W. Volkf in Chicago,

1 aft'r being approved by the Commit! liv
ers were cast in plaster of Paris and in that
form forwarded to M. J. Power, of New York,

ho reproduced them in the b.-s-t bronze,
Diue parts copper, eight parts tin and two
parts zinc. The s, after being mod- -

led Voile.. were ciit bronz: br
Fisher & Bro.of New York. The octagonal
base coping, of Lemont (III.) limestone, is
seventy feet in diameter. The farst of the
three circular bases of the substructure is
forty-tw- o feet two inches in diameter, and
the hight of the three together is four feet
three inches; " The tomb is octagonally

twentr feet threa inches in diam
eter, and ten feet high to the plinth-bas- e of
superstructure. Its chamber is eight feet

ine inches square by seven feet two liit-he-

igh. The pedestal at each of the four cor
ners of the tomb is six feet high, with base
four feet two inches square. The octagonal-
ly formed pedestal of the superstructure above
the tomb is eighteen teet ten inches high to
the circular-bas- e of the column. Its plinth- -
base is fifteen feet in, diameter.) The length
of the column, including its base, which is
two feet thick, is "forty-si- x feet five
inches, and it is five feet two inches

diameter at the - base, with a diam
eter of three feet six inches at the top. The
cap, including the ornamented frieze, is four
feet six inches high, and the statae-bas- e

above is two feet high, making the entire
ight of the monument, including the statue.

ninety-fiv-e feet nine inches. The ornamenta-
tion cut in the granite consists of a wreath
and the letter "D on the lintel of the tomb
door.7 There are raised shields on the corner
of the main base of superstructure, the pe
destal ol which is ornamented with festoons
and wreaths of laurel, and flambeaux on the
octagonal corners all in high .

marked by belts of raised stars, indicating
the number ot states, anil the lrieze ol the
cap is encircled with oak leaves in high rc--

L w ltoin the tomb-chamc- cr repose the
remains of Senator Douglas, in an iron cas
ket, which is placed m a white marble sar
cophagus, lined with lead.. The following
inscription is lettered on the front side:

Stephen A. Douglas, born April 16, 1813.
Died June 3, 1861. Tell my children to obey
the laws and uphold the Constitution."

Mr. David Dudley Field moved a resolu
tion .at .the International Law Conference
now sitting at Cologne, providing for the ex
clusion of assassination from the category of
political crimes in all extradition treaties,
and tor the denial to awasaina of the privil-
ege of .asylum. The fact that the resolution
was carrie i with little, if any; discussion by
acclamation, shows what a deep impression
the recent attempts on the lives of high poli-
tical personages have made even on the
minds of the very reflective class who fre-
quent conferences on international law. Mr.

having endeavored to stimulate them into
decided measures by mentioning that there
was a strong lecling in America that assassi
nation should be stamped out. In this he is
probably correct, but the existence of this
feeling is quite compatible with the existence
alfo of a strong disinclination to disrrgsrd
any of the old precautions against giving lhe
aid ot American law to any sort ot tyrauny
or opnrersion., , We must not lose siebl
either of the past or the future of free
government because political assassins hap
pen t be jast mw unusually active, and if
Mr. Field s resolution is reported correctly.
the members ol the Uonterence seem to nave
done so.

Captain llowgate'a Peculations.
Captain Uowgate's bail has been increased

to - It is not probable, the in
vestigators sar, that his defalcations will
reach $400,000. According to indicatiot s
thus fsr discovered, he appropriated to his
own use about of the ruonev
which passed through his hands. His plan
of operations was to secure duplicate vouch
ers from firms of which he purchased sup
plies representing that the money to pay for
them came from the appropriations of two
different years, and must lie kept sep
arate. A dispatch to the Boston Jlerald savs:
"The peculations extended to nearly every
branch of the expenditure of the $oOO,000
annual appropriation lor the Signal Service.

Kathinka de P born on the 7th of Sep

tember, 1839, was the only daughter of Count
Michael de P-- a great land-own- 111 the
vicinity of Warsaw. In the bosom of a lov
ing ianiily she spent the first twelve years ol
her life, which promised to end as happily

It had begun. In October, 1871, little
Kathinka was sent to a boarding-schoo- l in
the vicinity of Stuttgart, and she afterward
completed her education at Lyons, in France,
aud at the University ot Zurich, la the
summer ot 1878 the young Countess returned

her father s castle,' fully developed in
mind and body, an ornament to her sex, and
the pride of her tamtly. lhe next autumn
she gave her hand to her lover, Victor de F.

ictor was fully equal to his bride in mental
and material advantages, and the felicity of
the young couple appeared to be secured
against all attacks from without. But how
strange was their destiny!

lhe old (Jount de 1'. and his wite had been
involved in political controversies which
ended by both of them being banished to Si
beria. Victor de Jr who-- had played a rote
in the unfortunate movement, fled in time to
the United States, and succeeded in findiDg a
situation in Baltimore which gave but
wretched supimrt to himself aod his wife.
At the end of May he bci out to find another
situation, and on the bth of Julv. Drovided
with very Blight meaus, tbey started for the
far West. The journey 'as fortunate until
they took the railroad between Chicaga and
JJubuque. In the carsot the Illinois Central
Kulroad the unlucky man was struck with
apoplexy, and died at once. Deprived of all
means of help, the miserable wife, with her
child six months old, arrived in Dubuque,
where, with the aid of charitable persons, she
was able to give her beloved husband a proper
banal.

From Dubuque she desired to go St. Louis,
but her money only sufficed to take her as
far as Davenport, and from there she was
helped on to Muscatine.

had been brought ashore. Of the body of
the child nothing had yet been discovered.
The various articles confided to ns were sent
on the same day to Kussia by Morris's Eu
ropean Express, accompanied by a letter and
certificate ot death.
