East Saginaw, Mich., September 5.
There has been no rain in six weeks in the
Saginaw valley. Heavy fires are burning,
doing immense damage to property. The
trains on the Saginaw Valley and St. Louis
Kailroad were stopped by fire and
also on the Cairo branch of the Saginaw and
Bay City division of the Michigan Central
Bailroad. The people are fighting fire in
every direction. Telegraphic communication
with St. Louis is cut off. The wires are down
between Vassar and Detroit. Several
miles of fence on the Flint and
Pere Marquette Kailroad were burned

Porters Station, on the the St.
Louis road, was burned up this afternoon.
Reports of numbers of farmhouses, barns and
crops being burned in Sanginaw snd Tuscola
counties come in. Probably $100,000 worth
of property has been destroyed in the valley
during the past week. The crops are about
ruined in many sections by the drought. It
ia rumored that the village of Elmsdale is
burned.

The II cut and the Bain Fires in Canada.
Tokonto, September 5. To-da- y was the

hottest day since 1854. Bush fires are do-
ing immense damage. Twenty-seve- n barns
were burned in Ihe neighborhood of New
Lowell. Trains going north on the Welling-
ton Gray and Bruce Kailroad are said to be
prevented from going further than Palnier-sto- n,

owing to the railroad ties being burned
away in several places. In the Uptergrove
district twenty-seve- n families were burned
out Prayers were offered in all the churches
Sunday for rain. The village of Vigo is
reported bHrned. In Hillsdale the Wesleyan
parsonage has been destroyed.

Confront the Apaches Circumstantial
Account of tbe Battle from Offi- -t

clal Sources Treachery of
f the Indians.

They were Aroused by the Arrest of the
Medicine Man, Who had Ihreat-eue- d

the Massacre of All tbe
Whiles in the Country.

San Fbancisco, September 6. A Tucson
dispatch which the Citizen has received is as
lollrwB:

' Camp Thomas, September 5, 1881.
lieutenant Stanton of the Sixth cavalry,

wiin miriY-uire- e men as an escort, reached
herefrom Camp Apache last evening abont
seven o'clock with the following dispatch
from that point, dated September 1st:

General Carr, Colonel of the Sixth Cavalry,
left here August 27th with troops D and E,
Sixth Cavalry, aad a company of Indian
scouts, one hundred and five men, intending
to arrest the Apache medicine man who has
been endeavoring to get the Indians to break
out. As they reached Cibicn Creek, forty- -
nve mnes west 01 nere, at ii o clock pjn on
30th, they found six hundred Indians camped
mere, ana arrested tne medicine man
without resistance. The command then
went a few miles from the main Indian vil
1 ae ana camped. Ihe pack train was

when tko Indians began arriving
from every point, but keeping along a range
of bluffs, some three hundred yards off. Some
of the Indian scouts having left their own
camp and come into camp, Captain
Ilertig ordered them to leave. While doing to
the Indians turned and fired, killing Captain
Ilertig instantly. The fight then became
general. The troops formed a skirmish line,
driving the Indians back some distance.
The herders were killed by the first volley and
the herd stampeded. The fight began at 4
o'clock and lasted nearly three hours,
until darkness, when the Indians drew
off toward their own camp. It is impossible
to tell how many whites were killed. A
council was held, aud it was decided that it
was impossible to hold the position against
such a large force. There was but one way
out of camp, and that was through a bad
canon. The herd was rounded np, and it was
found the D troop haJ lost thirty-thre- e

horses, troop eight, and the pack train
seven mules. Several were badlv shoL
They hastily gathered up the dead and found
even men and officers. Captain Hertig

was killed. They buried them inside
the tent of Carr's which, with everything but
the saddles and amunition, was left on the
field as a blind to cover the retreat. Three
badly wounded soldiers were placed on
horses. At 11 o'clock the command started
on the retreat lor this post. One of the
wounded men died at 4 o'clock next morn-
ing. The Indians did not follow, evidently
thinking them still at Cibicu. General Carr
made a forced mtrch, not stopping any where
until he reached this post at 4 p.m. on the
81st. The troops were badlv used up
with hunger and fstigue, Hos-tile- s

are swarming through tbe
country and come within a mile of this post.
This morning they burned several buildings.
stampeded a large herd ol cattle and then
drew off to the mountains. A courier who
started out was killed within twenty miles
of here. The Mormon settlers north of
ns roust be suffering heavily. We can do
nothing until reinforcements reach us. The
Indians cut the telegraph lines every few
rods for miles.

Next morning they made a demon
stration against this post, attacked in the
afternoon, but were repulsed.

Are Deseribad la Their Beat Conditlaa
as Oaly Mielalias;, bat the Balk is

Thoroughly Bad.

London, September 5. The Mark Lane
Express, in its review of the grain trade for
the past week, says: "During the week prog
ress nas oeen made with harvesting, but the
best condition has been middling, while the
bulk has been thoroughly bad. Since Tues--
aay the weather has been cloudy, cold and
rainy. Ihe cold has checked the sprouting
of the grain, but also retarded its ripening in
the late districts, especially in Scotland,
where there have been frosts. Reports from
Ireland are decidedly unfavorable. The
results of the British harvest ex-
cise but small influence on
trade. The available foreign supply, and
the shortest time for that supply to arrive,
are questions which most interest the mill-er- a.

The native crops are actually further
from the markets than the American or Rus-
sian crops. The millers have ceased to op
erate Deyond their necessities, because they
think tbey can hold out nntil increased At
lantic shipments have arrived. The weather
has donbtless checked the upward tendency,
but the few samples of grain harvested be-
fore the rain came will bring higher values.
Kates in the provinces continue higher than
in London and in other port markets where
loreign arrivals rule trade, jlour from old
wheat ' is scarce and dear. Foreign trade
has been slow throughout the week; millers
having laid in a working supply await the
developments of trade indifferently, and the
present rate of shipment is decidedly in their
favor. Friday business was small, at a shilling
decline. The oficoast market has been inactive

of sixteen cargoes which arrived five were
sold. No barley or oats off the coast. The
bulk of the British barley crop is available
for grinding only, and prices are ruled by
maize. Foreign was stagnant. Maize was
slightly in buyers' favor. Sales of English
wheat, 21,320 quarters, at 55s 2d per quarter,
against 16,636 quarters at 43s 3d per quarter
the corresponding week last year.

The Hew Bishop of Trier The Compro
mise Between Blsmarrk aad

the Pope.

The conflict between Prince Bismarck and

the Roman Catholics of Germany, as well as
the Pope and the Vatican, began with the
proclamation of the Pope's infallibility, al-
though this docma furnished only the occa
sion, not the reason, for asserting certain po
litical rignts to wnicn tne ueriuan tjnancei-lo-r

saw fit to attach great imponauce. With
that energy and haste which characterize the
great Prussian, the latter carried a number of
laws which placed the Catholic . Lurch of Ger
many at the mercy ot the secular State, and
all refractory clergymen were Biinply
removed from office. The semi-offici- al

Almanaeh dt GoAa for 1880 mentious
twelve Episcopal sees in Prussia, but
three of which were occupied. The issue for
1881 omits the list altogether. The diocese
of Treir shows 250 vacancies in the ordinary
parishes. In the same diocese over 140,000
Catholics have no priests at all, while over
150,0f(0 are not sufficiently cared for. The
latter accounts are taken from the Ultramon-
tane Germania of Berlin, and seem to be sub-
stantially truet The new Bishop of Trier,
Air. xworum, nunerio employed in Alsace-Lorrain- e,

and a member ol the Ultramontane
party, was chosen by the Pope. Cardiual
Jacobini had requested Prince P;TnV
twice to terminate the vacancy at Trier, bnt
both dispatches remained unanswered. Then
the Pope proposed Dr. Korum. who wispromptly accepted, aithouph thA Riahnn.
elect refused the see. and vieldpd nl tn
the Pope's personal reouests. His mnao.
cration took place August 14th, at Rome.
He has since had extensive conferences with
the Pope and with the Prussian Government;
at both places he seems to have been received
with uncorsmcji confidence,' and his appoint-
ment bids fair to terminate what the Germans
call quaintly enough their fight for cul
ture. As tar as appears at this distance,
Prince Bismarck has yielded point after
point, and Bishop Korum will not even take
the ordinary oath of office required by the
laws of Prussia. lie simply promises to
avoid conflicts and to with tko
German Chancellor as far as may be. It
would be a mistake to think of Bishon Ko
rum as if his power and position was that of
a Roman Catholic Bishop in the United
States. The Roman Catholic Bishops in
America have comparatively few rights; they
do not report directly to the Vatican, but to
tne rropaganoa; iney nave no preroga-
tives worth mentioning, and their secu-
lar position is quite modest, They are
in law and in ict Missionary Bishops.
The Bishop of Trier used to be a secular
prince and one of the eight electors who
choose the emperors of Germany. In rank
he was the second elector, and superior
to the elector of Brandenburg. The see of
Trier is the oldest in Germany, and is said
to have been founded nearly eighteen hun-
dred years ago. It used to be very wealthy
and powerful, and still possesses greater art
treasures than does the whole Catholic
Church in the United States. It has lost its
secular sovereignty, but still possesses vir
tual inaepemence ia ecclesiastic.!

friend, rather than his clerk or his servant.
Dr. Koruin, in a word, fills an office of as
great a power as does the Csrdinal-Arch- -

ishop of New York. It is proper to insist
on the secular and political principles on
which Dr. Korum's appointment has been
made. Prince Bismarck wants Catholic
votes; and the Roman Catholic Church in Ger
many wants ecclesiastical freedom. This
freedom has very little to do with s and
theology, for in these anybody can do any-
thing. Eoclasiastical freedom means inde-
pendence of the secular S ate in as many
things as possible. The diocese ' of Trier
would like to accent from Pru.-oi- a as milch
money, cower and hon.ir as hossIIiIa hut nre.
fers to educate and discipline its own clergy.
It will consult with Rome and Berlin, but its
real aim is ecclesiastical independence sim-
ilar to the territorial independence which it
enjoyed in former days. With a terrain al
lowance, bishop Atoruin is the peer of Pope
Leo and Prince Bismarck; his predecessors
were the true equals ot the Pope and the
Brandenburg Electors. This view is not
common; but it seems to be
Gindely, the latest and bes( historian of
the thirty years war,' shows how that
war, commonly called reliuioiu. becran and
continued on secular ground. Relieious
opinion was made the pretext of hostilities;
their real reason lay in princely
egotism and worldly policy. It was
a political war, and Dr. Korum's
promotion to the ancient see ef
Trier is a political act. Viewed in any oth-
er light the whole transaction would be irra-
tional and inconsistent As the case stands.
the v atican and the Prussian Government
have acted' with reason,' and the Roman
Catholics have acted wiseiy. Jt wpuld be
strange if Prince Bismarck had proceeded
contrary to his pwn interests. The old Cath-
olics, on the other hand, are Incidentally
shelved, and their young hopes are buried.
