Repart of the English Railways Com-
mittee.

The Londun Eeonomist says that it is some-
what unusual for a select committee to sub-
mit recommendations to Parliament before
the conclusion of its inguiry. This course
has, however, been followed by the Commit-
tee on Railway Ratea, who, while reporting
th it they have been unable to conclude their
investigntions into the questiona arising in
eonnection with the goods troffic on railways,
an! have been compelled, by want of tim
to postpone all inquiry into the question
passenger fares, state that there are, never-
theless, a few points upon which they have
been able to arrive at definite conclusions.
These are that—

1. It is necessary permanently to maintain
some special tribupal 0 which shall be re-
ferred questions srising aa to the rights and

duties of railway companies in their relations
to the trade and traffic of the country; and
security should be taken that the procedure
of snch tribunal shall be simple, cheap and
expeditious.

2. This tribunal shall have jurisdiction to
b enfurce the provisions of the special acis of
the several railway companies, and should be
empowered to give redress in any cases of il-
legwed illegal charges.

3. A loeus standi before it should be given
to Chamber of Commerce and Agriculture,
an ! similar associations of traders or agricul-
turists, -

4 A revised classification of goods and
marchandise ought to be adopted by the
railway companies, na between themselves
and the publie, such as, under the name of
the Ciearing house classificationn, is aiready
in use as between themwselves. The classifica-
tion ought to bo on sale at & small price for
any person lo buy who wishes to obtain it
5, In the rate-book in use at each railway
station the fixed terminal charge (if any)
which the railway company claims a right
to Jemand in respect of each class, as well
as any o'her terminal charges for services
ren lerad, should be distinguished from the
miloage or mere conveyance charges.

6. ﬁgilwuy compinies should be bound to
make no inerease 1. any rate or rates with-
out giving at lesst uoe month's public notice
in the locality.

" DAN VOORIEES

On Presidentinl Inability—Ie Suggests
the Appointment by Congress of
a Commitiee for the Purpose
of Examining end

Reporting to Congress Upon the Presi-
dent’s Condition, and the Pas-
sage of a Law Declaring
the Suecession.

Terre Havre, Ixp, Beplember 5 —The
Evening Gusette prints » leogthy interview
with Senator Voorhees, of which the follow-
ing points are the most striking: After pre-
misins that the President’s recovery might ex-
tend through his entire remaining term, and
thut there were no precedents in American
history in the matter. The question of in-
ability cannot, certainly, be left o
the decision of the Viee-President,
who maght, if too aspiring, refuse 1o turn
over the office when onee he had assumed it
he would be likely to chunge hands on a very
slight inability, if, as once in history, the
Vice-President was al open war with the
President. Neither has the Cabinet power
to declare the President’s inability, or to in-
vite the Vice-President to act in his place.
They eould not do #o under the Constitution
or under any United States statute. The
questions must be decided by Con-
gress, which will meet in regular seesion
in December. The Government is so well
construeted, strong and harmonious that no
interest will suffer if the President should
not be able to lift his head or speak nntil
hen. Those who would raise necdless diffi-
mlties or present factious questions would
neet heavy condempation st the hands of
the people. The safest, simplest way for
Congress to do would be to ereate a commis-
sion of say five members, embracing the
Chief Justice of the United States Supreme
Court, the Secretary of State, the Surgeon-
General of the Army and two attending sur-
geons, whose duty it should be to determine
whether the President was noable to dis-
charge the duties of his office—the action of
the Viee-President, of course, to depend on
their decigion. The same commission wonld
determine when the President was ngain able
to discharge the duties of his office. Such an
net of Congress might become a law without
the President's signature if he did not veto

it within ten days,

vpon it a tormidable reaction in which all
the prillci\i!u of the revolation were over-
thrown, What, then, is the meaning of the
present situation? Itis that we are at the
end of reaction; the relrograde forces have
exhaunsted themselves, he revolution of
September had its period of initiation from
1862 1o 1864; it period of explosion from
1566 to 1868; its period of affirmation from
1868 to 1874; ita period of reaction from 1874
to 1881; and now it has entered upon its pe-
riod of solutien, which will be governed by
demoeratie idea or not, according as the
democratic party follow a policy of prudence
or a palicy of adverture. The time of revo-
lution i« past, perhaps to return 10 more o
Spain. lwpalee divs away in proportion as
resistance slackens, and resistance to prog-
ress among us prows daily less, Our society
is democratic, formed by demoeracy and for
democracy ; what is not yet democratic is the
State, clothed with ancient forms and sup-
ported by aocient superstitions. Bat ll[h:
Hiate, too, will be demoeratic when demoe-
racy has learned its lessons, when it knows
what it owes to cirenmstances, to history, and
to the conservative elements inherent in all
society.”

They namber, all told, about 500, and have
never yet been thoroughly subjogated, For
the last few years they have occupied the
northesstern part of the San Carloa recerva-
tion, and have drawn their snouities from
the Sill agency, near Fort Apache.

T J.‘?cffemn, the best authority on
Apache Indians, has been interviewed by a
Star reporter. He says that if the scouts have
turned against our soldiers it means a general
outhreak of the Apache Nation. He has pre-
dicted several times the danger of the scouts
turning traitors. He believed the massacre
was fully as bad as reported.

News from Globe City saya that citizens
have been arriving for mgore than a
week past, expecting from the movements
of the Apaches that they contemplated mis-
chief. It ia hardly probablethat the Indians
will disturb that point. It is generally be-
lieved that the hostiles are moving into the
Black Range, in New Mexico. Southern
Arizona is too thickly settled for them. Itis
not likely that they will get further south
than now, unlesa they attempt to escape into
Sonora.

“The reports from the vicinity of Fort
Apache of the hostiles are confirmed by fresh
arrivals of Indian ruoners, but no message
from Major Cochran or the troops sent to
their relief has boen received. In the attack
on the post the Indians were recklessly brave
and defiant, one of them riding General Carr's
horse into the parade ground, whirling and
firing as he passed out, He is a brother of
Civina, and is a Mexican captive among the
Apaches. The troops are being hurried for-
ward and strong reinforcements are needed.
Reporta come in thst in the attack on the
vost & Lieutenant and seven men were killed,
f this be true, it was I\l‘Ub:ll!'l?‘ Lieatenant
Gurndon, of the Bixth cavalry.” The latest
officisl dispatch says: “This evening the
southern lerritory is not believed to be in any
danger. The Chericahuas and agency
Apaches are reported all quiet. The news
of Carr’s disaster has not been contradicted.
The southern posts are still garrisoned, and
troops are being pushed forward day and
night. HASKELL, A D.C.”

The Ktory of ithe Apache Uprising.

Sax Fraxcrsoo, September 5.—A dispatch
from Tuocson, Arizona Territory, says: Gen-
eral Carr was in command at Fort Apache,
the force consisting of two compadies of the
Sixth cavalry and one of infantry. After
leaving a suflicient force to protect the public
property at Apache, he had but sixty-five
enlisted men ol the Sixth cavalry and five
officers. The medicine man who was at the
bottom of the trouble, had been for some
weeks past predicting to the White Mountain
Indians that when thecorn was ripe he would
raise all their dead chiefs, and the whites
would then be driven outef their country.
This was sufficient to warrant the conclusion
that preparations were being made by the
tribe to brenk ont as soon as they had gath-
ered their harvests, Ueneral Carr was

ordered to arrest the medicine man. He
doubted his alility to do eo with his
small force ngainst the whole

tribe, which had been worked up to the
belief thet their medicine man wounld raise
their dead chiefa, The circomstances attend-
ing the disaster were such that it conld have
hardly been avoided. Anoutbreak has been
feared for the last two weeks, The Apache
country settlers have been predicting trouble.
There are not lesz than 10,000 Indians on the
San Carlos reservation. Fully as many are
in the Navajo tribe, which is located from
sixty to cne hundred miles morth of the
White Mountain triba, A large number of
vonng bucks of both the San Carlos and
Navajos have been visiting the White Moun-
taing recently, and it is believed they were
engaged ih the fight. It is reported by the
ronners that the fight continued all day
of the 30th ultimo. Every bill and
canon was swarming with red devile. The
news from the lower San Pedros lnst night is
to the effect that Eskemigun, Chief of the
Aravipos, and Chief Sagulo, have warned
the whites to leave the valley, or prepare to
defend themselves, that something was wrong
with the Indians on the reservations. Both
of the chiefs are warm friends of the whites.
Yesterday afternoon the engineer of a freight
train coming west was surprised at the sud-
den appearance of alarge body of mounted
Indians, near Wilna, west of Gage. They
’ﬂ"l“ﬁi the train for about four miles, when
he opened the throttle-valve and sped away.
He did pot know whether they were armed
or not. He ecalculated the number at 150.
The band scattered when last seen, part go-
ing north, the remainder south. He sncoun-
tered another large band about eight miles
west of Willcox. These did not show any
disposition to trouble the train.

A report from Bowie Station says thata
band jumped a ranche twelve miles yuth of
Bowie. There are about forty men at Dowie,
but only four guns. They have made forti-
fications of baled hay, of which there is
a large quantity there. Last night a num-
ber of signal fires were seen in the mountaine
both morth and south of Bowie, which were
kept in active operation for several hours
If these reporis be true there is no doubt but
that these are Mescalro bands moving ont
of Somora and Chihuahua northto aid the
White Mountain Indians, Captain M. H.
Stacey, of the Twelith infantry, and Captain
A. T. Smith of the Eighth infantry, with two
seouts and twenty enlisted men from Fort

Yums passed through here for Thomas
at 4 o'clock s, They  will
march sixty-five miles from  Wilcox

on foot to Thomas, Major Melelland with
sixty enlisted men of the Sixth cavalry has
left Lowell for Thomas, and goes via Old
Fort (Grant to cheerve the movements of the
Indians on the lower San Pedro. I half the
reports are true there is fear of a general up-
rising of the Apache Nation, which means a
war of extermination.

The cabman wonld probably, had
he been a hostler, not have experienced it,
As it was, fioding his life inwolerable, he
made the only change within his means, A
journey 1o Leadville i= costly, “a bare bod-
kin” is cheap. Tt must not be concluded that
a quiet exterior, demure manners, and do-
mestic habils necessarily indicate that the
demon of unrest ix not there, “Thousands,”
piays “Jane Eyre,” “are condemned to a stiller
lot than mine, and thousands are in silent
revolt against their destiny,” There are
nuiet bosiness men goirg down Broadway in
the morning and back again at night who
feel at times as though they positively
must cut and rum and get ont of the
wmill-round, they are so iotolerably sick
of the sameness of their existence,
Yet no ong, perhaps, has an iden of what
they are feeling. The best antidote to thisis
a good annual holiday, with an entire
change of seene, It id in the end, oftentimes
in every respect, Lthe best mental and physical
economy, and does much to give lifelong
elasticity. One of the wisest men 1n this
generation—than whom very few got more
out of life—was Sir Henry Holland, who
every vear took, apart from his family, albeit
tenderly attached to them, a clear two
months holiday, and this, too, when enjoying
a Londom practice of $40,000 a vear. He
thus lived to enjoy himself in the eighties.
Those who eannot get an entire change of
scene should try to get such as they can.
Half an hour’s journey from New York will
enable the eye to rest on totally different ob-
jects, and if to this be added a change of
companiovship, it is a great deal better than
nothing.

Geneva Dispateh to the London Times

I have obtained some [urther partienlars
cmeerning  Prof. Raoul Pioctet's model
steamer now in course of construction, with
which he expeots to reach a speed of forty
wiles an hour, and which will wmake a trial
trip on the lake in November next. Her
dimensions are 16 meters long and 3.50 meters
wide. When lying at anchor she will draw
33 eentimetersfiore and 44 centimeters aft; at
full speed, 1 centimeter forward and 16 cen-
timeters aft. The engine will be placed
amidships, from which point to the stern the
ecrew-shait and the keel form an inclined
plsne; the bows are long, tapering, and
wedge-shaped. Prof. Pictet reckons that his
invention will lead to a great =aving of fuel,
inasmuch a8 a steamer bhuilt on bis plan, aiter
being started with say 100-horse powers, may
be kept up full speed with an expenditnre of
force equal 10 30 horses.
