Doyle retorted and Lavelle took the knife
with which he was whittling and plunged it
twice quickly into Doyle’s right side, just
below the rib. At this juncture Billy
(¥Brien, who bhad seen the quarrel,
jumped upon Lavelle, knocked Thim to the
ground and kicked him in the ear and fuce,
bruising him terribly. Dovle was found to
be seriously wounded. Dr. Bradford was
eslled in, and Lavelle was arrested on the
charge of malicious cutting by Officer
Johin Brennon.,

An ArpEAL reporter visited Lavelle at the
stationhounse and asked him for his version
of the cutling. He said subastantially the
following: “Some time agxo I bought some
coal from Mike Doyle on credit
He has several times asked me to pay
for it, but I had not found it convénient to
Meeting him Sunday night, he asked
me for the money, but I did not haveit. He
anid that if 1 did not pay the money he
I told him that
whenever he wanted to try that I was ready
for him. I got up and he came toward me.
All of a sudden I felt a sound blow from be-
hiud, and cotting around freely with my knife
1 stabbed Doyle. I put my thumb along
the blade 8o that it would not run in very
deep, becayse I knew that if 1 killed him it
might get me into trouble. But I was not
going to let him and Billy O'Brien beat me
to pieces, and that's what they would have
done, for ('Brien ia the fellow that hit me
from behind, snd is the one who really

| brought on the difficulty.”

Duyle, it isgaid, has all along said that he
h ul no desire to prosecute Lavelle. Yester-
day the wounded man was ina very bad condi-
tion and not able to talk much, and Lavelle

| was sccordingly sent to jail \nllwul bail.

Doyle is probably not fataliy injured.
