THEIRONANDSTEELTRADE

Its Iistery im Brief for the Year g
Date—An Activity Beyond Precedens.,

From & =pecial Correspondent of the Appenl.]
PHILADELPHIA, September 24 —The iron
market is active beyond all precedent. Iis
history in brief for the year to date is thi=
For the first six montha a vast Luantity of
iron was used but was bought cautiously, as
the customhouses were stocked with English
irca. In July an enormous demand sudden-
ly sprang up; railroad builders roshed into
the market for rails, and buyers of raw iron,
finished and construction ironm, began send-
ing in unusually large orders. This con-
tinued all through July and August and up
to this date. The mills and furnaces in all
L-u-ls of the country have in consequence
ecome ro far oversold that they are now re-
fusing further orders, notwithstanding the
demand is not met. The peculiarity of this
activity lies in the fact that manufaclorers
dare not advance prices to the degree the
demand warrants, as to do so woguld apen our
Ec.ru to a deluge of forgign iron, which would
reak prigeg ad it did last year, More fur-
nuces are going into blast; several new mills
are nearing completion; nearly every old
mill is increasing s capacity by the addi-
tion of new rolling-mill machinery, and fur-
naces are being remodeled to incgease the
oum&. This ia the general sijuation.
blpst jurnaces have contraots on hand
to furnish over 1,000,000 tons of iron at the
present rates, which are from $20 1o $25 per
son at the furnace, but the proprietors have
becowe alarmed at the heavy demand, and

are refusing to sell any further ahead, Con-
tumers of pig iron can, however, fe: ]l com-
puratively pecure aguinst any marked ad-
vanoe, becawse there are in England and
Seotland 2,080,000 tons of iron more than

| van be imusediately vsed, and the owners of
it ara waitlug for an opportunity to ship
100,000 or 200,000 tons of it here.
