Most of the time
there was none in my water-cloget ac all, and
it had to be flushed daily by carrying water
op to the second floor. A good cistern helped
me out, and I don't know what I should have
done had it not been for that”

“Have you got your hydrant water ali
ri&ht?"'

‘Not alwayes. The company make me pay
for six mooths of hydrant water beforehand.
1 pay for a year's hydrant water and can
only use it during the summer months to
sprinkle the street, and hali the time I do
not get it.”

THE WESTERN UNION.

Mr. Howard, SBuperintendent of the West-
ern Union, said that they had been put to
great inconveniepce. For a month or s
back, they could get no water on the second
floor at all, although they had paid for it in
advanee,
- THE HOTELS,

The hotels have of late, and indeed all
through the summer, suflered very wuch
from the want of water. At the Peabody
there has been the greatest snnoyance and
trouble, Water was to be had at no price,
and where s0 many people were liviog it is
especially essential that there shall be a good
supply of water.

(raston’s hias come in for a good share of
the general inconvenience, Water could
oot be obtained for the water.closets or the
boilers, and sometimes not enough for the
faps in the dining-room. The enterprising
manager hos had to make all sorts of shift-
to keep things presentable. The Clarendon
has also had plenty of reason to bless the
Water company during the warnf summer
months,

MR T. J. MCARTHY,
No. 203 Main street, was asked how the com-
pany had treated him,

“Some time ago I went to the Water com-
pany to pay my bill, which was about eleven
dollarse.  They told me that they would make
a reduction, and would only charge me five
dollars, I paid it, and I i:ﬂen'l had any
water upstairs since. I think the company
are doing some work toward giving us water,
but they have not kept their promises, and
when they say they are doing the best they
can, I think they are decidedly in error.
They have put up their machinery before
they have the mains completed, and they
should have hundreds of workwen where
they now have tens, I have hiad plenty of
wataer on wy first floor, but have lusw carry
it upstaire.”

NO WATER RELOW GROUND,

The next gentleman interviewed has av cs-
lishment near Mr. McCarthy's.

“Ilave yoy secn any water Iately from
Wolf river® qoeried the scribe.

“Water!” snid the gentieman, I haven't
had any 1o my water-closet on the first foor
for over a month., Furthermore, 1 have s
water-closet about fourteen feet below the
ground and I can’t get any water for it even,
T suppose altogether [ have spent over $300
on that water-closet, and hall the time it is
unfit for use."

“How has the scarcity of water affected
the neighbarhood of where you live?”

TYPHO-MALARIAL CAUSEDL.

“I have had five members of my family
down with the typho-malarial fever, and my
Doctor does not hesitate to say that it is ali
capsed by the foul water-clorets.

USING DISINFECTANTS.
Mr. J. J. Busby stated to an APPEAL man
that Lis water-closets at his resideoce had

been in a terrible condition, and that he had
to throw copperas into them as a disinfect-
unt. The company had presented his bill,
but he did not pay it, and still his water had
not heen turned off.

COLONEL H. A. MOSTGOMERY,
Manager’ of the Compress company, was
enlled upon by the AppEAL reporter.

“Has the negligence of the Water com-
paoy occasloued yoi gny loss?” asked the
réporier.

“It bas not occasioned us any loss, bat it
has produced a great mmount of inconven-
ience. Our supply of water from the com-
pany is very meager, but we have enlisted a
nomber of carts to haul it for us from the
river. We were unable to get aoy of the
water carts, and so we have been compelled
to hire some of the excavating carts and
have the lignid carried through them. We
charge all such expense to the Water com-
pany, and they agree that it is right, and
pey it. The annoyance has been very great,
and were the supply of water to cease for a
week, great injury to the ecottun interest
would result. have made such arrange-
menis a= to meel an ordinary stoppage of
the water flow.”

MR THREODORE KREKEL,
Secretary of the Memphis Brewiog company,
was interviewed regarding the Water com-

any.

“How have the Water company trented
you?" asked the reporter.

“Yery badly,” said he. “We have been at
considersble loss xince the supply of water
was exhausied. Poy ingtance, we Josi just
about sixty dollars n day on hired lubor.
During this scarcity of water we have lost
about $2000 on ice. All this summer we
have been in a stew. Over a dozen times
have I gone to the Waler company and asked
them how long it would be before they wonld
Luve water for us, They have invariably
told me in & joy darn.”

“What do you do for water}”

“We pend to the river and have it hauled,
al a great deal of annoyasce. We are now
arranging pipes #0 that we can draw our
water direct from the Misgissippi, and we
will Lo ia alout three werks independent of
the Water company altogether,”

“Have you been injured in any other
way ™

“Yes: the report spread that unless we got
water pretty soon our works wauld be closed,
and this affected our trade coosiderably. In
emploving our brewera we have to pay them
all the time, whether we are making beer or
not, as it is hard to get Inbor of that kind.
Most of our brewers lately have been doing
nothing but clean kegs, bottles, ete., and fill
them with beer.”

A SMALL BUSINESS.

The County Court Clerk®s Suit Against
the Tennessee Club—An Action that
Savors of Persecution.

The Club Asks of the Chancery Court an
Injunction Agninst Interference on
the Part of the Officers.

Yesterdny the Tennessee Club filed a bill

against Owen Dwyer, Clerk of the Shelby
County Court, and Thomas Garvey, Con-
stable of Shelby connty. The petition states
that the objects for which the charter of the
Clab was obtained are to establish a perma-
nent miscellaneous library, lyeeum and art
gallery in connection with reading and club-
roome, for social enjoyment, for the po
of caltivating literary, scientific and wmsthetic
learning and taste and of promoting social
feeling and intercourse generally. No ome
bat members of the club have admission,
save friends of members living and residing
outside of Shelby county, Teonessee. In
other words, strangers from a distance are
entertained at the club by being introduced
there by members, and wiem they have the
rivilege of its reading-room and parlors,
The lending daily, week?}' and monthly peri-
odicals are taken and kept in the reading-
room and a general library inaugurated. It
is true the complainant keeps within its
club-rooms u small stock of liquors, wines
and cigers which are dispensed to its mem-
bers at a price fixed by the governing cem-
mittee, not with a view, however, of making
any profit, which is expressly forbidden. The
money paid for refreshments is reinvested
by the BSecretary of the eclub in
like refreshments used and consumed
by members of the club,  Besides the mem-
bers are taxed in addition to fifty dollars in-
itistion fee, three dollars per month to pay
the carrent expenses of keeping up the club,
Ooe of the leading fentures of the club are
musical entertainiments by umatenr tlent, at
which the wives, danghters and lady friends
of the members participate. In another
sense the clnb is used for a home execept for
lodging, and #ome of its members spend
much of their time there every day, The
club avers that it is not a retail liquor dealer
and saye it is a monstrons outrage to tax it
as such, and that the charge or insinnation
is an iosult to every member of the aseocis-
tion, compuscd of the best citizens of the
city.

it seems that Clerk Owen Dwyer has issued
a distress warrnnt against the club for sixty-
one dollars, claiming that the said amount
is due from complamant as a retail dealer,
this sum being the license tax for three
months, Constable Garvey has levied the
distreas warrnnt upon the property of the
club for the license.

The club, offered, however, to pay the $61,
charges and cost, i Mr, Dwyer would sign a
receipt showing that the club had paid the
same under protest.  He declined to receive
the amount unless the club would take the
oath and give the bond required of retail
Liquor dealers, which the club declined o do.
