Where It Belongs—An Inguiry into the
Causes of the John Means
Disaster.

Oficizl Report of Lecal Inspectors
Garretl and Ralston—Suspended
and Revoked,

Messra, 8, B, Garrett and James Ralston,
United States Local Tnspectors of Steam
Vesweld for this Port, have concluded their
mwmnlwn into the circumstances attend-
ing the explosion of the boilers of the tow-
boat Jokn Means, on the Mississippi river,
near Plem Point, Tennessee, March 27th
last, and their report is now readv for trans-
mission to Mr, B. Gi. Carr, Supervising In-
spector st Lonisville. Tt will be remembered
that thret lives were lodt and several persons
seciourly injured by the explosion, and the
towboat was a total loss, The Local In-
spectors were absent from the eity at the
time of the accident, and upon their return
they met with great difficalty in obtainiog
evidence, sud the work of preparing the re-
port proceeded slow!y.

THE JOHN MEANS.

The towboat John Meuns was built at
Ironton, (Mo, in 1872, She had fonr boil-
ers, 30 [¢ 4 loug and 40 inches in diameter,
with two Jues in ensh, 14 inches in diameter.
The boilers were 14x18, and the flues one-
quarter of an inch in thickness, The boat
had twa non- condensing engines, 22§ inches
in diameter and seven feet stroke. The boil-
ers were last inspected by Messrs, Schatler
and Vandervoort, Local Inspectors at St
Louis, Missouri, on June 28, 1880, when they
were subjected to a hydrostatic pressure of

220 pounds and allowed 145 lh.i.«ll.ll[s sleam
prumuri.'

HISTORY OF TIHE DISASTER.

The report says:  The vessel left the port
of New Orleans on March 1st, towing five
barges and a steamboat,; A fuel-boat was
added at Vicksburg, and the stave-boat
dropped at Arkansss City. The river was
InhL and the current very swift, and she did
not rench Memphis until the 15th, having
made less than an average of 2 2-9 miles per
bour for the entire distance.

From the evidence before un it is certain
that the vessel was worked bevond her
capacity, She had not sufficient power to
propel a boat of that size in the then condi-
tion of the river, She was allowed a steam
pressure of 145 pounds, and the evidence is
that #he carvied lhabitually from 150 te 160

unde of steam. The master, MeClellan,
ritasell saya that he has seen the steam
blowing off at 150 pounds; Parcell, the pilot,
sayd he noticed the gauge at 160 pounds;
Pierson, second engineer, says thire was gen-
erally 150 to 155 pounde of steam, as shown
by the gange. The gauge was tested in St
Louiz on a former trip and found correet.

It is very evident that the officers of the
boat knew that the vessel was being over-
worked, and that there waz more or léss ap-
prehemsion of danger in OO T Doe,

The muster says that the agent made up
the tow at New ( Irle-.tn- and that he did not
protest against its size, beeanre he thonght
it entirely safe. Subeeqnently he changed
his mind, and tele graphed President Lowrr,
of the Traosportation company, at St
Louis, for permision to drop part of the
tow, This was before the leak in the buil-
ers wan discovered. The evidence as to the
extent of the leak is very conflicting. The
master save the stream was about the size of

in a leaky condition, and we have therefore
suspended his license for the period of twelve
monthy from this date, We also find in the
evidence that Franklin J. Weaver, first engi-
neer, was guilty of groas neglect of duty in
allowing, without protest or objection, the
