It is noteworthy
that by far the greater number
of cases] occur in the Fourteenth ward,
where the more degraded portion of the for-
eigoers live, and where attenipts at vaccina-
tion have been met by open violenee at times,
In that ward 40,000 people have not been
vaccinated, and of 108 desths in September
eighty-one were in that division ot the city.
It is belieyed that the publication of these
facts will create such & sentiment as will re-
sult in an almost universal vaccination and
incrensed diligence in cleaning the streets.

Catching It Hot and Heary from Her
Hated Mistress—Further Arrests
of Leaguers Reported.

An Armed Force Now Garrisoning all
Important Points in the Island—
More Troops on the Way.

DusLix, October 15 —James J. O'Kelly,
member of Parlinment, and William O'Brien,
editor of the Land League organ United Ire-
land, were arrested this morning, Arthur
O’Connor, member of I’-rliamem‘ has not
yet been arrested, although Superintendent
Mallon has & warrant against him. It issup-
posed that he has escaped from the country.

The Gazette publishes a proclamation sign-
ed by Forster, Chiei Secretary, warning per-
sons guilty of intimidating others no¥ to pay
rents or coercing them to abandon lawful
employmgnt, or 1o join the Land League,
thut they will be liable to arrest.

of my countrymen,”

Dillon was arrested st hiz own residence
and was accompanied to jail by a mounted
escort. The whole affair was managed so
quietly and promptly that the public were
not aware of the arrest until the issusnce of
the special editiona of the evening papers an-
nounciog it.
