Story.

A Dead Felon Returns to Earth te Con-
vince the World He was Wrong-
fully Sent Out of It.

We have received the following extraordi-
unry narrative from & correspondent for whose
kood faith and professional scuteness we can
He substantintes his story with full
detailsof dates, names and places, which,
bowever, for the sake of the survivors, he
docs not wish to be published.
