On the second call no change worth reptirt- -

inK waa announced, the tone tifiemns up to
a quiet and steady condition. This feeling
prevailed up to t!ie boon hour, during which
time all nsonlhs Were advanced 6 to 10 points,
after which the market relaxed into the
quietude prevailing on the opening of busi-

ness, the near months declining 3 to 5 points
other deliveries losing 1 to 2 points. A

summing np of the day's work shows an ad:
vance of 1 point each on October, November,
March and April; 2 points each on May,
June and July other months unchanged.
August was mentioned at the opening in a
bid of 12.5S; afterward was quoted 8 points
higher in two bulletin', but was dropped
