The Fire Com
missioners yesterday considered two ores
caused by electric wires for illuminating aud
other purpsscs. line hre occurred through
a wire lor illuminating crossing the hre tele
graph wires. The result wag a fire in a sig
nal-bo- 1 he machinery ol the box was de
stroyed, and the wooelwork and pole charred.
Monday afternoon Chiet lircnnan saw a hre
and smoke coming from the woodwork over
the side entrance of the Germania Theatre,
formerly Wallack's, on Thirteenth street. He
found the woodwork of the arch over the
side enlrnnce of the thenti r fired by a wire
of the Electric Illuminating company which
led to the electric Isnijis in front of tne thea-
ter. An examination of the wires revealed
defective insulation. Tbe material arounn
it had burned for a length of four inches so
the bare copper wire, a eiuartcr of an inch
tbick.rested on a sheet of tin which covered the
top of the arch. This became red-ho- t and
set fire to the wood. President Gorman said
the question of laying electric wires so that
there would be no danger to the buildings
was a serious one. It had become necessary
to instruct the firemen to be very cartful iu
entering buildings where they may find
wires conducting a great electric force. W ere
they handled when the insulating material is
removed by fire otherwi--e would
be disabled bv the shock.
