L. Si¢wart weas born in Madwson county, in
March, 1850, and was chacefore in the fifty-
second year of his age. Tle gradinted at
McLemorcaville, Tonnesses, in 1849, and re-
moved to Mewphis in 1550, where he taught
schogl for two years, daring which time be
spent all his leisure hours in reading law.
He procured license to practice in 1853, and
removed lo Haleigh, then the county seat of

by county,
prominent, popular and conspicuoua for his
abilities sud grest business capacity. In
1856 he was elected Tax Collector by the
County Court, the duties which
be {aithfully and satisluctorily per-
formed. In 1838
Clerk of the Circyit Court, amnd
was recognized as a model official, [n 1870
he waa appoigted Clerk and Master of the
Second Chancery Uourt by Hon, E. M. Yer-
ger, and faithfully discharged the dutles of
this office until the court was abolished by
the Legialature. The deceased flled olices
of great respousibility. It ia safe to say that
& millian dallam of tha
passed through his hands, but he accounted
for every cent, and retired with a cloan
record.  For the past seven yearas Mr. Stew-
art has devoled hiwself to the practics of
law, in which profession he was recognized
a4 8 man of ability. He possessed in an omi-
nenl degres that most valusble of all
earthly gifis, talonts of a high order held in
perfect equipose, He did not shine at the
bar by his powers of deelamation, but by
his knowledge of the law and a judgment
which was unerring.

Koowing the law ss he did, and
knowing nearly every man in the county, he
has no doubt performed more gratnilous
labor for the public than soy man among
ne.
