Mecca, then Kairwan was to become the
Mecca, the place of pilgrimage, to the faith
ful. As a second Mecca the Kairwan has
long been a place to which thousands
of 'pilgrims resort to pray at the bar-

ber's tomb, and there many wealthy Mos-

lems take up their abode in their old age,

that they may share the spiritual advantages
residence on the spot confers, and that their
remains may be buried in holy ground.
Kairwan has been a rich and prosperous
city; its site was once occupied by the impor-

tant Eoman city of Vicus, Augtisle, from the
ruins of which many of the present edifices
of Kairwan are constructed, the stones in
which are often found to bear Boman in
scriptions. Its principal building is tne
moeque of Mohammed's barber, which has
five hundred yillars, and is a striking speci

This
fact caused such a strong popular movement
against the heavy duty levied upon that drug
that Congress found itself compelled to do
away with that kind of tax on the laborer,
the sick, the su Bering and the pcor. By the
trick of bnying up imported qcinine and re-

selling it in new packages at a heavy price,
the advantage of the change has been coun-

teracted. This way of baffling the law,
however, proves expensive to the monop-

olists, and they are leaving no effort untried
to induce Congress to the e

is reluctance to believe that'such an
attempt can be terioUFly contemplated, but
the protectionists bow openly avow their in-

tention to strive for the reimposition of the
duty upon quinine. The Philadelphia
American, an able and prominent advocate of
the monopolists, ia an article in its last is-

sue, speaking of their intentions and policy,
Bays: " In a very few cases, as, for instance,
in the case of linen and linen yarns, they
may favor an increase in duties. In one
famous case, that of quinine, they will urge
the restoration of the duly, whose removal
caused a rise in the prieo of that article, and
a deterioration of the quality to
American consumers."

Even a child knows
that the more a thing costs the retailer the
more he must charge for it, and no one is

ignorant that an article that pays a duty is
dearer than the same article when no duty is

paid. When the price is high it leads to the
introduction of inferior goods ut a lower

price, and the tax, not its repeal, is to blame

Cocoanuts are scarce, and" the demand for

them is increasing.
