Mate, ace to face with new problems. The
most striking result of the change, so far, has
lxn the breaking up of the plantation sys-
tem, and the introduction of the small larm
"ystera in its tead, so that the number of
separate agricultural establishments in the
South has doubled. Up to this time the

.change has evidently been a favorable one,
and the increased production of cotton shows
that it is a profitable one to the country af-

fected by it. The South was formerly de-

fined to be a land in which the traveler found
alternately "a plantation and a desert."
The extension of the number of farms is
gradually effacing this cause for reproach.
Hut the mere increase of number would of
itself lie of comparatively small advantage
were it not accompanied by, and partlv
caused by, other and more important changes.
More important because they are changes In

. the habits and standing of the population,
Xlwcualum formerly was to ciUlivata land
until it was " worn out," by continually
taking from it and returning nothing
to it, then taking in virgin soil to
subject it to the same wasteful, unwhole-
some system. Now farms are smaller,
and every foot of the soil well known, and
every peculiarity of it thoroughly ascer-
tained, the farmer keeps his soil "in heart"
by rotation of crops and the nse of manure
aud artificial fertilizers. The greatest and
most beneficial change, however, is in the

, lulor. Formerly that consisted mainly of the
unthinking kind, that studied nothing, and
knew nothing, and to which the use of only
the rudest and simplest iinplemeiils could be
intrusted. The changes that have taken
place hnvo increased the number of white
laborers in the fields, aud their example, and
the force of circumstances, are not without
their effect upon the negro. The number of

farms being greater, and their sixe smaller,
their proprietors have bceu compelled to take
an active part in all the practical details,
having no overseer to rely upon, and this
activity ha made him more reflective and
intelligent. Tho negro being left to shift for
hiinwlf, to provide for his own living and
that of his family, has necessarily undergone
the valuable education which comes from
having to shoulder those responsibili-
ties, an education denied to the slave. This,
and closer association with the white, in the
daily occupation of the field, has compelkd
the negro to thiuk, to plan, to forecast, to
provide for the future as well a the present.

SPAIN WAKING UP

To the Fact that the World la Moving,
and that She Host Keep Up With

the Procession.

DiMORslen of the Proposition to Antono-mlz- e

a Government in Cuba In the
Cortes Yesterday.

Madrid, November 2. Senor Portnondo,
Deputy lor Havana, a most liberalpartisan of Cuban autonomy, and infavor of a government under the sway
of Spain, like that of Canada or Ana-trali- a,

under English rule, made a speech in
7?rtes critici8ing the policy of the Lib-

eral Government; iu delays in carrying ont
reform; it hesitation in treating with prece-
dents and with the official of Canova'
Government; it detention of go
many Cuban prisoner in Europe;
it indulgence of abuse in colonial admin-
istration, and iU playing into the hand of
the Creole Conservatives and planters, ever
subservient lo the Madrid Government, on
condition of being allowed their own way in
the island.

Leon J. Castillon, Minister of the Colonies,
in a long speech, upbraided the impatience
and ingratitude of the Cuban Liberals. He
enumerated tehat the Sagosta Cabinet
had done in seven month for
Cuba. The Constitution was pro-
mulgated, the censorship of the pre
abolished, the press laws of Spain implanted,
military dictatorship made impossible,
more liberties allowed than in the Spanish-America- n

Republics, and courU of accotinU
established. "We are about to send out,"

added, "a law regulating promotion and
admittance to civil and other employments
under the crown law allowing public func-
tionaries to bs sued without permis-
sion of the home government. In
the budget, while largely reducing
expense, we will also introduce extensive
tariff reform to satisfy colonial opinion.
Can we go further? And would the Cubans
ever admit conscription and many of our
heavy import and excise duties? We have
them citizens of Spain, wilh equal laws and
liberties, and now even with the coasting
trade between Spain and Cuba. And in a
few year all the duties will be abolished on
their import in the Peninsula." A
regard the autonomy of Cuba, Castillon,
amid much applause from both the Demo-
cratic and Bepublican groups, declared that
he considered "autonomy a danger, as it
would lead in a short time to separation
from the mother country. Autonomy is ir-
revocably impossible; the old colonial recime
ia equally impossible. Between these two
exaggeration gtanda our policy of sin-
cere aud practical assimilation within the
limits of what ia possible in the
colony. Did Ike Spanish Democracy give
you more at the time of the revolution of
September, and can Senor Portuondo deny
that in the rank of the autonomist school
in Cuba there do not exist some secessionisU
in the colonies? Cau we make Cuba Caa-tilia- n

Canada, when we recollect how for ten
year the Cuban fought for independence?
No, aiitonotuisU, even Spain ha the right
to be an American power. Her
flag in Cijba and Porto Rico, with free and
liberal institutions, stands in the front of
Spanish-America- n republics, as (Iocs the glo-
rious escutcheon of their fathers on the old
manor house of ihe Asturias." A regard
slavery, Castillon declared the "Government
must respect the law voted by the Cortes un-
til it had heard and consulted the Cuban
members, in order to examine and make cor-
rections of abuses and regulations that
allow corporal punishment. The re-
cent emancipation of five million na-
tives in the Phillipine Ishnda by
the abolition of the tobacco "monopolies,
proves what ihe present Government ' and
parly think of slavery." I.eiud cheer wel-
comed this ministerial declaration, and the
members of both aide of the Houses rushed
from their seaU to congratulate Castillon.
The Madrid press, of every shade of politi-
cal opinion, praises this clear explanation of

He is now
in hia eternal rest. Hi name is a the fra-
grance of a flower, or a flake of snow. 'Twill
soon be lost in the dark and silent realm.

It may be '
that he ia a a star; it may be that what was J
once a man may mingle with the earth, and f
be transformed to flower or shrub or leaf; a
but one thing we know, that in some form or
other the life will ro on forever." 'ti i 1 . .
