C'oloaal William . Caiueron.
Sultimore fialumuruau.

Colonel William E. Cameron, who on the
8th instant was elected Governor of Virginia,
was born in the city of Petersburg, in that
State, on the 2th day of November, 1842.

His father was Walker Andersi.n Cameron, a
citizen of Petersburg, and the

son is connected with and descended from
some of the oldest families in Virginia. On

hi paternal side his great grandfather was
Danud Call, of Richmond, a fam'ons mem-
ber of the bar in his day; on his maternal
side, Colonel William Boyd, of Westover, a
name widely known throughout Virginia
and many portions of the far South. He is
the present Mayor of Petersburg by three
succissive elections, in the last of which he
received a large proportion of the votes of
both parties and both races. Since the war
Colonel Cameron has won laurels as editor
and poet, and has established a reputation as
a fiuixhed orator and an astute politician.
In person he is of medium hiirlit, has a good

figure and an intellectual and attractive face.
Although courteous and diguifitrd, he is yet
urbane in his address, and has the hat py
faculty of attracting strangers and holding
fast his friends. Colonel Cameron is a bold
and ready speaker, aud possesses many of the
elements of a popular orator. About ten or
twelve years since Colonel Cameron w; s
united in marrisge with Miss Lou Kerton,
of Petersburg, Virginia. This union has
been blessed with three children, end there
are tew more happy households. The elec-

tion of Colonel Cameron will necessitate n

removal of residence from Petersburg to
Kichmond.

U.S. SUPREME COURT

Three Very Important Decisions, Wticb
Will Set at Rest a Number

of Points of Law

Hitherto In Controversy Of Especial In-

terest to Railroad!, Fast Freight
Lines and Express Companies.

W ash tN(iTOJf, November 15. The follow-
ing decisions were promulgated by the Su-

preme Court:

Davla Patrick vs. Wells. Farato A t o.
This Court holds that where A, in a con-

sideration of one dollar to him in hand
paid, executes and causes to be delivered to
B an unconditional agreement to guarantee
payment up to a specified amount of Cs
present and future indebtedness to said B, it
is not necessary for B to formally notify the
guarantor A, of his acceptance of the terms
of the agreement, or to keep the latter in-

formed from time to time of the amount of
C's fluctuating indebtedness. In the opinion
of this Court, the written instrument in
question is not merely an offer to do a cer-

tain thing which, to be valid, must be for-

mally accepted by the party for whose ben-

efit it is made. It is, on the contrary, a
completed contract by virtue of the ac-
knowledgment which it contains of the re-

ceipt by the guarantor of a valuable consid- -
eration for services to be rendered. The
payment by the guarantor of a stipulated
consideration is sufficient notice to him that
his agreement is accepted, and he is by the
instrument itself estopped now from deny-
ing that such consideration was received.
The fact that the consideration is merely
nominal makes no difference. A stipulation
iu consideration of oni dollar is just cs ef-

fectual 89 if the sum were larger. With re-

gard to the obligation of the guarantee to
notify the guarantor of the default of the
debtor, the Court holds that if the guarantor
euff.rs loss or damage by reason of the fail-

ure of the guarantee to give him such noti-
fication, he is to that extent released; hut
both the lacht of the plaintiff and the lois
of the defendant must concur to constitute a
defense. The judgment of the Court below
in favor of Wells, Fargo & Co., is affirmed.

Francis II. Barton wa. John Barbonr,
ItecTlver,

A case involving the liability of a receiver
to a suit in the courts of another State than
the one whose court appointed him. It is V

held that where the court of one State has a
railroid or other properly in its possession
for administration as trut aud has
appointed a receiver to aid it in the perform-
ance cf its duty by carrying on the business
to which the property is adapted, a court of
another State has no jmisdiction to enter-
tain a suit against rucb receiver for a cause
of action ari-ir- .? in the Slate in which he
was appointed, and iu which the properly in
his possession is situated, based on bis negli-
gence or that cf his servauts in the perform-
ance of their duty in to such prop-
erty, or for any services performed or mate-
rials furnished the receiver in carrying on
such business. The judgment of the Supreme
Court of the District of Columbia is

Sit LoniM Insurance Co. vs. tit Lonis,
Vnntlnlia, Terre rame and Indianap-
olis KitUroud t'ooipanjr.
This was a suit brought by the St. Louis

Insurance company, assignee of Weir & Co.,
to recover the value of certain cotton shipped
at St. Louis in 1S73, for Liverpool, under
agreement cf Weir & C. and the fast fr;ight
line known as the Erie and P, ific Dispatch.
