which the New York Times correspondent

views the position of the "cotton-growe- and

his views are worth consideration. The first

thing that striken the 2imf writer as Inim-

ical, and too often fatal to the prosperity of

the cotton-growe- is his failure to produce,

first of all, his own corn, wheat, oati, pork,

vegetables, mules, and so on, raising all the

cotton he can after, not before, those neces-

saries are provided for. He reasons on the

principls that a man does not get rich from

what he geu, but from what he saves. He

shows that Northern farmers keep solvent

and live in comfort by the fact that they

produce themselves most of what they con-

sume. In the case of the New England

farmer the teeming fields of the West have,

to a great degree, deprived him of a

market for his staple products, but,
although restricted to little more than
what he raises for his own consumption, he

lives in comfort and brings up his family
decently, because while he has little to sell

he has less to buy. What his sales bring
hiru is his own, to be applied to farm and
household uso. The cotton planter is re-

stricted within no such narrow limits.
There is a ready market and good prices for
bis product, yet he is poor, complaining, and

often almost hopeless. He is not even his
own maler, for he lives on the advances of

his factor, and loses his free agency accord-

ingly. If by degrees he got into the habit
of raiding the supplies for his own wnts, he
would be the richer and the more free, for

very tutt of hay, every bushel of corn, every
potato, every pound of bacon and every

pound of wool he produced would, to that
extent, render him independent of factors

and cotton markets. Another year he could

produce mot of these necessaries, until at

length, whe.ii he received the money for his

cotton, having no hay, corn, pork,

potatoes or wheat to pay for, the

n:oney would be his very own,

not something to be shared with the factor.
H would be easy in mind, his family would

be in cemfort, and he would have something

to lav by to commence the next season with,
while his neighbor, who had grown "all cot-

ton," would be in difficulty, because, though

bis gains were large, the outgoings left but a

small portion to his share. Ooe baa toiled
for himself, the other for his factor and other
Ci'editors. One has gained most, the other

keep most, aaJ bas an easy mind and free-

dom, beside. Tk is is ih; result arrived at by

locking at a cotton-fiel- through New Eng-

land spectacles. The barrier raised by
planters' advances, the obstacles caused by
heavy interest to be paid for credit una-

voidable things to the Southern farmer
have no existence to the Northern one, and
we see, in the circumstances of the two, the
result. In the same way the writer we refer
to enters the question of the planter's bor-

rowings, and shows how he is hampered,
shackled and bound by bonds custom has
made him think unavoidable, but which in

Promotions Postal Decision.

Washington, November 10. Comptroller
Knox has ordered an assessment of 100 per
cent, on the shareholders of the wrecked
Mechanics National Bank, of Newark, New
Jersey.

Cabinet CJowlp.
A report is current that Secretary Lincoln

will shortly retire voluntarily foom the Cabi-

net, that Hon. Emory Storrs will be the new
Attorney-Genera- l, and that Chaf-
fee, of Colorado, will succeed Kirkwood as
Secretary of the Interior. Chauncey I. Fil-le- y

is mentioned as Postmaster-Genera- l,

General Longstreet as Secretary of the Navy,
and General Beale, of this city, as Secretary
of War.

Attention, Merrbnnla.
The following decision, made by the Postma-

ster-General is of interest to mer-
chants. The Postmaster-Gener- has, after
careful consideration, advised that the an-
cient rule of the Department to the effect that
matter of a lower grade may be inclosed in
that of a higher, authorizes printed matter
to be inclosed with merchandise, and that to
make a distinction between printed matter
inclosed with merchandise and printing upon
a tag attached to a sample, or to the sample
itself, when the latter consists of paper, is not
within the reasonable intendment of the law.
It is therefore decided that upon all paper
sent as merchandise there may be printed
any matter not having the character of an
actual or personal correspondence, and with
such merchandise, and merchandise of other
material, there may be inc'osed such printed
matter, or the same be attached to such mat-

ter. All former rulings in conflict with this
are revoked, and

Hatton decided that pub-
lishers of matter admitted into the mails as
second-clas- s may print upon the side of a
postal card intended for communication bills,
receipts and orders for subscriptions for their
publication or publications, and may also
print the address of said publishers upon the
address side of the card, and inclose same in
their second-clas- s matter.
Promotions in the Nlirnal Servlre Corps.

Army circles for some time have been ex-
ercised over an interesting controversy be-

tween the War Department and the Chief of
the Signal Bureau in relation to promotions
from the ranks in the signal service. Of
late the fire has been smouldering, but the
indications are that the flames will soon
break out with renewed force.

A representative of the Washington Post
called upon the Secretary of W'ar a day or
two ago for H interpretation of the contro-
versy. Mr. Lincoln poIite!j but firmly de-

clined to be interviewed on the siil:j?ct. A
call at the headquarters of the Signal Serv-
ice elicited the fact of the absence from the
city of General Hazen, the chief of the ferr-
ic. "The controversy has been vastly ex-
aggerated," fcaid one of the regular army
officers on duiy, "and there is no danger of
any casualties. There are four com-
missioned officers in the Signal
Service who were promoted from
the grade of sergeant. One of them is an
exceptionally good officer. Since the sum-
mer of 1880 there have been no promotions,
although two sergeants, afterageneral exam-
ination, and a most rigid one, were recom-
mended for commissions. There is no doubt
that the question in dispute was referred to
the Attorney-Gener- and by him decided;
the opinion about tue Signal Bureau is that
tbe decision was to the effect that two ser-
geants should each year be promoted to sec-
ond lieutenants. You must consu't General
Hazen as to his views, but you can safely say
that he favors promotion as an incentive
among the enlisted men to faithful service."
The General ot the army was found at his
residence. Carefully reading the correspond-
ence given above, he turned to the Pott re-

porter, and in his gruff, sincere way said:
"The whole story is the mere invention of
some malicious fooL I have nothing to do
with the Signal Service, and I don't want
to have anything to do with it. I have no
favorite lieutenants for the Signal Service,
nor, for that matter; for any service. The
Signal Bureau costs - $1,000,000 a year,
and its operations arc of no value
to the army. I do not mean to convey
the idea that the Signal Service is
of no valne to the country; simply that it is
of no earthly use to the army. Now, why
should that million dollars be annually
charged to the army? Let Congress appro-
priate for the purpose all the money it may,
in its wisdom, see fit, but it is not fair to
saddle it on the army appropriation. Again:
The youug army officers each year assigned
to duty at the Signal Bureau should be with
their respective commands. I dislike to see
young officers called to Washington n any
special duty. Let them do the work for
which they were commissioned on the
frontier and at the military posts. Why,
the colonels of regiments are constautly
calling for the subordinate officers of their
commands. It will gratify me to see the
Signal Service expanded and improved in
every way, but I do not want this done at
the expense of the army. It is very dis-

organizing to thus detail officers from the
duties for which the were commissioned."

The Well FranilH.
J. Howard Wells, the man arrested for

attempting to blackmail Jay (jould in New
York on Monday, in remembered by some
of the old army officers as an officer who de-
frauded the Government ol between $1,000,-00- 0

and $2,000,000 during the war, ande-parte- d

for Europe before his shortcomings
were brought to light. He was a captain
and commissary"of subi-tene- e, and was for
a long time in charge of the purchasing de-

pot in Baltimore. His time expired and he
was mustered out May 19, 1865. He was re-

lieved by an officer whose name cannot now
be given, but for the present purpose may be
called Johnson, an old gentleman who
had seen some hard service ia the field as
commissary of subsistence, but the aggregate
of his transactions was small and his expe-
rience was very limited in dealiugwjlh large
values. Through Congressional influence
the authorities were influenced to give him
an easy berth for the last, few months of his
service, and he was ordered to Baltimore to
relieve Wells. Wells's accounts were found
to be in perfect order, and his cash
and bank account corresponded with his
books to a cent. There only remained the
property on hand, woioh was nwessaiily
very large in bulk and value, Baltimore
being one of the chief purcha-in- g depots for
the army. There were six largo warehouses
filled with supplies, and these Wells exhib-
ited to Johnson, explaining that it would
consume much time to chetk off the prop-
erty in detail, and assuring him that every-
thing was correct. Johnson thereupon re-

ceipted for the entire amount, both of
money and stores, which Wells claimed to
have on hand. Wells started at once for
New York, and within three days sailed for
Europe. Johnson's term expired May 31,
1865, aud an officer of tbe regular army was
sent to relieve bim. Johnson exhibited his
books, cash and bank account as Wells had
done, and then attempted to turn over his
stores in bulk.

".No," said the regular army officer, "that
is not the way I do business. We will check
off the stores."

"But," said Johnson, "that is the way I re-

ceived them. It will take a long time to
check them off."

'It must be done," rejoint d the other, ''if
it takes six years."

Johnson's time was therefore continued,
and he was not released from his obligations
until December of that year. Meanwhile uti
investigation was in progress, which disclosed
the fact that Wells was short iu his stores be-

tween one and two millions in value. His
method of operations was similar to that
more recently adopted by Captain Hnwgate.
It may best be understood from an illustra-
tion. He went to a dealer in rjour, for ex-
ample, and purchased 1000 barrels, for
which he received vouchers in duplicate
when be paid the money. He filled out the
first voucher in full, but said to the dealer
that his clerk would fill out the duplicate at
his leisure. Wells was m lare a purchaser,
and transactions of the kind were so com-

mon that no question was made by dealers
of the propriety of the action. After get-
ting his duplicate vouchers. Wells filled
out the one signed in bl:ink, making the
purchase appear as 10,000 barrel, and this
raised voucher be turned into the account-
ing office. He carried the 10,000 bar-

rels on his property returns and books, and
made his books and aeeoijnts agree with
scrupulous exactness. It was, in fact, im-

possible to detect his frauds, except by
checking off his stores, aud this was a work
of monxhj). lie doubtless intended, if that
work was ever begun, to leave the country
before its completion, bu( his successor's in-

experience opened a way for tiie formal set-

tlement of his accounts, so that his reeord
was made complete up to the time he wan
mustered out. Dome irregularities were
hinted at a day or two after his departure,
and a rumor found its way into the Balti-
more papers to the e fleet that all was not as
it should be. Thereupon Mrs. Wells cayie
to Washington very indignant that any sus-
picion of her husband's integrity should be
entertaiued. Nie, however, lelt almost im-
mediately and took an early steamer for
Europe. Since that time nothing has been
heard of the pair until the developments
contained in the New York papers of this
Morning.

It was beamed during the investigation
that Wells, when at Baltimore, was a heavy
operator in Wall street, keeping large sums
on deposit iu New York, as margins for his
speculations. It was given out iu Baltimore
tfiit he was very successful iu operations iu
Sew.

SO', she sighted the. bark Bendor, sinking,
with spars and sails gone and boats stove,
and the sea making a clean breach over her.
The second mate of the Law Wood, George
W. James, and foiT men volunteered to res-

cue the crew of the sinking bark. They
went off in a boat, and as they neared the
wreck a heavy squall shut from view both
the boat and the wreck. When the sqnall
passed the Bendor signaled that the boat was
swamped, and its crew were not seen ajain.
During that night, the next day and night,
and the following day till noon, the gale was
blowing. It then moderated, and just before
dark the wreck was again sighted. We got as
close as prudent, owing to the heavy sea run-
ning, when the mate and two men volunteered
to attempt the rescue. They were successful,
but, owing lo the small boat, they had to
make two trips. Returning the second time
from the wreck, they shipptd a sea which
filled the little boat full of water, but, as tbe
crew used their bats to bail it ont, they were
enabled to get saftly along-dd- the Law
Wood.

Five
hundred persons, are dying daily in Mecca
from cholera. Steamers at Djiddah itfuse
to embark returning pilgrims.

SWITZERLAND.
Geneva, November 16. The complete

annihilation of the village of Elm, in the
canton of Glarua, appears to be only a ques-
tion of time and bad weather. The summit
of the peak nearest the village is moving.

TUNIS.
Tunis, November 16. Ali Bey, the Tunis-

ian commander, has suddenly made his ap-
pearance here with a snill escort, although
his departure from Zaghouan was not an-
nounced.

The Arabs who retired before the expedi-
tion to Kairwan are now ravaging unde-
fended points on the coast. ' ,

EGYPT.
Alexandria, November 16. The Sani-

tary Commission is informed that 300 persons
died of cholera in Mecca, on the 6th instant.
The epidemic has broken cut at Djiddah.

The elections for the Egyptian Assembly of
Notables were quiet. The Arabs manifested
little interest. Premier Cherif Pasha ex-
pressed his satisfaction at the result.

Cairo, November 16. Malst, Diplomatic
Agent at Alexandria, bas dispatches from
Ixrd Granville, British Foreign Secretary,
dated November 4th, renewing the policy of
Grnat Britain with regard to Egypt, "and
adding: "We are convinced that' the tie
uniting Egypt to the Porte is the best safe-
guard against foreign intervention. If it
should be broken, Egypt might soon be en-
dangered by rival ambitions. The only cir-
cumstance which could force us to cease
maintaining this tie would be an outbreak of
anarchy in Egypt, and we look to the
Khedive, to Cherif Pains, and to the good
sense of the Egyptian nation to prevent such
a catastrophe. As long as Egvpt continues
tranquil, it will be the earnest desire of Her
Majesty's Government to contribute toward
such satisfactory result. We liave every
reas-o- to believe that France will act in a
similar manner. Any aggressive designs on
the part of either Government must tend to
destroy their useful co operation." Cherif
l asna expressed His satisfaction with the
foregoing, and ordered it translated for pub-
lication in all the native papers.

FRANCE.
Paris, November 16. A decree has been

issued announcing the separation of the Min-
istries of Agriculture and Commerce. It
points as an example to the United States
and other countries which have made agri-
culture a distinct department.

General Miribel has beeu appointed Chief
of Staff.

The British Chamber of Commerce gave a
banquet to the Technical Educational Com-
mission.

The Sortk German Colette understands Bis-
marck has merely requested from the Em-
peror authorization to negotiate with both
sections cf the probable Catholic and Libera!
majority, and ascertain whether and under
what conditions they will be prepared, either
together or separately, to conduct the Gov-
ernment. The Chancellor thinks it incum-
bent on him to obtain a declaration on that
siibjact before he resolves to continue in of-
fice. The Einperor's decision upon the sub-
ject may be expected soon after the constitu-
tion of the Reichstag. Bismarck's apparent
object is to clearly demonstrate the impossi-
bility of the opposition acting together.

A report is current that Krupp's cannon
factory at Essen is about to pass into the
hands cf a company.

The Bavarian Ministry have . refused to
advise the Crown to give effect to a resolu-
tion of the Chamber of Deputies in favor of
the repeal of the obligatory civil marriage
law.

SPAIN.
Madriii, November 16. In the Chamber

of Ieputies Premier Saga-sta- , reply-
ing to an attack upon the Ministry by Cas-
tillo, pointed out the greater liberty of dis-
cussion now in Spain as contrasted with the
prohibition of a Republican banquet Ly
Castillo when iu power.

The Minister of Foreign Affairs defended
the foreign policy of the Government. lie
said that the snfferers by the attack of the
Arabs upon the Alfa works in Saida had a
right to the compensation promised by
France. He said that Spain had expressed
her regret to the Vatican at the rioting dur-
ing the transfer of the remains of the late
Pope, but had not made representation to
the Quirinal on the subject, uo other Euro-
pean nation having taken the initiative in
such a step. The Premier maintained that
tho Government had done everything
possible concerning the recent disturbances
in Rome. The Government deplored the sit-
uation of Ihe Holy See. The Spanish col-
onies, he said, would be placed ou the same
footing as the mother country, and necessary
reforms would be introduced. France, he
said, had accorded all demands from Spain
arising from the Saida affair, whereas Spain
had eutered into no engagement toward
France. In conclusion, he said the feeling
of the French toward Spain was most friend-
ly. The debate then terminated, and the
Chamber adopted the address in reply to the
royal speech by a vote of 279 to 33.

ENGLAND.
London, November 16. The Marquis of

Lome, replying to an address yesterday,
said there was hardly one person in ten
thousand in Canada who did nut attach the
utmost value to its imperial connection.

y at Rockdale in honor of John Brigbt's
seventieth birthdsy.

ITALY.

Rome, November 16. The next consistory
will be held on the 18th. The Pope will not
pronounce the allocution. He will prccon-lzat- e

some Bishops in Prussia, notably the
Bishop of Fulda.

The Roman correspondent of the New
York. Tribune writes that "all the Roman
world is commenting on the Holy Father's
recent speech and speculating as to how far
it throws any light on the question which is
occupying all minds here, whether the Holy
Father will make up his mind to leave Rome
or no. It is not to be denied that a remark-
able concourse of circumstances would seem
to point to the affirmative. Some of these
have occurred since 1 last wrote to you. --It
is not generally known, but I have very
sfrong reason for believing that it is true, that
Prince Bismarck, speaking on behalf of the
Emperor William, has offered the Pope an
asylum at the very Catholic city of Cologne.
The thing ia its.df is not so improbable as it
might seem at the first blush. Prince Bis-
marck, as is very well known, is not animated
by very kindly feelings toward Italy. And
it would suit his book very well to
have the Pope so under his thumb
as to make sure of the recon-
ciliation with the church, which he has
nearly perfected, and which is necessary to
bim for the Bake of the votes of the Clerical
party in the German Parliament. The Pope
and his claims and pretensions would, at tbe
same time, be a very good trump card to be
played on any occasion when it might be
necessary to place a spoke in the wheel or a
thorn in the side of Italy. Nor would it be
at all impossible or difficult so to make use
of him as to render the Clerical party in
France an element of discord and weakness
in France whenever such a policy might be
desirable. That France has been for romc-tim- e

past endeavoring to stimulate the Pope
to take a line of overt and declared hostility
toward the Italian Government is now an old
story, but not an obsolete one. Excitements
of the same kind continue, and are vigorously
backed up by the unceasing insistance and
urgency of the violent Intransigent among
those who surround him. And now he takes
the opportunity of this pilgrimage to utter a
speech which undoubtedly must be consid-
ered as a declaration of war against Italy
and its present constitution. The whole of
the liberal press has taken this view of the
discourse in question ; and, al-

though, of course, the Clerical journals
do not bo openly express the same thing, it
is hardly dissembled at the Vatican that
such was the intention of XIII in ot-
tering it. He has finally departed from all
those ideas of conciliation which he un-
doubtedly hitherto, though with continual
vacillation, cherished, and has ' definitely
given himself into the hands of those In-
transigent; the veeeliii zclanti of Father
Curci's celebrated book who have during
the whole of his Pontificate so obstinately,
and, as it would seem, at last victoriously.

j opposed every idea of conciliation with the
I civil government. Now the question is in
. what way will the war declared be carried
; on? Will the Pontiff shake the dust off his
u shoes against Italy, and quit the Vatican
- and Rome? Are we to have a second Baby--

loniao captivity, as the church loves to call
r that period during which the Pope sat at

Avignon? There can be no doubt that it is
desired at the Vatican that the world
should believe that the Pope has taken into
serious consideration the expediency of such
a step; that he is quite prepared for it,
and that it is extremely probable he
may find himself driven to adopt it.
I have private but very authentic tidings
from the Vatican to the effect that all the
necessary material preparations for the de-

parture of the Holy Fa her have been made,
in such sort thai he might quit the Vatican
from one moment to anothir. But I have
not seen these preparations. And I cannot
lose sight of the possibility that these facts
have been communicated to me for the ex-
press purpose of having them announced to
ihe world. Again, there is to be a very
grand and solemn ceremony on the 8th of
December, on the occasion of the canoniza-
tion of four new saints. Four hundred bish-
ops have been invited, wi.h intimations that,
unless very seriously prevented, they will be
expected to attend. And I am privately in-

formed that it is the intention of His Holi-
ness to consult that august assemblage as to
the expediency of his changing bis residence.
So that, though tbe Papal trunks may be
packed, no immediate move is to be appre-
hended. My own impression still remains
unchanged that the Pope will not quit
Rome. My belief is that tbe violent church
party, which urges him to do so, is entirely
defuded iu its hope that such a catastrophe
would cause any of the Powers to quarrel with
Italy in bis behalf, while I am persuaded that
the foreign statesmen and influential person-
ages who have incited him to the gtcp in
question have been moved to do so wholly
by political considerations and for political
objects, and in no degree by any zeal for re-

ligion or the interests of the Papacy. And,
though it cannot be doubted that there is a
large and violent party at the Vatican, which
would willingly drive Leo XIII! to --bat ex-
tremity, my impression is that his own osten-
tatious affectation of seriously weighing the
matter is only intended as a menace to Italy.
And in this, also, his reckoning is a bad cne.
It is certainly true that the great majority
of Italians would see him leave Italy with
resret. But that feeling would be very far
indeed from being strong enough to induce
the nation to dq any oi those things which
the Pope requires at their hands."

PROTECTION

Is Wbat Thoj Want, aud Tliey ITant
It Bad Second and Last Day of

the Tariff Convention.

Rcrort of the Committee on Resolutions
Conim itteca Appointed Ad-

journed Sine Die.

Chicaoo, November 16. The Tariff Con-
vention met at 11 o'clock this morning. Con-
gressman Aldrich addreraed tlie audience,
expressing Bympathy with the objects of the
convention. Other gentlemen also delivered
brief address?. The Committee on Reeolu- -
tions reports thin evening. Iuring the morn-
ing session there was much discussion and
denunciation of the British shipping inter-
est. One speaker objected to the recent sa-

luting of the Britif-- flag at Yorktown.
EVENING SESSION.

The convention heard the report of the
Committee on Resolutions, which waa unan-
imously adopted.

Your committee beft leave to report that th? pro-
tective policy of America is to be credited with
having not only provided a revenue witii which to
subdue the rebellion, recovering a nation, dis-
charging iu a large part the national debt, but alto
with having turned the balauce of
trade steadily and with unexampled power
in our favor. As a result we, as
an industrial power, have rendered
the profitable conduct of the huidiutf
agricultural aud manufacturing industries of
tireat Britain a matter of profound concern ami
anxiety to her statesmen, have brought the oust-
ed e policy of that country to the bur of
public opinion for consideration and palpable

1, and have forced upon our competitors a re-
consideration of their industrial policy and an
agitation of their social institutions the end of
which it is now too early to predict. In
thus humbling our most formidable in-
dustrial lival through the persistent use
of the very weapon which British
economists have so I fleeted to despise, we feel
that the protective policy has won a national Tie-t-o

ry as important as auy ever won by armies
and navies, aud oue which is fresh, commaud-inj- r

for it the respect and fear nf its enemies as
well as reinforcement of its allies and friends,
aud for the purpose of a&buring the perpetuation
of these results iu our future legislation aud a
continuance of these industrial advantages aud
social and economic blessings to our country,
this convention recommends to the country and
to Congress the follow ing principle and outlines
of future legislation, viz :

JtattrA That the acts of the framers of the
Constitution and members of Congress iu
its Iint bt'SMon, plainly Khowg that tUty
established a protective policy, which has been
the iifual policy of our Government, and when
departed from, such departure has always brought
national disaster, aud that it is tbe duty of Con-
gress to be vigilant and resolute in providing legis-
lation which shall sustain every branch of our in-
dustry, beuetit farmers and factors alike, and help
develop and naturalize new industries among us.

Hffiolrfl, That a wise protective system eecnrM
to ail tlie people the highest beneiit. and it is
needed to develop our resources and educate our
artisans, and to protect our country from foreign
foes in war; and that however
our manufactures may be, a tariff for protection
isHtill needed, that skilled laborers and producers
mav have constant aud remunerative employment.

ArwjftwYi, That we gladly accept the success of
the International Cotton Exposition, now bei.ig
held at Atlanta, as an evidence that the new
South is diversifying its industry, employing its

creating home markets, and working upIieople, materials, inereby uniting in interest
all the citigen of our nation and making tho
American policy of protection a benefit and a
noed of all sections.

Rftnlved. That this convention recommends ti
Congress for the more tilectuul protection and
upbuilding of our commercial marine

Firt. Tuat American maritime property shall
be exempt Jro;u tate, municipal aud local taxa-
tion. The reason for this is that American vease'a
derive no prut ction or bene tits which are not
shared in co,ual degree by foreign vessels touching
at our ports, at which they py no taxes; and
hence such taxes upon oupital invested in mari
time rroperty nmouni to a neavy discrimination
in favor of foreign against American shipping,
this discrimination in the port of New York being
2i per cent on the capital.

Second . The United States should make Ameri-
can ves. els the carriers of American mails at rates
proportional to the value of tbe service performed
without regard to the rates at which foreign ves-
sel, subsidized by their owu governments, may be
willing to carry them.

77itrtf."The United States should regard the Amer-
ican commercial marine as the bayis of an Ame-ca-n

navy aud an integral element of our American
nationality, and should so discriminate in favor of
American vessels, especially of those which aestriving to extend their trade to foreign countries,
as would secure to them a fair and lucrative fell are
of the world's carrying tmde proportionate to the
dignity aud iower oi tlie country in other rehpect.

Fvurth. That ihe methods adopted for meeting
the expenses of our consular KTvice should be so
remodeled as no longer to amount to a discriiuin-atiu- g

tax on American vessels, to which the vessels
of other countries are not subject.

JCmlfrtf, That whenever any (oreign commodity
is pnMiuced, or exists iu bu'plusage. Rnd is

brought to our markets aw ballast, thus re-
ducing ihe price of our products, an increased
duty should be imposed thereon for the benefit of
home labor and G ivernment revenues. ,

H wived That this convention disapproves of
hat class of absurd Treasury decision whku in-

terpret bessemer steel blooms, steel wire rods, cotto-

n-ties, knit goods and othc-- r products of ad-
vanced value, the prod notion ui which, has begun
since the tarill' law was passed, in a manner to
class them under the clause "not provided for,"
instf ad of classing them under a designation most
clearly corresponding to thee products in theirnature, cost of production and need of protection.
The effect of thee der isions is to make the duties
on these articles diminish as the amount of labor
invested in them increases. Such decisions sacri-
fice the evi.ieiit spirit and intent of tbe law in a
manner which realizes the Apotolic saving: "The
letter kiUeth, but tlie spirit maketh alive."

Jitmlvffl, That our national internal revenue
taxes should be gradually reduced w ith a view to
their extinguishment within a reasonable time.

Jfrmlifii, Thai this convention recommends the
pzifcsage of au act by Congress, providing for the
appointment by the President, with th con-
sent of the Senate, of a commission to revise our
revenue system, including our tariff laws, in the
interest of protection u:;d for needed revenue.

Whebkas, A National Tariff Convention is to be
held iu New Vork, November --K.'th aud aoth ; there-
fore,

K'Ktitvd, ThAt such wise and patriotic action aff
that convention may take, inspired by fidt iity to
the American policy of protection, will meet our
hearty approval and support.

Jitxfhf'l, That this convention, in common with
an iviHieted country uiti a j uiOHtbizin world,
recocnizes in the death of President C.nrrieid a
profound national calamity. Pi the appropriate

of which no language of eulogy or
regret is fully adequate; but in a.n especij.1 de-
gree we, the friends of American industry, lament
in his decease the less to the world of a judicious
and experienced economic legislator, pio.'ound
student and master of national economy aud an
ablechampiou of the American doctrme of protec-
tion to industry. Noris our sensibility to this loss
rendered "in any degree less acute, UQihwith,-in- g

our respectful and due appreciation of ihe
fact that his successor in the Presidential office.
President Arthur, is equally devoted in principle
and by convieiion to the same course of protection
to American industry.

Tbe resolution cf Mr. Grinnell having been re-
ferred lo this committee, it is resolved, that it
bving an inquiry for iufonna lon relative to the
condition and management of a siveciito industry
under circumstances growing out of the patent
laws, and not by tarttT laws, it is not in
th proviuceof this committee to present the reso-
lutions to this convention. They theiefore refer
it to the President of tlie Iks&.nier Steel company
for the information desired in said resolution.
Thefe is nothing in the tariff laws to liaiit the
numlter of producers o! steel mi's, but, under
their encouragement, the United Mates have be-
come by twenty ti.e per cent, the largest pro-
ducers of s'cel rails, and the price has beeu re-
duced within the lust decade by he couipeli:iou
of American with English producers from
C1H0 iHir ton to ?W per ton. Tlie
railroad companies of the country are
the ultimate consumers of steel rails, as their
charges for transportation depend upon thj com-
petition among them wholly, irreyiiecUve of thecjbtof construction. The ens t of rails, if it were
ttfxed, would not be transferable by them upon
the shippers cf freight. This, therefore, is so lei v
a question for railway owners and builders, and
tnree fourths of all this class favor protective du-
ties on steel rails.

A. Whittier, Saginaw, Michigan; Charles
Kidgcly, Springfield, Illinois.

Messru. J. A. Norton, V. B. Denster and
P.A. Marton were appointed a committee
on printing.

The remainder of the session was occupied
in a discussion upon American and Kuropean
wages and on matters pertaining to Amer-
ican industry.

Mr. Kiwards, of California, offered a reso-
lution recommendiug, in the interests of the
fruit growers of that State, that Congress
afford protection against a reciprocity treaty
with France. Referred to the Congressional
Committee.

Bullock invitr d the delegates
to attend the Cotton Planters' Convention
at Atlanta, iVcember fdh. The Committee on
Permanent Organization was empowered to
appoint a committee to meet the cotton
planters of the South and the New Kngland
manufacturer in Atlanta.
