COLE’S YIEWS

As to the Movement Which Resulted on
Tunesday in the Stockholders Taking
Possession of the M, and C. Road.

He is Sangnine That the Lease Cannot
Be Broken—What the Erlangers
Wanted to Do With the Stock.

1t will be remembered, says the Atlanta
Comatitution, that about kix monthe sgo it was
announced in the Conatitution that a pool had
been formed to buy a majority of the stock
of the Memphis and Charleston Railroad. It
was understood in general terms that the ob-
ject of this pool was to get the Cole Syndicate
ont of its contral of the rodd. The pool was
formed mainly of Mr. l"h,.'zi, of x:trll\-’i“"'
Mr. Baxter, Messrs, Stevenson, Mr. Evane
and others, of New York., These gentlemen
will be recognized ns pretty much the same
persons interested in the sale of stock that
Ki-'l'ri?l‘ll Colonel Cole of the control of the
Nashville and Chattanooga stock aboul two
vears sgo and lllllh »d that rond with the
Louisville and Nashville system. Mr. C. H,
Phinizy, of Georgia, \Ir Hugl Carlisle,
Judge Colyar, of Nashville, nnd others, make
up the l'“”’- \'rr_v little excitement was
created by the announcement that this pool
had obtained a majority of the Memphis and
Charleston stoek, for the renson that Colonel
Cole held the road, not by virtue of » mu-
jority of the shares, but by virtue of a leasc
mude about four years ago. It was therefure
a matier of indifference who held the majority
of the stock, as the lease had fourteen years
run and it was through the lease that the
road was mansged. It transpired, however,
a% so0n 88 these gentlemen obtained control
of the siock, that they were determined to
try to break the lease and thua throw the
rond back to the control of the atockholders,
unless Colonel Cole would agree to give
themn n certain guarantee on the slock or a
certain high price for it. Colonel Cole, of
course, dechined to be [orced to pay more
than the stock was worth, or to guarantes
more than it could earn, and lawyers were
retained by the p(m] Lo hkr Kleps Lo break
the lense. We understand that, a short time
ago, Uslonel Cole, in the ioterest of peace,
offered these gentlemen four nnd a Imllf per
cent, guaranteed dividends on the stock,which
amount he felt that the road would earn.
They declined to take this, and he declined
to ofler more than he thought the road was
really worth. The matter, therefore, rested
here until the present,

HISTORY OF THE LEASE,

I'he kistory of the lease under which
Calonel Cole holds the road will be interest-
ing in thig connection. About four years
ago the Memwphis and Charleston  rond was
ina -!- sperate condition, Its road-bed was
slmost Tmwpassable, was Inid with a very
pour rui amd over some parts ul the road it
took twe o engines to puil sn ordinary train.
The stock of the road was worth five cents in
the dollar, and was a drug on the market at
ll'n;'nl!'l-_:un-. President Rather issued a cir-
cular in which he apnounced that the road
was bankrupt and mnst be sacrificed unless
the stockholders wonld come up at onee and
pay au wssessment.  In this emergency the
owners of the rond and the people of Mom-
phis besought the East Tennessee snd Vir-
ginin company to take charge of it, pay i
debls, amend 1ts condition and briog it out,
After n waile Mr. Wilson agreed to take the
road under certnin conditions, He was 1o
pay ite deble, equip it, run it, and in con-
gideration Wi a lesse for
lwenly years, He did pay s debts,
put down the rails, periee tui the road-bed,
put on & full tl;'lljr].ul.flf improved the prop-
erty in every way, and the lease was made.
Under the manugement of the lessees the
stock has advaoeed from five cents to over
minety cents and the pro perly has become
viluable in every nn.-l 'his 18 the lease it
ia now proposed o break, We confess we do
not see how any court in the land wounld en-
tertain such a proposition. It would seen
that Messrs, Stevenson, Foge and Evans
would want the road cor.ioned under the
wanageient that has proved so successful.
The prb'ic wou'd urderstand that this was
their wish, aa they bought ateighty (o nine t¥
cents a stock that they had refused four vears
ago et five cents, and bought lt too, un.l- J g
