Fatal Hallway Accident,
St. Louis, December 18. The KepubKcan'i

Jtfferaon City special says: "Conductor
Vanghan left here this morning on the Jef-
ferson City, Lebanon and Southwestern Rail-
road, with a train of flat car, laden with
raits for the road, and was accompanied by
Christopher Wagoner, an old and prominent
citixen of this city ; Green C. Berry, a wealthy
and well known farmer and stock raiser of
this county; Oscar Money, a prominent
yonng business man of this city, and several
others, who went along for a pleasure trip.
After delivering the iron at Russeilville Con-
ductor Vanghan hitched his engine to six
platform and one box car, and started back
lor . Jefferson City. The engine was
running backward, and when a
short distance from Russellville, on
the straight track, it jumped the rails and
plunged down a high embankment, dragging
all the cars after it. Wagoner, Berry and
Money, who were on the car next to the
engine, were crushed nnder the car and in-

stantly killed. Their bodies were terribly
mangled. Willie Suendent, and
business partner of Mr. Wagoner, had his
foot badly crushed, and Chris Germenhardt,
an employe of the road, was very severely
bruiaed. No cause is assigned for the acci-
dent, aa the train and cars were in a good

' 'condition.

Joel D. Harvey and
Frank P. lltwkius joined in the petition
with Cushman to have the court approve the
sale and order the master to deed to Cush-
man. Such order was tntcred in June or
July last. The new company wss organized
under the name of the Indiana, Illinois and
Iowa Railroad company and work resumed.
This company has nearly completed the road
from ftiomence to Streator and expended
about 11,000,000. The suit commenced to-
