Appearance of Miss Genevieve Ward la
this Celebrated nay laat ajiaaa.

Miss Genevieve Ward was erected with a
good house last night on the occasion of ber
presentation ol tne jusuy ceieDratea piay ui
ForgtirMerNot. From the title of the drama
one would suppose that it was of a senti-
mental nature, bnt this is by no means the
case. Forgct-Me-X- ot is strong, unique, tragic.
Of ail the dramas on the stage it is the chief
nondescript. It is made up from very simple
material. It has no lesson in it like Camiile.
It contains nothing idyllic like Adriaau; it
is not founded upon any intense, battling vir-
tue as Evadne, nor baaed upon a
picturesque tragedy like Borneo and
Julia. Forgd-AleN- is simply a
deadly duel of wits in three
acts between a man and an
unscrupulous woman. It appeals to the
audience as the story ol jseacyonarp appeals
In th r.W The nlav is built UDOD the
effort of an adventuress, "Fo ,"

to make her way into a respectable English
family that she may retrieve her fallen
fortunes, by marriage with some wealthy
man. lier son had married one oi tne
ladies of this family at so early an age that
his parents could by the French law declare
it void. Upon his death 'Forget-Me-No-t"

came to this family and threatened, if
she were not respected, to - annul
the marriage, thus making "Rose
Vertrey's" - child illegitimate, and
causing a scandal in an old and respectable
familv. Aeainst "Forjret-Me-No- t" is pitted
"Sir Horace Welby," who loves "Alice Ver-brey- ,"

and does not wish her to come under
the baleful influence of the adventuress.
The latter he knew fifteen years before as
the keener of a nefarious sramblinar-hel- l.

And so the battle begins there. He threat
ens to expose her. she laughs at him. He
then proposes to give information to the po-

lice, and mentions several prominent young
men whom she ruined, who would testify
against her. Her first move is
to fall . back on the fact that she
is a woman; but he will not have
it, and he tells her that it is taking
an unfair advantage ol a man to nse such
arguments as tears. She recovers almost in- -
Btantly, pretends that she was acting, tells
him that she will put shame upon the name
of "Rose if he takes a step toward inform
ing the police. So he is checkmated. She
has won twice. Will she win again? Her
husband had been killed by a vindictive
Corsican whom Bhe had ruined with her
cursed prettv face rears before. She had barelv
escaped death and the Corsican had gone
to the galleys. "Sir Horace" becomes ac-
quainted with this man, who hai been liber-
ated and was then serving on the detective
force of Rome. He learns his story, and
finds that he would kill "Forge in
a moment were he to see her. With this
knowledge "Sir Horace" seeks out the ad-

venturess, tells the Corsican's story and takes
the winning trick.

The contest between the two is intensely
exciting. "Forget-Me-N- " is a bold, con-

scienceless woman, who talks about leading
a better life when she is penned in. So long
as she has the upper hand, she flings con-

science behind her. The nearest approach
to this character is the "Zicka" of Diplo-
macy, but the latter is driven to
from jealousy, while " Forget-Me-N- ot "
is a lividly wicked woman. She is
a sort of female "Richard," so far
as feelings go. Her love begins and ends
with "Forget-Me-Not-." Scornful she can be,
and there is some truth in her scorn, but it
is the truth that blighta,not that which shines.
It is indeed probably the saddest of female
creations on the stage, for it is an accurate
picture of a woman without a heart She
swiftly turns and mocks it In spite of the
fact that it is an extreme conception, it
cannot be said to be a iaise one.
Mifs Ward brings to her rendition of the
part much of the French ease and art Little
inspirational touches reduce the demon to a
woman. She neglects the effect to be de-
rived from neither the woman nor the fiend.
Thus she is true to the highest art We
have got beyond the villain of Shakespeare
and the elder dramatists. Were "Lady Mac-
beth" to live in the present time she wonld
be a "Forget-Me-Not-"

Of Miss Ward's interpretation of the part
it is hardly possible to speak too highly. As
she appears upon the stage she is so closely
identified with the character that she im-

presses one disagreeably. This wears off in
the course of the play, and every one feels
that he must pay tribute to the splendid
quality of her art She is a thoroughly
equipped taiUtc, as her work last night plainly
shows. Mr. Frank Clements was an admir-
able "Sir Horace Welby." His English
style - rendered him somewhat in-

comprehensible at first, tut ha met
the requirements of the situations
handsomely. Miss Agnes Barnett, an ex-

cellent actress, was thoroughly acceptable
aa "Alice Venery." Her acting was intelli-
gent and sympathetic, and she produced a
most pleasant impression upon the audience.
Mr. Nelson Decker did the "Corsican"
speakingly, tellingly. Miss Bella Cuthbert
was a fair "Mrs. Foley " and Mr. William
Farren, Jr, did the faded old "Prince
MallcotU" ludicrously well. The play will
be presented the rest of the week, and the
public should understand that it is a good
play, and that Miss Ward is a gifted artitte,
because it will probably be many a day be-

fore the "Shadow-of-Deat- h circuit" will pre-
sent such an attraction again.
