The Proposed Bankrapt Law,

Atthe epecial mession of the Senate last
sprivg, Mesars, Ingalls, MceMillan and Gar-
land wers eopstitnted a sub-committee to
copkider and report & bill providing for a na-
tional bankrupt law. The result of the sub-
committee’s correspondence with lawyers,
judges, business leaders and persons ioter-
uls in the matier, and the conclusions so
far reached, was published in the Hera'd Oc-
tober 3lst, immediately after the adjourn-
ment of the Senats. Bince then the sub-
committea has been digesting the subject, 5o
as to embody it in a report to the Judiciary
Committee. 'As yet the sub-commitiee has
not reached any definine conclusion, but it is
expecied to close between now and the lat of
Jantary, #0 as to present ils report o the
[ull commiftes’ immediately after the holiday
recess. Then the Judiciary Committee will
tommider tne subject, wod the result of its me-
tion will be reported to the Senate. The
suhtanoce of the inlerrogatories prepared snd
setit out by the sub-commitiee were the fol-
Jowing;

This law, therefore, became obnoxious, and
was repealed in 1843, This law was enacted
to give relief to the burdens arisipg from
the financial panic of 1837, Tha last bank-
rupt law passed by Congress went into effect
June 1, 1867, and continued in operation
eleven years and three months. Tts purpose
was (o afford a general method of settlement
to the depressed busivess interests, there
being an unusually large amount of insolv-
oL estates, firms nnd cor ns, because
the vivil war.

Emi step n
each case should be taken under the direct,
respoosible supervision of the court in which
it was pending, which in each case should
appoint a receiver of the bankrupt's estate
md hold him to rules of administration
similar to those to which ordinary adminis-
trators or executora are held.

JONES IS HIS NAME..

The Marderer o«f the Walker Brolhers
in Castody and on His Way
Back te the

Neene of Mis Crime—Gireat Rejoloiog nt
Aberdeen Over the Capture—Hard
en Alabama.|

Bpecial to the Appeal.)
Angrperes, Mps, Decomber 22.—A tele-
gram from Marshal B, O. Bean, of Aberdeen,
dated Leighton, Alabams, is just recsived,
to-wit: “I have arrested the murderer; will
be in tomorrow.” It will be remembered
that three youmg men, brothers, nemed
Walker, traveling through from HKussell
county, Alebama, to 8. Francis county, Ar-
kansas, were murdered here on the night of
the 26th ultimo, while abed maleep. The fact
waa nol known for some tweaty-four hours
afterward, The coroner ascertained thal
there were four in the party when it paseed
through here; thia fourth man was missing.
Our poble ofiicers and indignant populace
set 1o werk to ferret out the crime. Several
arrests have been made. A pegro is now in
jail, having been arrested tmder the
most damaging circumstances, and after-
ward confessed hia nssisting the missing
man in this heinous murder, The great dis.
advantage the officers labored under was hia
identity. A man was arrested at Curinth
snother tracked to Helena, another arrested
at Coffeeville, another left a mule, luprou-d
to belong w0 the Walkers, at Tuscaloosa.
E clew had been worked out, with the
m‘:lqer as greal a mystery as ever, until the
12th instant, when two men reported to the
sherifl’ that their brother.inlaw, W. Robert
Jones, had left their neighborhood in Tuscs-
loosa county, Alsbama, with the Walkes
and re the Wednesday following the
murder with a mule, saddle and wateh,
answering the description of the Walkers’
rﬂ.y, and that he had left homs for
Q’?:kermunly. Officers were immediately
sent. 0 North Alabamn, and others
are protecting Jomes's home, The ar-
rest wias reported from Tuscalooss last
evening, but the telegrams were so contra-
dictory that it was wot known what the status
was, To-night when Marshal Bsan's tele-
am was received there was great mani-
estation of excitement and rejoicing, per-
haps the most notable of which was the open-
ing of a basket of champagme in the tele-
graph office by some happy gentleman.
Sheriff Sykes has t:legrapln-s Marshal Bean
to stop st Corinth, where he will join him to-
morrow, Joneés will be taken 1o some jail,
Perhur on the Contral roud, for safe keep-
ing. Itis some satisfgction that the mur-
derer is an Al yinn and was caught by a
Mimsissippian, [n this connection it might
be well to slate that no aid or assistance
could be had, after éarnest solicitation, from
