TBI ArPCAL AS B THE
This paper is not disposed to discuss the

January election ia a partisan aspect, but

solely and entirely with the view of promot-

ing the material interests of the District. In
the last election held for Mayer of Memphis

previous to the creation of the Taxing-Distric- t,

a call was made for a Democratic
mam meeting to nominate a. candidate for
mayor and other officials. The call was
signed by leading Democrats and the friends

of the then incumbent nominated by a Demo-

cratic convention. The APPbaL indorsed the
call and sustained the nominees. But they were
defeated by twelve hundred majority, aided

by the Democrats who had joined la the call

for the mass-meetin-g, and the result waa a

bolt, and the --AppcsIi waa denounced and
vilified during tbe canvass for the crime of
remaining true to the traditions of the party
and the call for a meeting which originated
with the bolters. And now the Appeal is
condemned for not urging a Democratic con-

vention when a bolt is again threatened, and
the probabilities are that the Appeal would
again be left with the bag to hold. Previous
to the election of tbe present city officials

two years ago, ths Appeal, true to th
Democratic party, favored a convention.
We were then on the threshold of impor-

tant National, State, Congressional and
county elections, and impressed with the be
lief that the work of organization ahould not
be delayed we urged a nominating conven-

tion. As there seemed to be a general desire
to elect the best men without regard to party
prejudices, and fearing another bolt and in-

jurious defeat, we deferred to the genera
public sentiment. Tbe result wss the elec
tion of good men and the city has been
pieced on the high road to prosperity. We
think it to the interest of the people toeleoi
the city officials by the same Independent
policy to which the Appeal is committed.
A burnt child dreads the fire, and the Ar
PEAL having been denounced - for its
fidelity to party, and in view of the
fact that bolting has beta made popular,
we shall advocate the election of tbe beet
men to the Taxing-Distric- t offices without re-

gard to their party predilections. Now thai
there is a lull or permanent obliteration of
sectional hatreds, Democrats can afford to
ignore politics in tbe January elec
tion. The - energies of every citizen
should be directed to making Mem phi.
the thief city of ths South, the great empo
rium of a great and growing section, the re-

AS APT BELtCrlOX.
James G. Blaine has been selected to de-

liver the eulogy opoa the life and character
of the late President Garfield before the two
houses of Congress. There never waa a more
befitting and apposite selection; but we see it
stated that it has given offense to the Stal-
warts, who take the position that the orator
for such an occasion ought to be a man not

prominently identified with the issues
which ' led to the President's assasaiaatioTJ.
Grant hates Blaine with .all the malignity of
his' vindictive nature, ' and, of course, is
greatly disgruntled that such a distinguished
honor has been conferred upon the man who
defeated his shameful aspirations for third
term, "i James G. Blaine is man that cannot
be squelched. "He will not down at the bid-
ding of his enemies. Having resigned bis
place in the Senate where hiu conspicuous
eminence and great abilities would have
made him a prominent party leader, and
next his pos'tion as a Cabinet officer, his en- -'

entiea and rivals fur the Presidency flattered
themselves into the belief that he waa con- -
-- ig ied to political obscurity. But Blaine
turns up in the very position he wanted
above all,. . ether lie - is the csturtl
sad legitimate heft to Garfield's policy and
popularity, aud he will make much
ef the opportunity afforded fcim. Blaine's
oration will no doubt be a superb tribute to
the memory of the dead President by Jii
nearest and deartst frienJ. There is an
especial appropriateness in the selection, for
Garfield was not only bound to Bla.'ne by
tbe closest ties of affection and sympathy,
but" both became the victims of a narrow
partisanship because, in the exercise of their
j'f5iial privileges aud their conscientious
oenvictions, they ventured to dis-irr- jt

? frorn Boscoe Cockling in mat
ters of public policy. And the felicitous
selection of Biaioe will no doubt be jurti
Bed by the result.' We predict that no finer
oration waa ever prdoounced over a states-
man's grave than" thai which Mr. B'ainv
will deliver upon the life and character of
James A, Garfield. ' Tbe oration will give

ous nature. There is every eltment of the
dramatic, the tragic and the pathetic in
the life and death of President Gar-

field, and they will call forth the lofti-

est flights of eloquence. Mr. Blaine, with
interlocked arata, took the last walk with
the President, They were talking lov-

ingly tofcthtr, and thur hearts were both
bounding with exultant hope and triumph-
ant ambition when tbe blow fell. What an
opportunity Mr. Blaine has for depicting the
career which. was opening up to the utn
Who 'came bare-foote- d out' of 'the' Ohio
forests aud tolled upward until the highest
round In Fame' ladder had been reached.
Sever did a speaker have such an opportu-
nity, and the orator selected will no doubt
prove worthy of himself, and do full justice
to the memory of his illustrious friend." But
Mr. Blaine will discover ia the end the
proneneat of the American people to worship
(he rising instead of the setting sun, and bs
forced to muse In sadness over the fickleness
of puUic opinion. In the whirl of buy
life, the scramble for place and power, the
memory of even a President is as transitory
as the rocket that Mans athwart .he fky,
nod when Mr. Blaine hereafter contrasts the
popularity of President Garfield on the 2d of
July last with . his popularity in the next
Bepublicaa nominating convention, he
will, mournfully exclaim: . "How soon
ww. are , forgotten!' The sympathies
and affsctioaa of the Republican party
have been transformed front the dead Presi-

dent to his consiitntional successor, and Mr.
Garfield's popularity will evaporate before
the next election, and Mr. Blaine will have the
enmity of tbe faction which haa the disposal
of the patronage. It is a sad commentary
on the politics of America that the least de-

viation from party exactions brings with it
ostracism and defeat. When Daniel Web-

ster took issue with the extreme views of his
party and asked the privilege of addressing
the people of Massachusetts in defense of
himself, the constitution and his imperilled
country, he wss indignantly denied the cf
Faneuil Hall. Horace Greeley gained wide
fame and high position when the cause of
abolitionism at last triumphed, to which he
had devoted his life; but he wss driven to hie
grave a broken-hearte-d man became be wanted
peace between the aectiens. Charles Sumner
shared tbe same fate. Poor little Hayes made
a sickly effort for peace and civil-eervie- e

reform. But he was too small and cowardly
to make an issue -- rapidly retreated at the
first fire from his party, and, instead of in
auguraling civil-awvi- reform, his adminis-
tration waa eignalixed by corruption. Like
Garfield, Blaine representa the better cla.-so-f

his party in conscience, in patriotism and in
atateaaanehip; but he has given offense to
tbe Stalwarts, whom he had created by hia
own extremity, and, judging from the man-

ner in which the Republicans are clustering
round Arthur, he will share the fate of

Webster, Greeley and Sumner.

''Yes, it was; snd I srrived at home from

There were two lots of specie be-
longing to the Richmond banks deposited in
too vault of a branch ef the old bank of the
State of Georgia, at Washington. This, I
think, amounted to about $400,000; and
there was also some Confederate specie in
the vault, but a much lrea amount than the
lanke had. I am satisfied that all tbe Con-
federate coin that was brought to Washing-'o- n

waa distributed to the soldiers before
t'ley were disbanded, except a small amount
that waa taken by General Breckinridge to
pay his expenses across the Mii-ippi- . After
llrtcklnridge had reached a point a few
miles away . from . Washington be- - hoard
of the advance of some Federe.1 cavalry, and
turned hie course toward Florida; and, ia
order to make hia bordea lighter, he sent a
man back to Washington with two bags of
the specie be had taken, and the man threw
them into the yard of the residence of Gen-
eral Toombs, where it was afterward found
and turned over to tbe Federal . authorities.

"How Img did the money belonging to the
Ricbmnud banks remain on deposit ia Wash-

Until August, I860. In that month a del-- f
atiou of wealthy bankers from Richmond

came down and loaded it in three 'Wagons,
with which they started to Abbewdet but
while encamped over night near Ds'.tbury, a
large (quad of diabandfcd Confederate caval-
rymen, montly Tennesseane, made a raid into
the camp, secured and tied the bank officers,
and after piling them into a fence corner,
pAxxeded to ride ths wagons of the content,
and got away with all but about $30,000 or
$10,000. Next day the robbers were pursued
and some 1 80,0(0 wr re recovered and re-
turned to the bank at Washington, where it
remained with the left wi h the
bankers, and finally this money was called
fot by and delivered to General Wilrfe, of
the United States army. This. I think, is
the same roomy spoken of as in litigation
between the Richmond banks and the United
States. The robbers who raided the bankers
eievped near Danbury were, however, pur-U)-d

by myself and a squad that was speedily
organised tor that purpose, and we captured
tome of them; but later on tbe guarda in
wbbse charge we placed them were tamper, d
wifli, and they were allowed to escape, and

idi them, I think, went the rest of the
Riohmood banker' money. .

Mr. Philbrook gives a
minute account of Confederate Treasnry
affairs. He says: "The night before quit-
ting Richmond I received orders to transfer
the Treasury Department to Chirlotte, North
Carolina. The train contained about $ti00,-- .
000 iu specie, mostly dooble-esg'e- s and sil-
ver dollars in kes, which hsd been in the
Tresisury since 1881, most of them having
been received from New Orleana banks. The
gold was in coin box- a of tha regular siz?,
$25,000 in each. I had charge of the tr,iio
and was accompanied by Mrs. Davis and her
household effects. Tbe Pre.idnt was to fol-
low immediately. The first slop wss mads
at Danville, where some money . wss paid
out. Then the party nrocwded to Char-
lotte, where further orders w r? expected,
but communication waa cut by the Federal
cavalry. At thie point some $10,000
or $13,000 was paid tut. The prox-
imity of Federal troops made Charlotte
uusafe. I gave orders to proreid ti New-
berry, South Carolina. There more money
was paid out. All communuaiiou was rut
off, sj I had to move further south by wagon.
We fiaally reached Abbcyville, South Caro-
lina, having abouLhalf a million on hand.
Here I burit d a larce number of State papers
and several hundred million dollars t Co a
federate note bonda. While at AbVyville
awaiting the arrival of the President part

the most part feverUh and uncertain in tone
during the early part of the day, though
there were times when the stock market was
decidedly weak, as after the appearance of
statements of business of such of the Vsn-derbi- lt.

companies as had directors' meetings
y. Tht se statements show that the rail-

road war has seriourly reduced the net earn-
ing', even of the best of them. These dam-
aging facts have, however, been known for a
long time to insiders of these companies, and
it explains why they have been so ready to sell
them all tbe way down in the decline of from
10 to 30 per cent, which the stocks of these
companies have hsd since esrly last sum-
mer. Thefe are bow indications that these
insiders are Prepared to buy them back if
the public cnooses to sell them. Among
these indications sre the loans from banks
and others made on the class of United
States bonds held by Vanderbilt, money
being borrowed presumably to buy these
stocks. In fact, one broker wbo does little
except for the Vanderbilts, bought 10,000
shares of Lake Shore, and there are other
signs pointing in the same direction. Aside
from this kind of buying y commission
houses had more orders from outsiders, who
pay in full for what they buy, than they have
had on anv day for months; and it is evident
the recent downward movement has for the
first time since its inception struck obstacles
which may turn tbe movement another
direction. Tbe chief sellers of stocks to-
day were the weaker class of margin holders
and scalpers, or 'room traders,' for small
turns. It is said that outside orders
were mostly for substantial properties which
pay dividend, aod that 'balloon' specialties
were not wanted at any price, while the net
result of fluctuations io the general list show
sn advance of 12 per cent, with tbe mar-
ket closinsr ttroog. Specialties show a de-
cline of per cent., and Wfre weak at
the close. United States bonds were firm
throughout, the only decline being in 4s.
I ho Treasury is getting very few bonds, the
total offered y having been $58,000, but
the shrinkage in prices at the Stock
