woralising. Deism did not a0 much alarm
the spiritual-minded as the frigidity, the
bloodlessness, the sickly pallor of a listless
religion. The enemies of religion were
chiefly those of itm own sleepy
householde. It was into the midst of this
spiritnal decay that John Wesley burst with
his example. He had been in America, Le
had esnght the fire of enthusiasm, and the
mystie power which had lain dormant for
gonerations was once more to do its reviving
work. There was nothing revolutionary in
Wiesley’s nims; he warred neither agsinsi
Church nor State, but fought only against
lormalism and spiritual death. He was one,
says Macaulay, “whose elogquence and logi-
cal monteness might have made him eminent
in literature, whose genius for goveromeut
was pot inferior to that of Richelien.”
Whitfield perhaps excelled him in im-
passioned oratory, but Jealey  pos-
semsed what was more permanen'ly
valuable, not only the spiritual fervor which
seizes upon the hearts and consciences of the
masves, but the organizing ability which
binds them together. Mr. Jolinson is a wor-

AWFUL EXPLOSION.

Nineteen Men Blown to Atems by the
Explosion of the Steamship West
Point, of the Clyde Line,

While Lying

At the Wharf at West Point—The Vessel
Catches Fire and is Totally De-
stroyed—Full Particulars
of the Accident.

New Yorx, December 27.—A Richmond
epecial enys: “News was reeeived here this
worniog from West Point, on  York river,
of s tecrible disaster to the steamer West
Poini, of the Clyde Lipe, plying between
that point and Baltimore. The West Point
arrived at West Point early yesterday morn-
ing, and the gang begon to dischargs her
cargo. They cleared out all the freight be-
tween the decks, and had gone below into
the hold to take out a quantity of kerosense
oil, when, at 12 m, an explosion
occurred which blew off the side
of the wvessel into the river and
sel fire (o the ship. Nineteen persons,
including four of the crew and nearly all
the slevedore hands, perished. The first and
second officers escaped, ove of them being
badly injured. The captain being on shore,
wos saved, The crew was mostly from Bal-
timore, nnd the laborers from Richmond and
West Point. The West Poinl was a new
ship, having only made a few trips. Bhe
was valued at $60,000, and was insared.

Another Aceount,

Riucnsonn, Va,, Decemnber 27.—An explo-
uion oecurred yesterday at Weat Point, Vir-
ginia, on the steamer West Point, plyiog be-
tween that place and Bultimore, which re-
sulted in the total destruction of the boat
and the loss of nineteen lives, The follow-
ing particulars have been receivcd: The
steamer West Point arrived at her wharf on
Bunday afterncon, but discharging her cargo
did mot begin uoiil yestérday st noon, and
ufter the hands had been engaged nearly two
ho ira, & terrific but as yet unsccounted-for
explosion cecurred near the forward hateh,
blswing out the starboard side of the steamer,
und almost instantly eoveloping the forward
part of the vessel in flames. There were
twelve colored men in the forward hold,

all ol whom were either killed by the explo-
]liun or burned to death, Five other
men jumped overboard and four were
«~drowned. When it wos found thnt there
were no hojpes of saving the steamer <lo was
cut loose and the tide drifted her two miles
up the Pamunkey river, where she contin-
ued to burn wntil everyihing combustible
about her was destroyed and her iron hull had
broken in two amidships, Among the killed
were L. S. Bradiord, chief stevedore. First
Officer Peter Geohegan, of Bahimore, was
blown overboard, but was saved badly
bumed., Qnartermaster Willinm Bohannon,
also of Baltimore, was serioualy burned. Of
the nineteen lives loat, eighteen were cul-
ored. Three others were injured.

The boat’s cargo was made up of mizeel-
laneous freight, among which were several
hundeed barrels of oil, sixty of which were
gasoline oil, and mting ignited the lames
spread with such f[rightful rapidity that

1ere was no chance of saving the vesel, nor
any one on boand, even if there was one not
killed by the explosion. The forward por-
tion of the decks and = great part of the
starboard side were thrown oot, aod there is
no doubt that all ia the hold, or near the
forward hateh, were instantly killed. Four
men were drowned, which furmed four-filthe
of the gang stowing cotton in the afterhold.
As soon as this gang heard the explosion
and saw the rapid spread of the fire, they,
together with the boy assisting them, made
for the starboard part and plunged
into the river. Just then the large
batch slid off the deck and falling on
then disabled four a0 they sunk at once. The
filth saved himself by swimming back to the
wharf, while the boy suceeeded in getting on
a floating hateh, and was recovered by a boat
from the shore. The names of the four
drowned men wers Jennings, Taylor, Stark
and Tiler. These names are included in the
list previovaly sent. The cause of the er-
plosion 1s as yet a mystery. The officers of
the Richmoud and Danville Railroad com-
pany, which runs ita West Poiot line in con-
vection with the Ballimore steamer, who
arrived to day from West Point, state that
they were utterly unable to sccount for the
disaster, They say the only fire on board
was uider the boiler which runs the hoisting
engine, and the engineer runaing it remained
at hix post and was unhurt, ¢ ho'd had
bect opened pearly two hours when the ex-
plosion ocourred, so the theories of boiler or
comnfined gas explosion are done away with.

JohnJarvin, colored fireman, wasin the boiler
cleaning it out. Ile of course had a lighe,
aod this was the only light known to be on
bourd the steamer. The West Point waa
huilt in Baltimore, at a cost of $70,000, and
this was her second trip. She ok the place
of the steamer Shirley, which, togsther with
the wharvea st Wert Poiut, were destroyid
by firs November 28, 1880, and a portivn of
the Bhirley’s iron plating was uvsed in the
construction of the West Point, All the
upper works of the Bhirley were burned in

timore December 27, 1877, thia makiog
the third time the vessel or a portion thereot
had undergone the ordeal of fire. The West
Point waa owned by the Baltimore, Chesa-
perake snd Richmond Steamhboat company.
Che value of her cargo cannol now be ascer-
tained.

The soil is of & light, sandy character, rest-
ing upon & stratum of yellowish clay, which
in turn rests upon & friable sandstone. The
forest growth coosists of wvarious kinds of
onk, intermingled with yellow and white
pine. The surface of the couniry in gently
undulatiog, but oecasionally dashed with a
deep hollow., Within n few miles of the set-
uement veluable coal mines bave n
opened, and are now being worked with
profit, The settlement containe some ity or
cixty residences. Some of these siructures
are ¥eareely more than shanties, while others
are of more pretentious character. There
ure aleo several offices, storehbouses, a churoh,
and other buildings, Aroad has been graded
from Rugby w0 the reilrond at Sedgemoy, o
distunce of seven miles, and at some points
has been covered with broken stone.

Tt is troe thet it bas
failed to meet the extrovagant expectstion
of over-sauguive enthusiasts, who fondly
dreamed of wn Arcadia upon this lofty
platgau, but there are still in this enterprise
ahundari elements of socess. The Jocation
is besutiful, the climate is glorious, the at-
maosphere exhilarating, the soil is enpable of
profitable cultivation, and the development
of the cosl mines may be ma'e a source ol
great wealth, The “ooe thing needful” is for
the mansgement to comprehend the genius
of this country, and to sdopl a wiser and
more liberal policy, a policy which will
stimulale instend of repress individual ep-
terprise, engournge settlement, promote har-
moay and develop the resources of the coun-
try. I predict the uliimate suoccess of this
enlerprise. How socon this prediction shall
be fulfilled will depend upon the readiness
with which the general line ol policy which
I have hastily sketched shall be adopted

THE ARTICLE BY TREUMAN REFERRED TO

B. C. Troman:

After the fall of Fort Donelson and the
Con federate evacuation of Bowling Green,
in Febrnary, 1862, and the subsequent stam-
pede of prominent Secessionists from Nash-
ville other important citics and tow.
in Middle Tennesee, it was not long befo.,
thonsanda aud tens of thousands of Federal
troopa poured through the strests of the
asbove-named capital. It was customary,
duriog those early days of ths rebellion, for
many writers, either soldiers or professiona)
1 correspondents, to state that, upon such
1 oceasions, the Federal troops were Welcomed
i by Union men and by displays of National
~colora. There were some such demonstra-
tions duriog the early part of the confliet,
in some places, no donbt, but there wers
none in Nashville at the time mentioned in
! the opening of thia paragraph. There werr
I a few real genuine Union mwen snd women

in Nashville, of course, but they wer
peculiarly undemonstrative. Io fact, Nash-
ville looked and seemed like a deserted city;
pine-tenths of the able-bodied men, between
the nges of eighteen and fifty, had been en-
roll under the Confederate flag, and
were in the army or in their graves
Isham G. Harris, then Governor of Ten-
pessee, and npow United States Sevator
irom thal Btate, had been persistent and ag-
ﬁrxm.i\'e in his efforts to prevent a stampede:;

.and Mr. Bmith are dead, therefore cannot
speak. Mr, Burnes lives o speak, aud, in
doing so, denies making the statement as re
ported, ou are awnre that at that tume 1
was the Adjutant-Geperal of the Suate, nud
was enguged in the duty of organizing and
equippiog troops nsive to a recent call
wade by General Johnston Tennesses
and other States for a large number of troops,
aod hence was constantly vn doty at Na:h
ville. In assumiog that ition Gov-
ernor Harriz placed me under the orders
of General Johnston so [ar sa to direct me
that whatever request he made of the Exee-
utive of the State in relation to Btate troops

sult of this order on the part of Governor
Harris was thst very frequenlly Geoceral
Johniton telegraphed or wrote directly to me
in relation to msatters n to be dome in
and about Nashville and in the State. Some
short time before the movement of the Fed-
eral forces upon Fort Henry General Joho-
ston  commenced throwing up some works
vorth of Nashville looking to its defcnee,
and in order to hurry this work slave labor,
to a large extent, was called for. Of course
thie wes quite suggestive to we, and hence 1
talked frequently with Governor Harris
about the propriety of moving the archives
of the State, Governor Harris was saoguine
and determined upon & prolonged defense of
the capital. I can pever forget those days
and incidenta. Passing over moch that
might be suid which could demonstrate the
courage and fidelity of Governor Harris, 1
come to the day and oight of the fall of Fort
Dopeleon. He had fu!l knowledge of the
movements of General Johnston, sud of the
location of his troops; ke was fully o
quainted with the agreement and de-
hiberations of Generals Beanregard and
Johpston. During the day of the
battle of Fort Ilonaldson, there came
from Geperal Pillow almost hourly dis-
patthes of the progress of the fight; thess
were confident and fall of hope and prom-
mad vietory. These dispatches were garen
to the public; the people were thorong
=xeited; the residents of Nashville were con-
gregating at different publie points canvesa-
ing each item of news as it came; bul towaed

PLAYING A PART.

Important Testbuony of Eminent Dr. A,
E. McDonald, of the Ward’s Island
Insane Hospital, Who Says
He Has

Clesely Analyzed the Prisoner’s Conduct
in Court, and Gives it as His Opin-
ion that He Has been Play-

i..' a Part.

Wasamworow, December 27, —The ecourt-
room. was densely packed. Upon reaching
his seat, Guitean Ejoked around smilingly
and said: “I bad a wice Christmas dinoer,
and [ hope everybody else did, I had lots
of froit, Hlowers and fudy visitors, and a good
time generally.”

DR. A. E. M'DONALD,
Snperintendent of the Ward's Island Iosane

Hospital, testificd that doring his i
be had 6000 cases of immi':;; hm
| attention to the study of insanity.
The witness .stated the difference between
“delusions” and “inssne delusions,” the one
being the subject of correctivn by the judg-
ment and senses, the other wnoi being cor-
rectible, and for that resson’ demominated
insane deiusion; also illusions and hallo-
cination, giving illustrations from his own
experience. He believed from experience
that the clnim of inspiration, frequently as-
serted by insane persons, proceeded a
source of hallucination, or insane delnsion
affecting the senses.
. The witoeas was then asked if persons sct-
ing under the claim of “inspiration” would
indicate it in any other way than by their
sssertions, and rveplied: “Their actions and
behavior would indicate it, na well as their
assertions, To illuatrate it, a person claim-
ing to be Jesus Christ, and acting under an
inspiration, clothed himself like the Savior,
gave away his property, and slept out of
doors becaune the Bavior had no where to
lay his head.”

The witness was asked if soch a person
would feel any spprebension of bodily in-
jury, or would take any precsution to guard

imself aguinst danger, and replied: “In-
spiration always over-rides all fear, bodily
pain or injory, and renders the person who
pelieves he is scling under inspiration
wholly oblivicus to snch comsideration.”

The witness was then asked if such per-
sons usnally planded with deliberation, and
replied: “On the contrary, their scts are
sudden in both conception and execution, as
s rule, and they seldom sulempt to avoid
consequences in any way."”

There are two kiods of insanity, o~
suggested the priscoer, “the crank insaniy
and the Abraham insanity. The latter is
the echool to I beloog to. Tell us what you
think of Abraham, Doctor.”

The witness described what was commonly
ealled tempe insanity, where one com-
mits an act which is the on]y evidence of his
insanity, n?d vlrh'u:h person .ll? to u:l:r appear-

erfectly sane in o respects
both Lerom and after the sct. g
Guiteau—That’s just my case exactly.
Witness—I do not believe in such insanity,
and in all my experience have never secn an
instavee of it 1
Colonel Corkhill—Doctor, we had a young
man here from Chicago, an sgonostic, who
testified that one per-on in every five was
insans, What wonld you say of that?
Seoville asked to have the question read
by the reporter, and sharply rebuked the
Distriet Attorney for his persistent attempts
1o injure the character and cast-slurs upon
the witnesses for the defense, “I do not
care,” he conlinned, “to be continually ob-
jecting to such matters.

The
prizoner always spoke of the sct as “my con-
ception,” and “son siter I covceived the
removal of the President,” Witoes
asked why, if the act wasihe Almighty's
and he was «imply an agent, he was so par-
ticular ma to prictice his aim, sod why he
did pot trust the details to the Almighty.
The prisoper hesitated a little, and said:
“The Almighty often trust the details to his
agents.”  Witness talked st considerable
length with the prisoner in regard to the
¢rime, and asked bim what plans or expeo-
iations he had for the future, and his
reply was o the effect lhu.}
whiie he did not consider himsel
insane, he had studied up the subject of in-
sanity and believed he would be found by a
jury to be legally ivsane at the time of the
comtmission of the ac!, apd would be ac-
quitted. He wun asked: “What do you
suppose will be done with you?” and replied:
“I will be sent to an inssne asylum, and 1
find that under the Jaw I cun, sfter a few
months, have a commision of lunacy to pass
upon my cuse, and of course thev will find
me rane, and | will be discharged.” Witness
believed from bis examination and obeerva-
tion of the prisoner in court that he is s per-
fectly sane man. Witness then § at
some length to give reasons for his opinion,
using the expression “I have frequently no-
ticed that his most violent interruptioms hare
teen made when the weight of evidence has
b en against him.”

Counsel for defense objected, that witness
wns usurping the fonetions of the jury, who
alone could pass upon the fact that evidence
was for or against the prisoner.

The Court overruled the objection, and ex-
ception was noled by the defense.

Guitesu, who had kept unnsually quiet
all throogh the morning, here addressed
the witness, sqeaking without any show of
excitement: “You are making a great ado
about nothing, Doctor; 1 don’t pretend that 1
am insane now. Tell us what you koow
about Abraham; get ydur woney and go
bome."

Witness, continuing, closely analyvzed the
sondition and remarks of the prisouer dur-
ing the trinl, snd concloded: “The priconer
had been playing the part eversino: the first
duy,’ Al tie outset the prisoner;, he said,
ha i directed ull his abuse agaiost one of the
courssl, alterward egnivst all oi them.

“Are you not confounding envse and «fivet,
and canuot unusual excitement of the emo-
tions, or excessive worry and care and anx-
iety v verturn resason and esuse disease of the
brain?” The witness admitted that such

tiust overwork, care and asxiety might pro-
duce dyspepsia, which, with other causes,
wight lead 1o jnsauity, aod thiit would neces-
sarily make a disesse of the brain, and a
disensed brain would in its turn lead to in-
sapity.

(Quesiinn—Well, vow, i= it oot a [act that
vou learn that the brain is diseased fromn
cvidenee of onoscundpess of win An-
swer—From that and from physical condi-
tions alvo.
