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BILL ARP ON THE TARIFF,

The drollery and wit of two of the great
American humorists is bright and sparkling.
They are much alike, not only ne thinkers
but in the manner of expressing their
thoughts. They have long been personal
friends, When Bill Arp was introdoced
o Jozh Billinge, I looked at
Jush and  Josh took
him for] sn ex’orter. Aller some minutes
he opened his mouth and solemnly swid:
‘Something,” said I, and
looked aus solem’, too, as possible. “When
you fled from the foul Yankee invader, you
had a steer with a koot in his tail,” began
he. “ Yen,” promptly said 1. “Is he well,”
asid he. “Aswell as I could expect, con-
siderin',)” said I. “Considerin’ whut?” anid
he. “That he is dead” said 1. “Billings
sighed, and wiping his eyes, said with
much feeling: “Hence these steers.” The
first meeting between Artewus Ward and
Mark Twain was the signal for igniting
the pyrotechnita. Wit fiashed, nnd the
jokes, puns, conuindrums and repartee con-
vulsed the crowd with laughter. But it was
nol equal to the spontaneous bubbling of
wit which [ollowed the meeting of Arp and
Billings, The droilery of these two humor-
ists is never frivolous, for there in & vein of
philosophy in their quaint expressions and
grolesque utterances which inculeate & moral
as forcible as the “sermons in stones” and

It is what it ever was—a shum, a
humbug, a delnsion put forward and advo-
caled for the purpose of obtaining money
undor false pretenses, That is all ir 5o, in,
or ever will be. It in simply a scheme to
take woney from the poor cousumers W in-
oroase the great resources ol the monopolist
manufacturers. It ik only that and nothing
more. A good testof the hollowness of the pre-
tentions of the so-called Auterican labor pro-
tectionists is to be found in the fact that while
they were piling on the dutica on articles of
prime consumption, avd thus putting their
spoon in every man's dish, the snme men
opposed, by every means in their power, all
legialation for the preveotion of the intru-
sion in the labor market of the hordes of
Chiness locusts, That is the way they pro-
tected Americun labor. The result is well
koown. BStrikes, destitution, misery nnd
distarbances in the manufactaring districts,
and the subetitution wherever it was possi-
ble of Chinese for American labor.

Stiffening — Guiteau Removed to the
Prisoner’s Dock, Where He
Shonld Have Been Put

Long Ago—Additional Strong Evidence
as to the Prisoner’s Sanity—
A fjLively Time.

Wasimisorox, December 28, — Guitean
came into the court room this morning lock-
ing paler than usual. He complained that
he had not slept well. Last evening a man
was placed in acell near hin who was suffer-
ing from a most violent type of mania,
cansed by the excessive use of morphis, and
during the whole night his shricks rang
through the jail. Guiteau wasannoyed, and
asked what was the oecaxion of such a riol
The keeper replied: *We've got o crazy man
on our hande to-night” “Well” =aid Gui-
teau, “why don't you choke him snd make
him keep ¢uiet, and not let respectable peo-
sle be disturbed in this way by a miserable

unxiie.”
DR, MACDONALD

agnin took the stand this morning, aod was
etoss-examined by Scoville. The questions
were directed mainly to the subject of tem-

yriry insanity, and witness ‘was nsked
if, in his practice, he had not met an -
stance of temporary insanity? He replied,

“Oh, nonsense; that ax story-is the merest
fiction; it's all rubbish,” and shortly after-
ward, “Doctor, just tell ne something about
Abraham, and we will let you go.”

Witness waa asked if he were not dis-
charged for granting false cerlificates of
health to Wm.

of Nashville, Superintendent of the Tennes-
sre Sipte Asylum for the Insane, had given
specinl attention to the study of insanity for
tLu past twelve yeara; had seen sbont two
thousand enses during his connection with
the Tennersee Asylum; witness visited the
prisoner in joil, and aleo closely observed
the prisoner in court, and believed him per-
fectly sane; witness did not believe the Deity

“Your \thulle question is full of talsehoods
and misstatements, 1 make this assertion
oow at the ountset to mvoid imterrupting as
you go along.”

The witness believed that, taking the facta
as st forth be troe, the prisoner was un
donbtedly sane.

Guitenu again commented: “Two-thirds of
that stufl’ is all bosh.”

Sceville noted an exception to both ques-
tion and answer,

Upon the erossexamiaation Scoville took
up the hypothetical question, clause by
claose, and questioned the witness closely as
to the weight und bearing of each in the
formation of his (the wilness's) opinion,
Recess,

Evening Neaslon.

After recess, Scoville put a hypothetical
sinestion which embra the clause: “Sup-
pose the prisoper belioved himself 10 be a
partner with Jesus Chriat?"

Judge Porter protested agaiost the gues-
tion ms blasphemous, and it would be a dis-
grace to a court of jastica amd to a Christian
nation to allow it to be entertained for a mo-
ment.

Seoville replied that if no allusion eould
be made to. what was clainied by the prisoner
to be the actusting motive or influences that
led 0 his act, then the whole defense would
be wi away at a single stroke.

Judge Porter procecded to insist upon his
view, nnd declared that the time hpd come
when, in the name of the American people,
and on behalf of the Government in the FP
eral Court, ke felt it his daty 10 demand that
the pri be remanded to the dock,

Guitean (spitefully )—00, you do, you big-
mouthed Porter,

The court officials sitting behind the pris-
oner attempled to quiet him, when bhe
whicled around and anarled at one of them,
“Mind your business, or Pl slap you in the
mouth, you fool.”

Judge Porier continued his remarks, and
Guitean agnin interrupted him, and shouted
out: “Well, you had better mind your busi-
nr“_l’

Judge Porter—That is my business here
to-day. Your Honor, I must now inaist
upon my motion of Saturday, that the pris-
oner be removed to the dock.

Sooville arose to speak, when Judge Cox
said: *Let me know, first, if connsel desire
to be heard upon the molion to remove the
lal‘i.lu'mlr to the doek.”

Judge Davidge then procseded to speak to
the motion. e believed the time had come
when everyone present was satisfied that the
nisoner was perfectly sane in respect to his

chavior, snd amenable to the same rules
ns other prisoners. In the case of General
Siekles, who was tried in*this court for mur-
der, the judge refused to deviate from the
rile, although he was a distinguished law-
yor and a member of Congress at the time,
and he gat in the prisoner’s dock during his

ial,

Seoville said he would assent to any prop-
osition which might be deemed neceseanry,
Noooe had suffered more than he from
the prisoner’s behavior.

Views of Bishop Sharp, of Salt Luke City
—The Saints Are Not at All
Alarmed About the

Palicy of the Pederal overnment—They
Will Pribably Vield to Garficld’s

Polygamy Polley.

Bishop Sharp, of Salt Lake City, who ia
in the city in behali of the Mormon Church,
of which be is a high dignitary, talked with
& Tribune reporter at the 8t. Nicholas Hotel
Friday in regard to the present oatlook for
Mormonism. The Bishopis a plainly dressed,
intelligent looking man, with gray hair and
beard, but with more of the sir of a succoss-
ful Western business man than that of a
clergyman, although he talks in the meas-
ured tones of & person 2 to pastoral
duties, When assked how the Mormons re-
Ko legaietion by Compre ba repties?

egialation Jongress he replied:

“There ia no alarm in the Church in re-
gard to the matter, It is an old subject, and
no more talked of now than it was twelve
years ago. We do not fear any sction of
Congress. A great deal more intercst is
taken in the question of the ldmi.nli.on of
the delegate to s hother it will be
Mr. Cannon or Mr. pbell. Mr. Cannon’s
name was placed on the roll by the old clerk,
but I see that Mr. Campbell’s name is now
on the roll, b he has not been swora in.
He is Governor Muorray’s delegate. T have
no personsl knowledge on the g but
it is my opinion thut neither will be t-
ted, an that s new election will have to be
held to decide the matter.”

“Do you not think the President ia in
earnest in his determination to enforce the
laws against yon?”

“President Arthor deals with the question
in the same way as President Garfield, The
latter's messsge was very pointed, but it was
his aim, as I have private means of know-
ing, to prevent the further extension of
nﬁ{: while not interfering with exist-
Eg relations.

If either side refuses to
abide by the Church decision the only pun-
ishment is seversnce from the Church. Of
course we only take cognizance of civil cases,
not of criminal.”

The Bishopexplained that he came East
two or thr e times a year, and that he should
remain in the city bat & day or two. In his
trip from Utah he said there was very little
snow visible, and that only on the hills. He
added that there were many false and
ridiculons stories being published in regard
to the Mormous, and he wondered that they
were credited.
