Of course Mr. Speer’s political status was
known before this interview sppeared, for
during the last sestion he voted with the Re-

The only remarkables thing In his alleged
interview is that he tries to couple Mr,
Stephens with himself as a political free
lance in Georgia. In the interview he says
the young men started the Independent part
in (leorgin, and continnes: “They were tired,
for one thiog, of being kept down.

A WAR OF WORDS.

The Otherwise Monotonous Proteedings
Enlivened by a Lively Spat Be-
tween Counsel.

Full Text of Judge Cox’s Decision Re-
manding Guilean to the Dock—A
Statement from Scorille,

Wasamarox, December 20.—Thie court
was densely packed,despite the rainy weath-
er. A rumor was current this morning that
the jury, with one exceplion, are satisfied of
the guilt and respopeibility of the
prisoner. The twellth juror, it Is said, stoutly
malntains that Guilean is “as crsey as a
March hare.” The prisoner was taken with-
out demonstration to the priscner’s dock.
This is located about swenty five feet from
counsel, upon the left of the room, a narrow

assage separating it from a large window
which overlooks Lonisiana avepue, Guitean
glanced sround the room and then out of the
window, and evinoed some nervousness at his
apparently exposed position, Giuitean started
in to make his usanl morning speech. “I
noticod,” he eaid, “as I rode up in the van
this morning, that the usual guard of police
had been withdrawn. Nev I want to say
emphatically, that if I was tormed ont to-
morrow, | would take care of myself, but as
long as I am in the custody of this court the
Court is bound to protect me. There is more
danger of my being shot, when riding to and
from the juilin thevan, than any other time,
and I want your Hooor to make an order
that the usual guard shall acoompany the
van. The cranks are not all dead y«t, though
they are fast dying off. As w matter of fact,
it would require but one crank with suifi.
cient nerve o shoot me in the van. That's
where the most danger lies. I'm muking
more friends every day, and gettiog lots of
litters of sympathy, { don't anticipate any,
daoger except from cranks.”

sane murderers do not boast of their acts,
but, on the contrary, very rarely allude to
them unless a good deal of ingenuity is used |
to draw them ont: witneas, before he had en- |
tered this court-room, had never heard of a
case of alleged inspiration that came from
within; soch peracns always claim to have
heard the voice of God, or seen His fmuage,
or something of that sort; such Iospiration
is never & conviction arrived at after mature
reflection on the part of the person so af-
fected,

Witness was acked if the belief of the pris-
oner's father, L. W. Guiteau, that disease
could be cured by prayer, should be tuken
as an evidence of ipsanity, and replied: “By
po means. We all know Lthat thousands and
thousands of sane people prayed daily for
the salvation of President Guarfield's Jife.
They would bardly have done so if they had
not entertained some behef in the efficacyof
prayer.”

Full Text of Judee Cox's Decision He-
manding Guitean to the Dock.

The following is the full text of Jud
Cox’s decision remasuding Guitean to the
cock: “IL is hardly necessary to say that
the conduct of the prisoner during the trial
has been one of perustent violation and defi-
ance of order decornm and from
the beginning. The only messure which
conld have reso o to eflectually
and completely suppress this disorder was
such ms might have infrioged his constiin-
tional right as a prisoner on trial, and that
was & copelusive argument against resort to
it. Ugtil Saturday last no other measures
had been suggested from any quarier, when
the measure now proposed was in
the furm of a motion. Although it had itself
occurred 0 me previously, on the contra-
ry it had heretofore been the impres-
sion, shared by both Court and counsel,
that the prisoner’s language and con-
duet st the bar would probably aifford
the best indications of his mental and moral
canracleristics, and contribute largely to the
ealightenment of the Court and jury upon
the vital question of his wental responsi-
bility. 1t was, therefore, in accord ance with
the desire expressed 1o me by the District
Alterney, that he was allowed such latitude
of conduct unrestrained, except so far as
necessary o conduct the proceedings at all,
in oraer to furnish, particularly to expert
witnesses who were present, an opportunity
t disgonoss thiz case. It waa thought that
no better opportunity could be afforded for a
constant study of the priconer than in the
onurtroom, snd ms it now appears the
opinions of experts have been largely founded
o1 the exhibitions which have taken place
daring this trial, and if they bave contrib-
uted to enable expert witnesses to reach
conclusions, it is & mmi‘lete vindieation of
the view of the District Attorney
that this was the proper course fto
by pursned.
