The exhibit this week U decidedly unsat

isfactory, when compared with that of the
corresponding week of last year, ana the
tola I looting up ot l,tS,l.l,01'., compares
somewhat unfavorably with tbe looting at
the end of last week, when the figures stood
at$l,332,172,8t9.

ith the corresponding week: ot last year,
show a decrease of 14 per cent, against one
of 13 3 per cent, last week. Exchanges for
ths second week of January last year,
showed an increase percentage over the cor
responding week ot lsyol 41.1 per cent.
The falling off in tbe per cent this week was
owing, in the main, to the quiet decrease in
--New lork. Then, too, the trade throughout
the entire country is unusually dan tor
this season of the year. Though the
indications in many quarters are more assur
ing for tbe early opening ot a brisk spring
trade. In t.ew York the peroentaga oi
crease is 21.3 percent, against the decrease of
17 8 per cent last week and tne increase ot
1 1.0 per cent, the previous week. In this
connection it must borne in mind that in
the week in 1881 with which this comparison

instituted one of the largest speculative
movements ever known in that large city was
being carried on, the sale of Blocks for that
week alone amounting to 3,450,100 shares.
