Senator Hawley, member of the Commit-
tee on Kailroads, moved 1o recommit to the
committee the bill ratifying the act of the
General Council of the Choctaw Nation
grantling to the St. Louis and San Francisco
Hailway Company the right of way for a
rnilrum{ and telegraph line through that na-
tion, The official protest of the Choctaw
Nation and other docoments submitted since
the bill was piscpd on the calendar had not
twen before the committe -, aud he thought
the measure should be considered under the
new light thus thrown upon it

S-nator Maxey said the papers presented no
new material statements, and the question
raised by the Chickasaw was purely one of
law, which could be considered an well in
open Bepate ns in committee. e depre-
eatedd the effect of the motion in causing the
bill to be delayed, by losing its place on the
calendar. Towlay but one company had the
right of way through the Indian Territory,
ind controlied a monopoly of the transporta-
tion between and through Texas from the
Norih, and the present effort was o open an
independent line. He clmumed, in the right
ol way, the Choctaws had granted a lense-
ment, and had oot parted with soch terri-
tory; concequently, the Chickasaws bhad
nothing to do with the matter,

Senntor Coke agreed with his colleague
that the only question involved was whether
a single railrosd syndicate should control
the commerce passing routhward through the
[ndian Territory to Texas, Thia same syn-
dicate of the Indian Territory now controlled
nearly all the railroad interests of the conn-
try, including those of Texas, and in the in-
terest of the people of Texss aund the States
north, he demanded thst the means of
compotition in transportation ehould not
bo withheld from them by Congress under its
right of eminent domain. He argued that
the government hns & right to cut a pathway
for commerce througzh the Iudian T’:rtitnry.
and not permit & Chinese wall there beyond
which progress canvol bs made. The ques:
tion was of vital intervst to those whom he
in part represented. He regarded itas one
of national concern which could not be noted
on 100 Mo,

Senatar Logan suggested an inguiry as 1w
the liability of the government in damages
for licensing a road to go through the twr-
ritory of the Indians without their consent,

Senator Hill [Ga.] replied that while the
government might ultimately be liable, the
railroad corporation would first be held for
damazes.
