laree as the State of New York. It would
require half dozen columns of our paper,
to give in detail the successive steps by

which corporations have been built up
by privileges, grants and concessions at the
public expense, until y they practically
govern this government. The fact is notori-

ous that corporations,which are to all intents
and purposes monopolie,have the transporta-
tion interest of the country in their hands, and,
while the great agricultural State of the
Wert are at their mercy, the merchants of
the East are forced to a,k their permission
to trale, and they fix the price of food for
tbe people of our cities. Tbey control legis-

latures by flagrant corruption; pack the
bench with their tools; compel Congress to
do their bidding; seize upon the streets of
our cities; own the telegraph lines; subsidize
the press and hunt down every man who has
the courage and patriotism to oppose them.
Ten years more of their unrestricted aggres-

sions, and their power will be supreme and
impregnable, and tbe United States will be
governed by a syndicate of railway lords, if
not by a single railway king. Here is the
practical and vital issue, which the Ameri-

can people must meet at once, or it will be
too late to meet it at all. It cannot be post-

poned. It will not down. And it is a
of such gigantic dimensions and vital

importance that it throws all others Into
the shade. The Democracy of tbe coun-

This monopoly question
is the one vital issue in our State and na-

tional politics, before which all others mast
yield until it is settled.

TTrwfor thn new rales it onlv bas iurisdiction
of matters relating to the levees of the Mis-
sissippi river. That committee, sir, while it
bad jurisdiction of the subject of the im-

provement of the river ss well as the levees
'well performed its part,' and proved itself
worthy at least to retain the things confided
to it, if not, indeed, worthy of even greater
things. For half a centnry almost Congress
had been earnestly considering the problem
of controlling and improving that mighty
river, and millions of money had been ex-
pended fruitlessly, and plan after plan had
been considered and rejected, or. if tried,
had failed. Sir, it was reserved for this
committee to take the first step in the right
direction. By the act of Jane, 1879, reported
to this House from this committee by the
distinguished gentleman from Louisiana

Mr. Gibson, then a member of it, a scien-

tific commission was created charged with
the duty of maturing and reporting plans
and specifications for 'improving and per-
manently locating the channel, securing the
hanlra. uivi mi P . M . I sfftr --fcuj" 'a ' "I
preventing destructive floods," etc That
commission is composed of perhaps the ablest
engineers in tbe world, and tbey have ma-
tured and reported to Congress a definite and

'plan of improvement with
specifications and estimate' of cost. Sir,
that was done two years ago, and noth n;
has remained to be done since but for Con-
gress to appropriate the necessary sums of
money to do the work. And, Mr. Speaker,
Congress haa promptly voted all the Com-
mittee on Commerce would allow it to vote,
and would doubtless have voted more if it
had been allowed an opportunity. The Com-
mittee on Levees and Improvements of the
Mississippi River, among its last acts agreed
to the plan of improvement and reported a
bill appropriating $0,000,000 for the work of
improvement in accordance wi'.h the recom-
mendations of the improvement commission;
but it had no privilege of reporting at anv
time for consideration, as the Committee on
Commerce has, and its bill died on the cal-
endar, and the friends of the measure had to
carry their plan and specifications to tbe
Committee on Commerce and paes it through
the scaling mill of that committee. We got
the pitful sum of $1,000,000. Now, sir, I
undertake to say that had the Committee on
Levees and Improvements had the privilege
in reporting bills making appropriations
for this great work that are accorded to
the Committee on Commerce in reporting
river and narhor Dills, (Jongreas would have
voted the entire $6,000,000 proposed in its
bill that died on the calendar. X tear, sir,
and the people of the eighteen great States of
the Mississippi xalley fear, that if this
great scheme of improvement which they
cling to as as a 'rainbow ot hope and prom'
ise' shall be committed to tbe tender mer
cies of the Committee on Commerce, it will
languish and die. Sir, we know that this is
a great and difficult enterprise, in which sac- -
cess is to be reached only over the stepping'
stones of difficulties, but the commission are
confident of the ultimate success of their
plan, and the country is hopeful and even
sanguine, and I will add, impatient of the
hailing and dilatory action of Congress. The
people believe that npon the success of this
great movement bangs their last hope ol de
liverance from the deadly hug of the ana-
conda of railroad monopoly, now fast tight
ening its fatal folds about them. They see
and know that the only way to break that
dangerous power, concentrated by the vast
schemes of consolidation now being per-
fected every day, ia for Congress, by the ju-
dicious nse of liberal appropriations under
scientihc application, to seiz? and utilize
every cubic foot of water in the nation, and
compel it to bear its precious burden of pro-
duce to the sea. It is this power which the
people bold over the free water courses of
tne country, alone before which tne railroad
kings and despots tremble. And if we do
not hasten to utilise these waters they will
send somebody here who will do It. But to
return to the subject of the jurisdiction of
this committee. After making this splendid
record lor itselt by the successlul
inauguration of this great and hope-
ful protect, instead of the just re
ward tor fidelity, it was stripped of the little
power it had literally emasculated and so
it stands Now tbe Committee on
Rules kindly agree to change its name, as if
it was ashamed of the old one, and allow it
again to consider subjects relating to the im-
provement of the Mississippi river, but it is
not to handle any money. Sir, the plans,
schemes, and estimates are all committed to
the Improvement Commission, and so long as
they report that the plan adopted is working
successfully there remains nothing to do but
to make the necessary appropriations. So
that if this committee have no power to
brfng in appropriation bills it will, undtr
this proposed change, b?yet further degraded
and stripped of power, for, mark, you, su, if
the change recommended by the Committee
on Rules shall be adopted, with or without
tbe amendment ouered by the gentleman
from Ca iioruia, (Mr. Page,) then it will r.ot
even have jurisdiction of the levees of the
Mississippi river, sir, it had better be abol
ished, for it will be neither useful nor orn

What powers will it have, aud wha'
can it Jo? Mr. Speaker, I imagine th it I
see here in the change proposed by the Com-
mittee on Rules a gentle and stealthy unload-
ing of the levee feature of this great scheme
of improvement, which will, in oiy opini-
on." If carried out hi-th- e spirit of the ptan of
tbe commission, not only give deep water in
a permanently located and narrowed channel
from St. Paul to tbe sea, but will result in
the prevention of ove; flows and destructive
floods of the great delta of that river, and
ultimately reclaim more than twenty million
acres of the most fertile and produc.ive land
in the world. To us of the lower Mississippi
valley this is, in a local sense, the most valu-
able feature of this great scheme as cheap
ened transportation for their domestic pro
visions is the most important leature to the
great Northwest and the upper Mississippi
valley, mat scheme should be carried out
in letter and in spirit aa the law intended,
and to which the government is fully com-
mitted by repeated acts of Congress. Sir, I
protest against an abandonment of or back
ing aown iroui any part 01 ine plan.
Fin illy, sir, I will add, it is folly to give
this committee power to report bills making
appropriations for this work of improve
ment unless you give the privileges accorded
to the Committee on Appropriations in re
porting general appropriation bills, lor other-
wise these bills will die on the calendar.
The substitute gives the committee jurisdic-
tion of the whole subject, with power to re
port bills makin? appropriations for these
improvements and have them considered at
any lime, as the Committee on Appropria-
tions and the Committee on Commerce can
do, and I hope it will be adopted."

THE LAST SPEECH.

Judge Porter Begins Bis Closing Argu-

ment Tor the Prosecution A

JIasterJy Effort.

The Assassin Shown Up in HI True
COlora ttraphle Flctarlng Tke

Beginning of the End.

Washington, January 23. For every seat
in tbe court-roo- this morning there were at
least ten clamoring applicants, besieging
every avenae of approach. Members of the
press, counsel and court officers found tbe
greatest difficulty in forcing their way through
the immense throngs that blacked np every
paesaee war. Even the holders of special
tickets were in many instances unable to get
near enough to the policemen and bailiffs to
show them. When tbe doors dosed one
thousand people were left outside.

As soon as csurt opened Guiteau made the
following announcement: "I spent yesterday
in examining my mail. I had several hun-
dred letters, many of them from ladies, and
some were very tender. . I desire to express
my thanks to 'the ladies for these kind and
tender letters. One letter suggests that Gen-

eral A'tbur give ine a cabinet position.
Now, I want to say I would not take any
office from President Arthur, and under the
circumstances I do not think it wonld be
proper that I should accept one. Now, ia
regard to Judge Porter, I want to say, as he
is to have the closing of the case, that if he
attempts to mislead the court or jury, I and
my counsel will atop him. He came into
this case under a misapprehension on the
part of General Arthur, otherwise he would
not be in the case. He don'tjproperly rep-
resent the government; he only represents
himself."

Judge Porter entered the court-roo-

shortly before tbe prisoner had delivered
htmsplf of tbis warning. After a moment's
delay he stepped to the open space before the
jury, and in a tone which clearly betrayed
hii weakened condition began his closing

Said Judge Porter: "If it please
your Honor and gentlemen of the jury, in
my own infirmity, for I share your fatigue,
I will proceed as best I can to discharge my
duty. The nature of this duty is such that I
should leel that 1 were almost accessory
after the fact if I should fail to speak such
words as I can to aid you in reaching a
proper conclusion. Thns far this case has
uul-- practically conducted by the prisoner
and Mr. Scoville. Everyone has been de-
nounced at their will, and even now I am in-

formed I will be interrupted by them both."
Judge Porter then briefly recited the

scenes of disorder, the abuse and slander to
which every one upon the case had for two
months been subjected, "and yet," he said,
"of the three speeches which have teen made
by the defense, I wiil do the prisoner the jus-
tice to say that his was the least objectiona-
ble,"

After sketching the circumstances leading
np to the crime, and painting with fervid
language the damniag wickedness of its

Judge Porter turned his attention to
the prisoner and proceeded to depict his
character in the following terms: "A beggar,
a hypocrite, a robber and a swindler, a law-
yer who never won a cause. No court, no
jury, failed to see In htm the dishonest rogue,
and such men cannot vincaases. He has left
his trail of infamy in a hundred directions.
The man who, as a lavyer, had such notions
of morality that when he had taken debts to
collect, and collected taem by dogging tbe
debtor, he held them against his client; a
man who was capable of blasting the name
of the woman with whom he had slept,
for years, and still recognized as his
wife; a man who, when he tired of this wo-

man, pretending to be a Christian and a be-

liever of the Bib'e, looked in the book and
read: 'Thou shalt not commit adultery,'
and then went out and committed adultery
with a street-walke- r; a man who pushed
himself into the fellowship of Christian

aa a follower of the Savior, when
fresh from six years of foul fornication in
the Oneida Community."

Guiteau That lis ougbt to choke you.
As Judge Porter proceeded with resistless

torrents of denunciation and invective, the
prisoner occasionally called oat: "That's a
lie!" "That's absolutely false!" or "That
ain't so!"

Judge Porter continued: "Public justice
demanded that the prisoner should never i
leave the dock save :in tbe shackles of a sen- - .
tenced ieion. lie wno spared no one snouia i
not ne spared, lie sparea not ine goou uar-fiel- d.

He spared not the loving wife who
had once saved her husband's life; he spared
not the little mother, npon whose lips had
rested, on the 4th of March last, the kissing
lips which ha I just before rested on the Book
of God. This vile wretch, bad he been free
and nushackled; bad he thought the insanity
plea would save him; had he had a
bull-do- g in his hand, would have shot a bul-

let through Judge Cox when he refused to
permit him to speak; would have put a bul-

let through Davidge when he was denounc-
ing him as a murderer. He wanted to know
whether on the day that Juror Hobbs lost
his beloved wife, when his home was dark-
ened by the shadow of death, he would not,
had it served his purpose, have shot Hobbs
then and there not from ill-wi-ll to him but
from good will to himself. Had he not on
one occasion threatened one of the jury with
'removal by that God whom he claimed as a
partner? "

Passing in review the principal events in
the prisoner's life, J udse Porter showed up
in all its hideous deformity the infamous
bent of his nature. Alluding to his dispute
with bis brother, John W. Guiteau, in Bos
ton, when he struck the latter in the face,
Judge Porter said this was tbe first and last
time this coward ever struck any blow in the
face; bis coward hand always struck from
behind.

Alter showing who and what was the mur
derer, Judge Porter next described his vic
tim, paying a g owing tribute to the charac-
ter and services of the lamented president,
and pronouncing a most touching eulogy, as
it were, upan his memory. The claims of
the prisoner lo be a praying man were con
sidered, and th3 hollow mockery of the
claim shown.

Guiteau annnly shouted: "I pray every
night and morning, and before every meal.
If vou did the same von would be a better
man; you wouldn't be here looking for blood-money- ."

"Tbe prisoner says he prayed six weeks.
Why, if he had made up his mind unaltera-
bly "to murder tin prfsident on the 1st of
June," said Judj;e Porter, "did he still con
tinue to prav down to the very act ot the
inurJer?"

Guiteau I prayed to see if the Lord would
k t me off from killing him.

"What was he praying for?" continued
Judge Porter. "Tbe man who claimed to
have received divine inspiration himself pre
faces hii defense in inspiration for an act to
do which he was divinely inspired. Ihe be-

liever in inspiration, he would himself alter
the inspired book and substitute for it a book
of bis own. That he did not shoot the I'r.s--
ident on the first occasion, said Judge Por-
ter, due to his coward heart. Had be
done it on that occasion he would have been
toru to pieces, and he knew it. On this oc
casion the president was surrounded by his
cabinet and his friends. His son, not yet
strong, but who would have been urged at
such a time, with God-give- n strength, to de-

fend his father was also by his side, and the
aes9ein's craven heart failed him. and be
said, not yet ; some other time."

With graphic picturing Judge Porter re-
lated the dogging of the president's footsteps
to the little church; the incidents r
accidents on each occasion which
balH.d him, President Garfield's visit
to Sicretary Blaine's house dogged
by tbe assassin was vividly portrayed. "It
was night," said the speaker, "dark as that
night when the devil first whispered this crime
in the assassin's ear, that be laid in hiding
in the alley, where with the inspired com-

mand of God restiog upon him to kill the
president, and with a pressure that would
have made n:in do it it ne died the next
minute at anytime after June 1st. Why
did he not kill him? Because, he says, it
was too hot, and be thought he would do it
some other time; because this politician
thought he could become the ideal of the
stalwarts of the Republican party; because
he thonjht he had so carefully laid the
foundation for his detense against crime and
for his protection from mob violence, that be
might safely commit the act in the light of
dav. This careful man careful of his own
safety made everv provision, even to bis
conveyance to jail, and when he had seen his
vtc'im tall, turned and ran. Kan where 7
Where could he run?"

ScoviUe. interrupting Judge Porter, said:
"I desire to correct the speaker on the evi-
dence. I do not find a single witness who
testified that the prironer ran after firing."

Davidge, witii earnestness, objected to the
interruption, lie believed it but the first of
a series of interruptions intended to break
tbe force of the closing argument. Counsel
had no right to interrupt unless tbe speaker
read incorrectly.

Jad?e Cox We cannot have a running
discussion, and that is just what this will
lead to.

Scoville I was interrupted one hundred
cd forty-seve- n times; I have done so bnt

twice. 1 propose to test this question rigm
here, if counsel insist oa misrepresenting.

Davidge Yonr Honor can at oace see the
object of this thing, and It is for your Honor
to decide whether the argnment is to be

given in its entirety to tbe jury, or whether
it is to be split up in tbis manner.

Judge Cox Yon wiil proceed, Judge
Porter.

The speaker, after this incident, continued
by saying: "I cannot, in this argument, even
allude to Scoville or Reed, the counsel on
tbe other side. Tnu case looms np so im-
measurably above them that, in makicg
this closing argument, I cannot even allude
to them as it may be absolutely necessary.
The evidence and papers presented here by
General Reynolds," said Judge Porter, "and
amone them the prisoner's address to the
American people, are sufficient to stamp him
a cool, calculating, cold-blood- murderer.
These papers at one time could not be lonnd
either in the district attorney's or attorney- -

general's offices, and neither of the counsel
for tbe government saw them nntil a day or
two before General Reynolds took the stand;
but. thank God, the papers were found, and
they are in evidence before you, and before
1 conclude 1 thins: L snail ne aoie 10
show you that not one of you
could npou this evidence acquit the criminal
unless vou perjure vourselves, and assume
yonr share of the responsibility for the mur
cier of tbe lamented Garfield.

Guiteau That's all bosh; I'm very glad
those papers are Iiere. hen tbe attorney-
general saw them he wouldn't have anything
to do with this case.

Judge Porter then explained at some
length the relation of counsel for the prose-
cution to this case, and, in reply to the fre-

quent insinuations of the prisoner and his
counsel that he (Porter) and his associates
were improperly influenced by the expecta
tion .ot a money reward, ana bad entered
into a conspiracy to execute the law and
convict the prisoner, gave the more noted
examples of this effort on tbe part of the
