Awaljaia or tbe Pablle Debt Statement
--some C'nrlons facts.

Washington, Februarv 1. John M. Car
son, clerk of the House Committee on Ways
and Means, bas prepared tbe following anal
ysis of the debt statement for January, pub-
lished y: The decrease in the public
debt for January was nearly $13,000,000, and
for the seven months of the current fiscal
year over $88,000,000, against $52,250,000
for the corresponding seven months last year.
Since July 1st the average monthly reduction
has been $12,563,700, which, if maintained
for tbe remaining five months, wonld show a
reduction for tbe year of $149,000,000. Com-
pared with Febrnary 1, 1881, there is a
reduction in tbe aggregate debt of $139,280,-00- 0.

The current liabilities on account of
called and matured bonds are about

of which amount nearly $7,000,000
are for expended six per cent, bonds recently
called. It ia a singular fact that in the col-
umn of debt on which interest has ceased
may be found bonds that ceased bearing in-
terest as far back as 1804. There are, how-
ever, but $20,000 outstanding of this class of
bonds, and it is probable the greater portion
of thia amount has been lost or destroyed. Of
six per cent, bonds, known as consols of 1867,
interest on which ceased April 1, 1879,
there is outstanding, inclnding the interest,
about $1,200,000, and of the five per cent,
funded loan, the interest on which ceased
last May, there ia outstanding nearly $3,000,-00- 0.
