TKIBTTE.

Months sgo the Appeal, warned cotton- -

growers and merchants that the iron interest
of Pennsylvania was preparing an attack
upon their profits and their prosperity. As
is so frequently the case with us, we have
quietly sat still in indifference, while the
monopolists were actively constructing their
works and charging their batteries, and now

the crisis is approaching we have all our
preparations for resistance to make, ff we

are to ward on a aiscreuiiaoie-- atiacK,
prompted by the selfish greed of never-to-b- e-

satisfied monopolists, we must to-d- up and
be doing in earnest. The iron tie is now

universally used to fasten together the cot
ton that has been pressed into a bale, and
the. cost of it, contrary to the general rule,
comes out ol the rocket 01 tLe growers.
Usually the consumer pays the tax imposed
upon merchandise, aim were tne Luiteu
States the only grower, of. cotton it would be
so in tne care 01 that- article, tint cotton
has to contend in the markets of the world
with other cotton (list is fastened by bands
that are not taxed. Take off the tax, and
the seller would get as much in the open
market without having the tax to pay as he
does now that payment has to be made,
which, proves.. llie? , assertion that
in this '"' case "the producer, not the
consumer pays the tax. Under these circum.-stance-s

t ol U10 tax imposed upon
the iron tie is an impbrtaa object with the
cotton-growe- r; who is flrady subjected to
siAicient necessary drains and losses without
being heavify mulcted to support an interest
that has made itself his enemy by aiming to
diminish his income, and cut down bis means
of living. , Originally - 'the treasury classed
iron ties along with hoop-iro- and levied
upon it the same tax, one and a half cents a
pound, equal to eighty per cent, ad valorem.
The manufacturers of the ties at length com-

plained that the classification was erroneous.
Unlike hoop-iro- which is a material out of

wtiich various articles can be made, the iron
tie was itself a regularly manufactured im-

plement, fitted and used for a given purpotea
having various parts, each adapted for the
object for which it was manufactured. On
examination these representations were found
to be correct. The iron tie was much an im-

plement adapted to a given purpose as a file

or a horse-colla- LThe decision was there-

fore rendered that iron ties did not belong to

the hoop-iro- n class,
but, not being specifically named in the
tariff acts, it belongs to the nnclassed
articles. The. duty such articles
the law f puts j at thirty-fiv- e per cent.
ad valorem, less than one-ha- lf the charge
made under the erroneous classification.
The change excited the utmost anger of the
six, or perhaps seven " firms in the United
States that were the monopolizers of the man-
ufacture of the iron ties." ; The iron men gen-

erally made common cause with these monop-
olists in a movement to have the eighty per
cent, duty restored. The courts were resorted
to, but after full investigation the decision
was in favor of th corrected classification
and the thirty-fiv- e 1er,. cent. duty. Under
these circumstances the ,iron masters have re-

solved ., to apply to Congress to restore the
eighty per cent. rate. Now what are the
eotton-growe- rs and the cotton interest gener
ally to dof Shall they quietly submit to pay
the eighty , per - centlhe iron interest de
mands T j The eighty .cents is not for the sup
port of the national government, but for the
enrichment of the iron master. The cotton
interest is made tributary lo the iron interest;
it is so now, indeed, i) lit the contribution is to
be doubled--1 Shall the fai defend
himself by claiming a retention of the present
thirty-fiv- e per cent, duty? In our opinion
this- just whailejiouitl nM do' Why should '
the cotton-grow- be tributary to the
Pennsylvanian monopolist? Why should
he be compelled to pay one cent of
duty? It is not tbe foreign consumer of cot-

ton that- - pays .the tax, as we have shown
above; therefore the tax. is not a protection
tax. against 'the .foreigner, but a shameful
tribute levied by the iron master upon the
home producer, of cotton. The cotton-grow- er

has u much right to what is called protec-

tion. a the iron miner or puadler, but in this
case, while no protection is given to him,
while cotton machinery must pay high-taxe- s,

and railway freight be put higher than it
would be on fiii Cotton bales because of the
heavy tax upon railroad iron unprotected
aud taxedj i it right he should have the
iron-ti- e tribute levied on him? That tribute
exacted by the iron interest from the cotton
interest ought jU cease. --.It is unjust in itself,
and it is tta lo "exact a contribution
from tbe cottoo-gro.wac.i- J he benefit of the
iron master. It insolence in
those men to plot and: scheme not to protect
an article of borne production which pays
millions to the government and the people,
bnt to tax and extort,' and defraud the hard-
working man who raises the cotton that has
done so much for the prosperity of the coun-
try. . Not a cent for tribute.' Let that be our
cry, and. let us denuuii of Congress that the
cotton-grow- be relieved of the unjust and
insulting contribution which is wrung from
him, and which oppressive extortionists are
Bow trying to more than double. No duty
on iron ties.

Vacelnatiunaaa Prevent! veol Smallpox
I'o the Editors of the Memjiliis Appeal:

Vlthousrh smalliox has existed from time
immemorial, yet there can be found in every
community a great deal of ignorance in Be-- -

gard to it. It is a fact that any person in
this city who has been successfully vaccina-
ted can a case of smallpox with the
same degree of safety and impunity as the
physician who - treats 'the patient, and yet
they even avoid the street upon which they
see a yellow Mag. There is a great deal of
foolish and groundless tear in regard
to coming in contact with any one who
has visted a case of smallpox, and
yet it has been demonstrated again
and again in instances beyond easy com-
putation that such fears are without any
foundation. In the epidemic of and at
all other times it has been the practice of
the physicians In this city and elsewhere to
visit Btnallpox patients the same day and the
same hour, and that without any of
clothing, and yet there is not a
cated instance in winch they carried the dis
ease to other patients or to their own fami
lies. I lie clothing ot a smallpox patient
will retain the contagious influences for a
lone time if it is kept closely confined in
boxes or chests, but it is destroyed or
dissipated upon exposure to the air.
We presume that the physician who treated
Sullivan did not take the precaution to
change his clothing, after seeing him; and
yet we do not hear of his havirg communi-
cated the disease to patients or to his
own family. Thousands of persons were
visited in this city in 1873 by physicians

ho just left a smallpox patient, and yet
there was not even a case that was charged
to this source. Again, many persons
believe the disease only contagious at certain
stages, and yet there is plenty ot evidence to
show that it is contagious from its inception
lo its end; though it is considered most
contagious during the stage of suppuration.
Many persons believe that physicians carry
something about them to protect them from
"the influence of the disease. Such a thought
is very Physicians have, like the
rest of mankind, to depend upon vaccination
for their protection, and any one who
a more powerlul agent than vaccina
tion would gladly immortalize himself as
Jenncr did by giving his knowledge to the
world instead of vselrUliiy keeping it for his
own benefit. Medical authors give the dura
tion of this disease as follows: The first
fever, before the eruption, from two to four
days; the eruption is generally complete in
five days; the stage of suppuration iour
or .five days, and the dryiug-u- p

stage from six to ten days making
the duration of the disease - altogether
from seventeen to twentv-fou- r davs. Authors
also speak of smallpox fever without any
eruptions, the person being so nearly pro-
tected by vaccination as to prevent the dis
ease from going through its regular stages.
Many persons ask, ought anyone to be
revaccinated, provided they have a
good scar? This is too simple to talk
about. it is well known that some
persons are very susceptible to any contagions
disease, so as to have smallpox twice
and, it is alleged, even a third time. How
do you know but that you are one of tbe
susceptible ones? And in order to avoid the
small amount ol trouble and expense con-
nected with vaccination, will you risk con
tracting this loathesome, dangerous disease?
Why, you would not even have a single pit
upon vour face for the price you have to pay
for being vaccinated. Physicians in some
instances advise their friends to remove their
families from a house when the adjoining
building is infected with smallpox. In the
first place, where would they find a place of
safety ? The same disease might appear near
them in twenty-fou- r hours after removal;
and thu they might be kept on the move all
the time. But, iu the second place, where is
the necessity of changing homes. Suppose
some one were to lind a case of smallpox
near the physician's house, and advise him
to move. Why, sir, he would reply, I am
not afraid of the dioease; I treat it every
day. Well, what protects you against it.
doctor? Why, nothing but vaccination.
Well, I have the very same protection, and
all my family have; why should S move?
What reply the physician would make we
are unable to conjecture. physician.

Senator Williams tbe Tariff Pension
Arrears Legislation Senator
- I ngalis's Speech.

Hypothetical Eeaolutlon by Mr. Robin
son, of 'ew York Bills Intro-

duced and Referred.

Washington, February 6. Sennte. Sena-
tor Morgan, from the Committee on Public-Land-

reported favorably with amendments
the bill granting right of way over public
lands in 'Alabama, and to erant lands in
aid of the Gnlf and Chicago Air-Lin- e Rail
way tompany.

Senator Plumb, on behalf of the minority
committee, said he would present views in
opposition to the bill hereafter. The bill
directs the purchase by the secretary of the
treasury ior public use the r reedman s liank
properly and real estate and parcels of
ground adjacent thereto belonging to the
rreeuman s Saving and Trust Company.

Bills introduced:
By Senator Garland: Authorizing the

erection of a public building at Hot Springs
for the use of the United States.

By Senator Hawley; Por the retirement
of Brevet Major-Gener- al Meigs with the
rank and pay of msjor-genera- L

Senator Morgan offered a concurrent reso-
lution for a treaty of reciprocity between
Mexico and the 'United States. Ordered
printed and laid on the table.

After the morning hour the resolution that
the pension arrears legislation ought not to
be repealed came np as unfinished business,
but was laid aside informally, with the
assent of ita author. Senator Ingalls.

Senator Williams, to whom the floor was
specially assigned, then proceeded to make a
speech on the tariff, the Morrill tarirl com-
mission bill bring taken up for this purpose.
He avowed his opposition to the measure,
and favored a tariff revision by a joint com-
mittee of the two Houses.

The Senate then resumed consideration of
Senator Ingalls'a resolution, declaring that
the pension arrears law ought not to be re-
pealed.

Senator Ingalls moved to modify the
amendment declaring in favor of pensions to
soldiers of the Mexican war, so as to limit it
to the needy or disabled. Senator Ingalls, in
the course of a short speech, said that all the
senators were not aware of the proportion
which the casnalty list reached during the
war. The grand total of pensionable cases,
prima fncie on the rolls of the war department
was 020,o4-- j that is to say, there were that
many cases entitled to pensions, if every man
who died had a dependent relative and
every one discharged for disability had a
claim. Since lSijlJiSOjSM pensions have been
ganted by reason of death or disabilities,
so there was still, according to the war de-
partment rolls, 233,881 pensionable cases in
which no applications St all had ever been
made; this was a conclusive answer to the
charges that the pension list has been swollen
by fraud, and we may hereafter look for very
large accessions to the rolls without any pre-
sumption of fraud as to the aggregate of
cases placed there. It was true, the aggre-
gate required to pay the pensions wai stupen-
dous, but this was because the war itself was
gigantic, colossal. Senator Ingalls had some-
thing to say of himself and his practices,
and was followed by Senator Hawley.

Without action the resolution was laid
aside for executive session.

During the day Senator Plumb reported
favorably from the Committee on Public
Lauds the bill granting the right of way
through public land to the Polatka and
Indian Kiver hallway Company,

assessing damages for property so appro
priated, and providing penalties lor acts in
hindrance of the proposed improvements.
