The buildings are of
brick and very commodious, consisting of an
office, which is built independent of
the main building, and occupies the
northeast corner of the lot. The machinery
buildings are one and two story, extending
east and west, with a wing at the southwest
corner for the engine. Tue one s ory build-
ing contains three machiucs, which bn--t take
the cotton front the bales, clean and prepare
it into laps f r the carding machines. On
the first door and in the east end of the two- -
story building are forty or fifty carding ma-
chines which card the, cotton and pass it to
several machines called railway-heads- , which

' run the cotton into large tin cans, when it is
carrii-- lo the drawing machines which pre-
pare it for the Slover machines, where it is
worked from a. coarae to a fine roaming ma-
chine and then to tho spinners, from which
it parses to the spinning frame?, which are
situated in ihe cast end of the building on
the same floor. From the frames to the
spooling machines, from the spoolers to the
warpers, from the warpers to the slashers,
and from those machines it is carried to the
looms,where it is woven into Osnaburgs, sheet-
ings, and good, of that style; or it is passed
from the spooling tables to some of the twine-makin- g

or rope-maki- machines, of which
there are a complete lin.

Mr. W. V. liounds, the superintendent,
waa most minute in his explanation to the
visitors of the use and modes of each ma-
chine and its operations, and appears moat
confident ol the success ot tbe enterprise.
He say, furthermore, that he can secure all
the first-claf-- a labor he can give employment
to. The Pioneer Cotton Mills promise to be
in full operation as soon as their spinning
machines arrive, which were Bhipped some
live days ago, and would have doubtless
reached here but for the high water.

LETTE1W Jj IJOjI THE PEOPLE.

Doelvra Will DJHrr.
To the Editors of the Appeal:

A rouster cut nearly in two by a knife in
the hands of a savage mate lay on the fore-
castle of a steamer. Two doctors on board
differed widely as to .what was to be done in
tbe case; finally they appealed to a wie
looking man who stood by) as to what he
would suggest. The ssge responded : "If you
sew up the wound the man will bleed to
death internally, and if you leave it as it is
be will ble (I to death externally; and my
opinion is, if you think it worth anything,
that you had best give him an emetic." The
unfortunate residents of the Mississippi
river bottoms are just in the fix of this
rouster, while the doctors (the civil en-
gineers) are debating what is bst to be done
for their salvation. The fact that the en-

gineers diffrr widely as to tbe proper
methods of controlling the Hoods of the
Mississippi river is ouly one of the proofs
that the science of hydraulics is not exact,
or, if it is, that it is not by any means un-
derstood. A river which in its course to
the ocean is confined to mountain gorges
must necessarily accept for itself the direc-
tion and the amount of fall which those
gorges permit; but a river which finds its
way to the sea through alluvial forma-
tions, is a law unto itelf; in other wotd?,
it Will rut cut such a course and attaiu that
particular descent to the mile which nature
seems to fix as its proper lawful fall. This
amount, judging from the fall or descent of
such rivers as tbe Mississippi, Oronoco, Am-
azon, Ganges and other great streams of the
world, is about four inches to the mile, there-
by giving the water a current of about four
miles ptr hour, rather more when tbe banks
are full and less when the water is low. In
round numbers the distance from Cairo, III ,
to the Mexican gulf, as the crow flies, is
450 miles; the perpendicular I'etcjnt is
about 450 f?et. Iu other words the Missis
sippi river flows down an inclined plane 450
miles long, and whieh plane has an inclina
tion or downward grade of one foot to the
mile. If tbe course of the river was per
fectly straight, the current would descend
this plane twelve inches in every mile of its
course, thereby producing a torrent tbe like
of which is nut to be seen in this world.
Being contrary to the law of nature that
there should be such a torrent, the river pre
vents the catastrophe o such a cataract by
an irresistible action ol its own. buth a
body of water shsuld fall at the rate of four
inches per mile aDd now at tbe late
of four miles per hour. In or
der to prodnee this result, the course
must be Kigzsgfed. or curved bick and ferth
iiiiiil it is lo-- milts in length, and this is
about what our great river has done for
itself. If human energy could straighten Ihe
bed of the Mississippi from Cairo to the gulf,
the river would not be satisfied with its new
bed for twenty-fou- r hours, but would imme
diately begin Us customary scooping out
bends, first to the east and then to the west,
until in the course of time, and no di-ta-

time at that, it would have i s old 1350
miles of length, its natural, easy, four-inc- h

fall, and its quiet four-mil- e current. Within
the recollection of living men various cut-
offs have occurred at various points, short-
ening the river from Cairo to ew Orleans
many miles. Nevertheless, it is as many
miles by the main channel of the river be-

tween those cities to day as it was fifty years
ago. In 1S76 the river between Cairo and
Memphis was shortened in one day, by the
eutoti at Itevils Elbow, fully twenty miles,
but what the river lost in length at that
point it has gradually gained at other points,
and so it will go on forever. One of the im-
mediately obvious effects of a sudden cutoff
is an increase in the velocity of the current
in the neighborhood, as the water falls down
a greater descent iu a given distance there
than the law of hydraulics require. An-
other effect is to raise the general level of
tbe river surface immediately below the cut-
off and to depress it above. This condition,
that is the current being made abnormally
rapid, is uncomfortable, so to spenk, to the
river and it begins immediately lo
the damage. When the cutoff at Devils
Elbow occurred, the general level of the sur-
face of the river immediately above was
lowered about three feet, and the owners cf
the bordericg lands made happy; hut year
by year this great gain has diminished, and
now alter six short years the river has
nearly regained its old level, a fact perfectly
shown by the over flow. With the course of
the river stretched out to 1350 mile;, unfor-
tunately there is not water enough to afford
good navigation during the fall months,
nevertheless there is entirely too much water
in the spring months. What is to be done
about it? If the river is shortened by arti-
ficial cutoffs it will increase the overflows.
If yon give a certain quantity of water 1350
miles of course to empty itself through, and
it cannot get through at times without stop-
ping over its banks, surely if you shorten
that course you will but increase the ditEcul- -

ty. Shilllhe course be lengthened? De-

cidedly not; for although by thit sttp we
may prevent overflows, on the other hand we
would make a "dry fork" of the
ereat river in the dry months of the year.
The engineer who makes cntciT', and by
mattresses, piling, ttc., gives the river a
shortened course, will drown Uf ; while he
who st'jps op tbe chutes and ahort-cnt- s will
give us a wonderful display of sandbars in
the summer and f s . Levees protect indi-
viduals temporarily, but are no remedy for
tbe country generally. If the banks were
leveed with cast-iro- n from Cairo to the gulf,
the work would ouly have tbe eflect of rais-
ing the entire bottom of the river precisely
the amount that the levees are raised above
the top of the back, and after no great
cycle of time a new lev-- e would be required
ou the top ot the old one. This fact has been
shou n ty the leveeing of ihe Kiver Po, in
Italy, about hich strepui it is said that in
some places the bottom ot the river is now
where the surface used to be; but perhaps
this is exaggeration, ll Captain Cowdon's
plan of outlets would only draw off the sur-
plus water when .he river is over-ful- l, it
would be excellent ; but if these outlets will
draw away any portion of the scant water
wc have in dry seasons, they may be a great
evil. The deduction irom the foregoing the-
ory of hvdraulics is that the length of the
river is jut what it ought to be, for it is just
what nature intends it to be; but it is too
wide. Its great width has the tendency to
form great bars, and tluse reciprocally caue
the river to widen, and the results are, in the
spring, when freshets occur, tfcemrplus water
is obstructed by these bars, and necessarily
overflows the banks, while during low stsg, a
ol ihe river the water is spread out in a wide,
thin sheet, meandering among great sand
dune. The remedy would appear to be this:

First To itMtntain the at Us present

crites. This is very choice language for
"Naboth" to use toward his frien:ts and
neighbors who chance to differ with him, and
it is especially choice from "Naboth," who
sometime's olliciatts as a minister of tiie gos
pel in tbe absence cf the '"Shurenuff minis-
ter." "Naboth" look especial pains not to
maitivn the fact that, tbe river waa nearly
two feet higher than ever known before by
Ihe oldest residents in his county, aud pro-
ceeds in gudiing style to depict the horrors
of the overt! jw, not forgetting to allude to the
poor widows who are suffering and the lose
of life by drowning, as if this is not occurring
from time to time, overflow or no overflow ;

and also taps the levee board over the head
gently by blaming them from not working
on the levee in low water, which if they had
done no one would have been quicker or
louder to condemn than .uoth lor au un
necessary ounay ol money when there was
no rise in the river to justify it. "Naboth"
winds up his letter bv the remarkable state
ment that it is the universal desire oi "every
owner of real Estate in the Mississippi bot-
tom to do away with the "levee system."
ihe writer happens to live in the
same county with "Naboth1" and happens
to know of his great desire to see himself in
print, and that he loses no opportunity to do
so when occasion will afford him a hearing,
whether describing a funeral, a mnrder, the
high water, and is quite hippy in the de-
scription of. a "qiiiltin'." Now that our
county pap?r, the Leader. Ii3s suspended on
account of high water, "Naboth" has trans-
ferred li's insipid and si lipid correspondence
to the Afpeal, aud continues to inflict us
"all the samee."

that the blowing up of a steamboat does
away with the ue of steanvor the bursting
ot a cannon should dispense with their use
by every civilized government, ibe silly
advocates of the outlet plan of Captain
Cowdon will learn nothing, and in face of
the fact that notwithstanding oft the outlets
now by the many breaks iu the levee and
the whole country under water, certainly
greater outlets than Captain Cowdon with
any amount of money can make through his
Barataria canal ever hope to accomplish, the
